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The influence of Orthodox organizations upon social and politic life of
Ukrainian provinces in the Russian Empire in the beginning of the
20" century

The role of Orthodox organizations in social and politic life of Ukrainian
dioceses of the Russian Orthodox Church in the beginning of the 20" century is
investigated on the base of learned archived works, periodicals and monographs.
The author gives much attention to features of functioning cultural and educational
organizations, common family leisure, self-government organizations (perish
patronages, brotherhoods, agricultural cooperatives) created under the influence of
Orthodox clergy. The purpose of this research study is to determine the form and the
character of the religious social organizations’ activities, as well as the character of
government supervision over the parishioners. The author proves the conclusion that
government was interested in active citizenship of clergy in order to consolidate
different social classes and to provide supervision perish life. But common initiative
Orthodox church groups also helped to spread the reform ideas to internal church
structure and clergy’s consciousness (national identity awareness of Ukrainians).
This led to movement for Autocephaly of Ukrainian Orthodox Church. It was showed
a large number of archive sources and church periodicals in order to reveal the
contradictory influence of religious organizations upon social and politic life of
Ukrainian provinces in the Russian Empire in the beginning of the 20" century.

M. Grushevsky’s“History of Ukraine—Rus” in Ukrainian
historiography

The article is concerned with particular issues of historiographical analysis of
M. Grushevsky’s fundamental work — the multi—volume “History of Ukraine—Rus” —
carried out by scientists. The analysis of their historiographical evaluations of
“History of Ukraine—Rus” presents appreciable scientific interest. The
historiographical research makes it possible to realize the aspects which attract the
researchers’ attention and the influence of M. Grushevsky’s main work on the
development of the historical science.

After the establishment of the communist totalitarian regime in Ukraine, the
national bias of M. Grushevsky's scientific works, especially that of “History of
Ukraine—Rus” brought about absolute rejection and ideological attacks exercised by
Russian historians.
