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THE SOVIET SOCIETY OF 20’S — EARLY 30’s OF 20TH
CENTURY IN THE CONTEXT OF THE THEORY OF
MODERNIZATION

Acting as the creators of a new world, the Bolsheviks sought to unmake archaic
foundations of traditional society, creating the conditions for a communist future. The
complex of social changes had the character of the partial modernization and was
characterized by several features. External borrowings became the source of changes,
although these borrowings could not be successfully implemented without the
spiritual, mental and political conditions in the Soviet society. On the one hand, it was
the ideological proximity of the Bolshevism and the patriarchal consciousness of the
Soviet people, and on the other — the consolidation of the Stalinist totalitarian regime
in the country. Inorganic character of social transformations was connected with a
response to external challenges. It identified the specific direction of development: to
achieve technical and technological level of Western countries. Mobilization of own
efforts became the mechanism of development and the pace of development acquired
dynamic character since the second half of 20—ies of 20th century.

Progressiveness of development is one of the foundation
stones in the history of social thought. The speed of
transformations, which cover the society, increases
proportionally with its age. President of the International
Sociological Association P. Shtompka emphasizes that:
“The changes — so obvious feature of social reality, that any
social scientific theory, whatever its initial conceptual
position is, sooner or later must approach this issue” [12, p.
12]. In our view, it is appropriate to use the theory of
modernization, based on the opposition of the traditional
society to new one, to detect changes in social development.

In Ukrainian historiography the term “modernization” is
used to identify a particular historical period, specifically
the 20’s — 30’s of 20th century, a characteristic feature of
which was the introduction of market elements,
transformation of the industry into the driving force of the
Soviet economy etc. Modern philosophical thought
considers modernization not as the synonymous for
progressive social changes in a separate chronological or
geographical region, but, above all, as a complex social,
political, economic and cultural transformations that began
in the West in the 16th century and reached its peak in the
19th — 20th centuries. Its characteristic features are: the
establishment of industry as a major source of development,
the market, the urbanization, the high social mobility,
attracting masses to education, the democracy; the culture
that emphasizes the value of science, knowledge and
achievements of others.

Modern historians refused the rigid orientation only on
European style of social evolution, they acknowledged
civilization differences for possible source of the progress.
It gave the opportunity to talk about a special way of
development, through which the Soviet society came during
the last century.

Considering the global historiographic thought of 20th —
21st century, two key concepts of civilization development
and modernization of the territories of the former Russian
empire can be identified. One of them is the “European”,
which considered the establishment of European values and
institutions in society [7]. The second one — “dualistic”,
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
