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About the relation of P. N. Milyukovto the war

This article deals with the position of the P. N. Milyukov to the war as one of the
methods for solving the acute political problems of the twentieth century. P. N.
Milyukov, as one of the leaders of Russian emigration of the first wave and the
founder of the Constitutional Democratic Party of Russia, had a principle position on
military issues. We analyze his role in the adoption and evolution of the concept of the
party at the beginning of the First World War, and also his position in the Great
Patriotic War. To achieve these goals analyzed the whole complex of documentary
sources, archives and publishing (Milyukov’s memories, his articles and periodicals).

The article gives a detailed analysis of the housing reform in the United States
during the Administrations of Franklin D. Roosevelt and Harry Truman (1933—1953).
The methodological basis of the research is the principles of historicism, objectivity
and systematic. Also the methods of analysis, comparison, synthesis, and source and
historiography criticism are applied.

It has been found that the federal housing policy in the United States was
established mainly in the 30’s — early. 50s of the XXthcen., and the process of its

formation took place in several stages. The authors proved that the effectiveness of

government influence on the private housing of Americans was higher than providing
of the state public housing program. The authors conclude that during the
Administrations of Franklin D. Roosevelt and Harry S. Truman were carried out such
reforms, which are the basis of housing policy in the United States today.
