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NORTH CAUCASIAN PEOPLES’ ETHNO—POLITICAL
ASSOCIATIONS AND THEIR IMPACT ON SOCIOPOLITICAL
PROCESSES IN MODERN TIMES

For the first time in the last 20 years ethnic identity and super ethnic interests in
the region began to be highlighted in the Caucasian politics.

We should note that in the North Caucasus located in the border of Europe and
Asia, between the Black and Caspian Seas the impact of ethno political groups on
public processes is taken place in an active way in the modern times. Considering
geopolitical position and natural resources this region has been on the focus of
interests of mighty empires for many centuries. Cultural and ethnic diversity of the
Caucasus prove the richness of civilization, and also leads to ethnic diversity which is
the source of regional conflicts that hinder economic and public development.

Different approaches to security issues in the Caucasus,
overlapping and intersecting points of global, regional and
national interests are among the most—discussed topics. In the
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sub region Caucasus the formation of secure environment is
determined by factors that are different in content and direction.

Artificially reducing the number of Turkish ethnic groups
in the USSR was accompanied by repressive measures.
Turkish peoples (Crimean Tatars, Karachays, Balkars etc.)
were involuntarily displaced from their historical lands during
the Second World War. After the collapse of the Soviet Union,
hostility seeds planted by Russia germinated and turned
into the armed conflicts. The Caucasus region that housed
many different ethnic groups became the victim of Russia
experiments [3, p. 23-35].

The Central government, that feared from awakening of
the national consciousness of the North Caucasian peoples
and strengthening of the understanding process their historical
roots, tried to keep the former Soviet Union by all means.
Nevertheless, in the mid-80s of the twenticth century the
reconstruction in the former Soviet Union encompassed all
areas of public life, including national relationships [6, p.
24]. The unresolved problems in national relations began to
appear one after the other, a lot of mistakes that were made
over the years manifested itself. Socio—economic, legal and
demographic problems, the development of language and
culture, the preservation of national traditions and groundless
territorial claims together brought about so many difficulties
that all of these issues led to the aggravation of relations in the
former Soviet Union [5, p. 137].

Since the late 80s of the twentieth century national
conflicts in the North Caucasus has covered the entire region.
The government of the Union deteriorated these problems
rather than solving them. As a result, politicizing of ethnic
groups that performed as a subject in the policy became
a controversial issue. Some intriguers who distinguished
themselves in the strengthening of the national consciousness
put the peoples’ interests in danger so as to realize their goals.

For the first time in the last 20 years ethnic identity and
super ethnic interests in the region began to be highlighted in
the Caucasian politics. Azerbaijani, Kumuk, Nogai, Karachay,
Balkar, Ahisqa Turks (a total number of 10 million 500
thousand persons) are accepted as Turks. The world’s power
centers with interests in the Caucasus are pursuing «spider»
policy in accordance with these groups’ social, public,
political, economic, ethno cultural interests. At present, in the
North Caucasus wider political processes are being developed
by giving importance to the «Circassian dossier».

In the past few years on May 21, memorial days are
being held under the name of «the victims of the Caucasian
War» or «Circassian genocide» in Kabardino—Balkaria,
Karachay—Cherkessia, Adygea and Abkhazia regions in the
North Caucasus. In addition, conferences are held, articles
are published on the historical topics about the outrageous
tragedy that took place in the nineteenth century. Since only
Circassian communities got the special attention as victims of
145—year—long «Caucasus War», as a result special interests
to these communities grew. Therefore now the communities
with Circassian origin have large diasporas in Israel, Jordan,
Egypt, Syria, Turkey, Iraq, Saudi Arabia, Germany, Belgium,
Sweden, the United States, Canada, France, the Netherlands
and other countries. In recent years great powers have started
to fight in the North Caucasus to monopolize emerging
common Circassian idea that is becoming stronger. The West,
the Muslim East and Russia are conditionally more different in
this issue. Naturally, Turkey, Arab countries, the West and the
US want to resolve this issue in terms of their own interests.
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Today’s important policymakers of Russia know very well
from severe consequences of the «Battle of the Caucasus»
ended in 1864 that where and when the development of
«Circassian community» will become. The owners of the
Kremlin and important policymakers of Russia understand
very well that Russia is on the verge of losing Kuban, Nogay,
Don and Tatar deserts between the Black and Caspian Seas
in the North Caucasus because communities in the region
are still not willing to accept the unjust policy pursued by
the Kremlin for many years. Russia, in turn, is applying
ideological foundation principles so as to hinder the national
wholeness of Circassian communities.

Other tools are being used in the «Circassian issue» policy
controlled by Russia. One of the social and legal procedures
designed to protect the stability in the North Caucasus is to
dissolve the Republic of Adygea, its annexation to Krasnodar
province and to appoint the president, local government
representatives, members of parliament, even police chiefs in
Karachay—Cherkessia and Kabardino—Balkaria from Moscow.
Russia is carefully reviewing approaches to «Circassian
issue» in the West. Therefore it doesn’t want to comply with
the requirements by Circussian origin peoples about their
coming back to the historical lands. However, according to
the decision signed by the Russian president in 2003, citizens
who live abroad and have historical roots in the territory of the
Russian Federation have the right to live. However, now this
decision only applies to Russian, Armenian, Jewish, Greek,
South Ossetia, Kalmykia peoples. Circassian communities
have been deprived of this right even via the courts. According
to official statistics, approximately 3 million Circassian origin
people live out of Russia. Naturally, not all, but certain groups
of them have always officially stated their wishes concerning
their living in the historical lands.

According to Russian political strategists, if Circassian
origin communities establish their Cherkessia Republic
together, the whole North Caucasus, including Chechnya will
no longer be under the control of the Kremlin. One of the
scary factors for Russia is better mobilizing of Circassian and
Caucasian origin diaspora organizations in Turkey. Thus, 48
Caucasian diaspora organizations have established their united
«Caucasus Diaspora Organizations Federation» in Turkey.
Due to the strong financial resources of this organization,
their online newspapers, radio and TV channels have been
established. Dozens of books are being published every
year. At the same time, they have been able to unite different
diaspora organizations in other countries around themselves.

Another threatening factor for the Kremlin is in Israel and
the United States Circassian diaspora organizations’ North
Caucasus policy compatibility with the interests of the states
in the North Caucasus. Circassian people in 50 countries
around the world have been brought together and united in
the «Unrepresented Nations and Peoples Organization»
(representation of the peoples who do not have states has
been provided in the UN). Also benefiting from this they put
forward enjoying their national rights as a demand.

Arab states have also become active in this direction.
Activeness of «National Adiga Radio Television» in Jordan,
regarded as the world circussians’ major national tribune,
is being carefully followed in Syria, Jordan, Egypt, Israel,
the United Arab Emirates, Turkey, as well as all regions of
the North Caucasus. «Federation of European Circassians»
organization has been able to unite all Circassions in Europe
around the organization.
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Circassian diaspora organizations in more than 50
countries in the world under «The Circassians’ Great and
Free Union» have been clearly demonstrating political will
over the last few years about their historical lands. For the
first time, Russian President Vladimir Putin in 2001, made a
decision about suspending the activity of TV, radio programs,
newspapers and magazines broadcasted in their national
language and funded by the government in Republics of
Karachay—Cherkessia, Adygea, Kabardino—Balkaria. Even
though Russia has created artificial state independence in
this region by supporting Abkhazian separatism, the official
education and state language is Russian. Russia expects
to delay processes with «Russification» policy prohibiting
education and enlightenment in national languages [10].
Adige Xase (Circassian Council) organizations established
in Kabardino—Balkaria, Karachay—Cherkessia, Adygea,
Krasnodar and Abkhazia, the World Circassian Congress,
Circassian Brotherhood, Circassian Xabl and other dozens of
organizations are struggling with Russia in restoring national
and historical rights. However, «Circassian Congress»,
«Nafnay, «Circassian Xase», «Kabardino Congress», «Nart»
and other organizations, who do not want to accept it, have
appealed to the Council of Europe, European Union, UN and
other international organizations: « We have never incorporated
into Russia voluntarily» [11]. In the West very serious steps are
being taken towards the emergence of organizations related
to the North Caucasus, their range of activity concerning
the region, the formation of the information environment.
The «Free Caucasus» sociopolitical movement in Denmark,
«The Caucasian Union Movement» in Poland, activeness of
Chechen—Ingush, Circassian, Georgian and Balkar—Karachay
Diaspora organizations, the establishment of public institutions
belonging to these peoples are gradually having an impact in
the region [9].

The European Union for the first time with the support
of international organizations excluded the Russian military
forces from the occupied region in a short time. After this
demonstration, in the republics of Kabardino—Balkaria,
Karachay—Cherkessia the attitude to conflicts between nations
led by Russia has changed [11].

We should note that in the North Caucasus located in the
border of Europe and Asia, between the Black and Caspian
Seas the impact of ethnopolitical groups on public processes is
taken place in an active way in the modern times. Considering
geopolitical position and natural resources this region has
been on the focus of interests of mighty empires for many
centuries.
