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Severians in the dated part of the Primary Chronicle

The article considers the Primary Chronicle as a source on the history of
Severians — one of tribal unions of early East Slavs. It deals with sources and
historiographical analysis of Severians mentions in the dated part of the Primary
Chronicle. The author came to the conclusion that mentions of Severians in the dated
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part of the Primary Chronicle look like a minor topic that accompanied the main
description of the role of the Polans and the Rurikids in the formation process of the
Kievan Rus. the author of the Primary Chronicle was a strong supporter of Polans,
and his bias lead to formation of the negative image of Severians in the text. The
Severians appeared in the Primary Chronicle as a passive neighbor that was freed by
Kievan princes from Khazar tribute and returned to the East Slavic community to form
the core of the Kievan Rus.
