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Terrorist acts in Brussels, as the manifestation
of the European security system imperfections

The aim of this paper is to study the imperfections of the European security
system through the prism of terrorist acts in Brussels. During writing, the author used
the following methods: analysis, synthesis, comparison, induction, deduction. The
main obtained conclusions are as follows: for a real fight against terrorism at the
domestic level need to enhance national security potential, as well as view the Belgian
legislation on the fight against terrorism in the context of relations regulatory level
with the practical — a large impl. ion of decisions and regulations on
the level of direct struggle. European security system requires a hasty reform and
filling by modern methods, approaches, mechanisms, instruments and practical means
of effective counter terrorist activities. Only under such conditions we can speak about
a high level of protection of Europe from terrorist attacks.

The paper
also studied the attention to security issues faced by Cameroon and the United States
demonstrated interest in solving these problems in order to preserve important foreign
partnership. The article equally illuminated the relations of Cameroon in the United
States foreign policy in the Gulf of Guinea and striving to transform Cameroon into a
leading US partner in Central Africa.

The Gulf of Guinea region encompasses a dozen
African nations. The Gulf of Guinea (GG), is a large area
encompassing 23 countries including: Angola, Benin, Burkina
Faso, Cameroon, Cape Verde, Central African Republic, Chad,
Congo, Cote d’Ivoire, Democratic Republic of Congo (RDC),
Equatorial Guinea, Gabon, Gambia, Ghana, Guinea, Guinea
Bissau, Liberia, Mali, Niger, Nigeria, Sao Tome and Principe,
Senegal, Sierra Leone, and Togo [7]. The 8,200 km of the Gulf of
Guinea is in majority plane level with high ground culminating
in Mount Cameroon (4,095 m). The high ground constitutes a
line of separation between the coastal and interior plane. The
northern section of the Gulf of Guinea is composed of semi—arid
terrain (sahel), a transitional zone between the Sahara desert and
the savannahs. Equatorial forest forms a third belt between the
savannah and the coast. The Gulf of Guinea sub-region has large
deposits of hydrocarbons and other natural resources [7].

Cameroon occupies a central position in Central Africa
in particular and Africa in general. Located at the crossroad
between West, North, East and Southern Africa, it offers
several geostrategic and geopolitical advantages as it is also
located in the Gulf of Guinea. It is for this reason that the US—
Africa website says that «Cameroon lies at the intersection of
West Africa and Central Africa» [10]. As a general information
site linking Africa and the US, and generally visited by
Americans, this description of Cameroon has a strong bearing
upon the role Cameroon plays and can play in Africa — US
relations especially in the Gulf of Guinea. Within the Central
African Economic and Monetary Union (CEMAC), Cameroon
stands as the ‘natural and legitimate leader [1, p. 5]. As the
only country bordering the other states of the sub-regional
community, Cameroon plays a major role in the political and
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economic affairs of Central Africa in general and the Gulf of
Guinea in particular. Developing relations with Cameroon as a
model and a gateway into that vast region became paradigmatic
to the US. The importance of the Gulf of Guinea and its opening
to the large Atlantic Ocean, as we will see, particularly explains
this new posture. The riches of the Gulf of Guinea in terms of
natural resources and strategic position makes the area one of
the busiest and most coveted in the world, such that building
strategic alliances and securing it has several pay—offs, the
main reason for US interest in Cameroon.

Literature review. Many Authors have wrote about the Gulf
of Guinea and the US interest in the region. For example, the
scholar A. Awoumou, C.D.G., in his book, discussed the energy
security interest of the US in the region and the importance of
the region to China, Britain, France and other countries [1].
Also, Dr D. Fikreyesus in his book, he explained that the US
foreign policy towards Africa is shaped by the energy resources
in the continent. He explained that the US favors countries with
huge amount of energy resources more than those with limited
amount of energy resources [8]. Equally, the Center of Energy
Economics in one of its publications; «The Case Study of the
Chad—Cameroon Pipeline Project» analyzes the economic,
political and social importance of the Chad—Cameroon pipeline
to Cameroon, the Gulf of Guinea and the US [4]. In addition
to the above, the Congress Report June 14, 2012 Document
was also very helpful in understanding the US foreign policy
towards the Gulf of Guinea as the document explained some
of the main US national interests in the Gulf of Guinea and the
Central African region [5].

The purpose of the research. The main objective of the
article is to critically analyze the place of Cameroon in the US
foreign policy towards the Gulf of Guinea.

The main material. In its political history, the Gulf of
Guinea has been a playground for various interests. This
mineral-rich sub—region of Africa doubles as a potential huge
market by reason of its population. The active, economic,
diplomatic and military competition amongst the great powers
(the United States, Europe, China, Japan, India, Russia, etc.)
centers not only on securing access to the region’s natural
resources but also its bourgeoning expansive market. Put in
context, the strategic importance of the Gulf of Guinea is
particularly due to the global dynamics. Intensifying global
competition for increasingly scarce energy resources is
thrusting previously marginalized nations in the area into geo—
strategic prominence. As demands grow in both developed and
emerging economies, escalating instability in the traditional
oil and gas supplier nations (for example, the Middle East,
Venezuela and Russia) is causing consumer nations to search
for new, more reliable sources of energy. The role of the
United States in the Gulf of Guinea is increasing. Since the
end of the Cold War and particularly after the tragic events
of September 11, 2001, there has been a resurgence of the US
strategic interest in the sub—region. This trend is driven by oil
imports, investments and military cooperation.

The United States oil diplomacy in the Gulf of Guinea was
ushered in by the visit of former US Secretary of State, Colin
Powell, to Angola and Gabon in September 2002 [2]. Not long
after C. Powell’s visit, President Bush met with leaders of oil
producing countries in the region [2]. These moves coincided
with expert projections of an increase in global energy reserves,
especially from deep water explorations in the Gulf of Guinea.
The Gulf of Guinea region provided 25% of US oil imports in
2015 The indication is that the Gulf of Guinea will provide 40%
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
