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UKRAINIAN GEOSTRATEGIC PERSPECTIVES
FROM THE STANDPOINT OF UKRAINIAN
GEOPOLITICAL THOUGHT

The dismantlement of the old international system by Russia necessitates search
Jor the strategic prospects of Ukraine, most importantly those that will let Ukraine
develop without the need to pay attention to situational factors worldwide. One of the
most advanced concepts of Ukrainian development is geopolitical one, developed by
scientists such as S. Rudnytsky and Y. Lypa, which is used as the basic methodology
of analysis in this article.
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The article is an analysis of contemporary Ukrainian geostrategic outlook,
positive and negative aspects of Ukrainian geographical location, as well as an
overview of some foreign concepts which include Ukraine as parts of them, namely
the strategy of containment of Russia and the Baltic—Black Sea Union. Particular
attention is paid to the natural movement of Ukrainians South and East to the Black
Sea as a crucial factor in the development of Ukraine. Ukrainian geopolitical concept
is relevant and feasible to implement. From its point of view the imperative direction
for development of Ukraine is gaining access to the area between the Don, the Volga,
the Caspian Sea, the Caucasus and the Black Sea which Y. Lypa called «The Caspian
Gatey.

The 20 century has been a century of great turmoil
within the region of Eastern Europe and for Ukraine itself.
Perhaps one of the most important events that took place
completely unexpectedly for the outsiders without much
knowledge in local affairs, was the emergence of modern
Ukrainian nation and modern Ukrainian state. Yet the
position of Ukraine in the world order that emerged after the
Paris Peace Conference of 1919 was extremely dangerous,
thus Ukraine quickly lost its independence and despite
several attempts to restore it, only managed to succeed in
1991 after the collapse of USSR.

Lack of prolonged statehood experience and inherent
disadvantage of being stuck between several powerful
actors within the contemporary international relations
system severely hindered the coherent development of
Ukraine’s global positioning in general and foreign policy
in particular. The most obvious way of reassessing the
country was moving away from Russian sphere of influence
to the West, but the West, most importantly United States
and European Union, had little understanding of Ukraine
and the region it is located in, therefore even putting aside
difficulties in reforming the rigid Post-Soviet state system
with extreme resistance from inside of it, Western countries
had little actual interest in Ukraine. The most prominent
example of that would be American policy towards Ukraine,
notorious for its utilitarian and instrumental approach
and sudden leanings to different extremes. US interest
in Ukraine as a counterbalance to Russia was quickly
dropped after 09/11/2001 terrorist attacks, deeming Russia
a valuable asset in War on Terror. Then it raised again
during Yushchenko’s presidency, only to be completely
dropped after Barack Obama’s administration promised
a more reserved US foreign policy. European Union was
not particularly interested in Ukraine either, opting for
developing stronger relationship with Russia instead. This
policy manifested itself perhaps most evidently during
NATO summit in Bucharest in 2008 when Germany and
France blocked Membership Action Plan for Ukraine and
Georgia, and later that year Russia when waged a war
against Georgia.

Nonetheless, after Russian aggression against Ukraine
the world has already changed permanently, and those
changes actually bring a decent opportunity for Ukraine
to reassess its international position and therefore develop
a more stable and thorough foreign policy and a general
perception of its place in the world. Calls for that are
already made within scientific community [1; 2]. We deem
it necessary to utilize geostrategic approach as one of the
ways of such reassessment.

Geopolitics and geostrategy are not very popular in
Ukraine currently, often due to the simple fact that more
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
