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Plane crashes of the «Boeings» 1983 and 2014: Russian
propaganda analogy

The crashes of «Boeing» 747 South Korean companies in 1983 and MN17
Malaysia Airlines in 2014 has been analyzed. The aim of the work — the comparison
of Russian propaganda in both cases. The research was conducted by the method
of comparative analysis and historicism, it allows in the light of events in 1983 to
evaluate the propaganda manipulation of Russian Federation spin doctors in the
events with crash of «Boeing» in the territory of the Eastern Ukraine in 2014. On the
basis of these findings it is determined that unexpected information about the downed
aircraft prompted the Kremlin to fast, sometimes disorganized actions, mislead the
international community. Tracked analogy suggests that Russia, like the Soviet Union
before, do not hesitate to use harsh and sometimes aggressive methods to cover
mistakes of its military in the political arena. This occurs through the dissemination
of official Moscow to bargain information for the sole purpose — to disguise the crime
and make the international community believe in the right to the Kremlin line.

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The inclusion of new territories in the Ottoman Empire
and the formation of its administrative structure
in the XIVth — XVIth centuries

The purpose of article is to describe the process of joining of new territories and
the formation of the administrative map of the Ottoman Empire — from the formation
of the first beylerbeylik Rumelia in the XIVth century until the end of the XVIth century.
The author shows in what historical conditions the provinces were created and gives
their brief characteristic: date of establishment, elements, rulers. It is concluded that
the Ottoman Empire experienced a considerable expansion of its territory by active
conqueror foreign policy of the Ottoman sultans. At the end of the XVIth century it had
most of the Mediterranean, North Africa, the Balkans, the Arab Middle East, the Black
Sea coast, and had access to the Atlantic and Indian oceans.
