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Value of religious and pilgrimage tourism
in the newest foreign studies

The current state of the study of the problem of the ratio of religious and
pilgrimage tourism in foreign studies is analyzed. Recently, there has been growing
interest in the study of religious travel, mainly because of the economic potential of
religious tourism. Analyzed literature shows that at present religious tourism is one
of the most scientifically studied and justified among other types of tourism. However,
many new problems appeared for the researchers, in particular, discussions continue
around the terminology of pilgrimage and religious tourism, the role of moral and
material factors in them. Foreign researchers demonstrate a wide range of approaches
to religious and pilgrimage tourism, which differ in the definition of pilgrimage and
religious travel, spiritual and religious, and also motivating tourists. In general,
there is a gradual fading of the borderers between religious tourism and pilgrimage,
towards a clearer identification of pilgrim tourism as an independent type of tourism.
