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Transformations of Ukraine’s left parties at the beginning
of the 21st century: materialistic analysis

At the beginning of the 21st century, the Ukrainian economy emerged from the
«free fally of the 1990s. At the same time, political life shook the scandalous actions
of the authorities and mass protests organized by the opposition. Many Western and
domestic researchers analyzed the socio—economic and socio—political trajectory
of the development of modern Ukraine, especially successful conceptual schemes
and methodological tools have been proposed by neo-Marxists and institutionalists.
The trend of political life of Ukraine in the 1920's was a sharp decline in electoral
popularity and, consequently, representation in the power bodies of the left-wing
political forces, which can only partly be explained by economic factors. To
understand the reformatting of Ukrainian politics in the new century, we need to
include the concept of «agent» and «class» in our analysis. Those social groups that
arose as a result of market transformations entered Ukrainian politics in the late
1990s — early 2000s and gradually pushed the «old left» into secondary positions,
and eventually pushed them out. The Ukrainian case confirms the theoretical
assumptions about the growth of the role of structural and suprastructural factors
in the life (post) of industrial societies.
