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Ukraine in the current trends of geopolitical concepts

The role and place of Ukraine in current trends of geopolitical concepts are
analyzed. The trends and priorities for Ukraine in the context of global theories
(globalization, globularism, world—system approach, the modern Anglo—American
geopolitical school, the concept of «soft» and «intelligent» force), modern forms
of Atlanticism and mondialism, and the polar Eurasian direction are determined.

Based on the analysis carried out, the assumption is that today Ukraine is one of

the geopolitical centers, which due to its some of internal factors, has an influence
on the placement of diplomatic accents among the leading political actors in the
international arena. Consequently, a conditional geopolitical model is proposed
based on the characteristics of existing ones and takes into account the internal

potential, needs and interests of Ukraine. Based on geopolitical assessments of

Ukraine, within the framework of modern concepts, the prevailing conclusions,
which characterize the place of our state in the international arena, are determined.

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Historical consciousness in the dimensions of the Ukrainian
national existence of the XVII-XVIII centuries

The notion that characterizes the process of self-awareness by the society of its
essence and provides the opportunity to reproduce and reconstruct human activity in
time through meaningful reflection, is historical consciousness.

Under the historical consciousness is understood as inherent in society as
a whole and the individual, a set of knowledge, ideas, ideas, views about his past
and the past of mankind. In the historical consciousness of individuals, groups,
communities, peoples, nations, ideas about their origins, important events of their
history, the relation between national history and the history of other communities
and humanity as a whole are formed and fixed. Historical consciousness also includes
an assessment of the past in all its diversity by social, ethno—social groups of people.

Because of the formation of historical consciousness, the individual realizes
his belonging to a certain community of people. Each human community has a
complex of historical ideas about its origin, about the important events of the past,
about prominent people in history. This historical tradition expresses belonging to
the spiritual life of every people, is a way of expressing one's self.
