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Technocratic consciousness: the origins and prospects of research

The purpose of this research is to determine the origins and perspectives of
the research of technocratic consciousness. The authors propose the analytic of
the most cognitive guideline of technocratic consciousness and study its ontology.
The article demonstrates the logic expediency of the technocratic consciousness
study from the discovery of its essence and structure to its socio—philosophical
dimensions, to the definition of its power intentions in ideology, politics, etc. The
danger of the technocratic consciousness dominance is revealed, the threat of a
subject being in an artificial technical world is shown. It is proved that science and
technocratic consciousness lead to a reduction of democracy in modern societies,
which is often replaced by expert opinions or decisions of the managerial staff. The
importance of counteracting technocratic political consciousness and ideology with
the help of democratic mechanisms that can create entities and that shape and rely
on public opinion is shown.

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Anthropological process of metaphorization as an element
of the thinking process

In this article the process of metaphorization is considered as an integral part of
thinking process in consciousness and the unconscious of human being. The methods
of animal communication in comparison with human's methods are analyzed, as
well as the concept of signal in humans and animals, the common features in the
processes of abstraction and metaphorization, the role of consciousness and the
unconscious when creating a metaphor, and the peculiarities of the creative process
and the place of metaphor in it.
