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Grigory Skovoroda and the ideas of freedom and civilian
humanism in the Ukrainian philosophy of the 19th — the first third
of the XX century: some aspects of the problem

The article argues that the civil qualities, civic position, consciousness of the
citizen's personality are the determinative factors of the progressive development
of society, the interaction of man and state—political structures, synthesizing the
historical, spiritual and cultural, national-mental experience. The personality
of a citizen is established in conditions of freedom, demonstrating the features of
responsibility and public trust, but at the same time, and shaping and deepening
these conditions by the content, intensity of development of their interests and
needs in all social spheres. A citizen is a free, independent, responsible person,
established in its sovereignty by internal self-affirmation development, enriched
with national and cultural achievements of world perception and world outlook;
its implementation of life is incompatible with manifestations of social inequality,
deformations of the internal integrity of a person, by its nature, designed
independently to make life choices and lay their own own way of life. However, the
key ideas of philosophic anthropology G. Skovoroda also demonstrate the possibility
of establishing lifebuoyly determined on the basis of self-knowledge, and, therefore,
a free manifestation of the needs and tasks of the life-realization of man and the
formation and development of society. Indeed, from the internal qualities of human
personality, which were consistently covered by G. Skovoroda, in particular, the
importance for the true person of the awareness of the necessity of freedom as a
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determining factor in the manifestations of the personality of a citizen, depends on
the nature, direction of socio—cultural development. These provisions are based on
the new historical conditions of the XIX — early XX centuries. were persuaded by
representatives of the Ukrainian philosophical thought, with the inspirational ideas
of Skovorodin's cordocentrism. But, consequently, the constitution in the status of
the objectively significant value of the individual mode of human existence as self—
actualization of the individual is also actualized in the conditions of modernity. The

fate of a modern person is the fate of the individual's freedom of the citizen, and its

direction is justified by the perceived and redefined historical and philosophical
experience.

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Existential motives of solitude in the philosophical prose
by Mykhailo Kotsiubynskyi

The nineteenth century is a period when philosophy and literature are closely
linked with each other in terms of common senses, ideas and creative motives. It is the
19th century that specifies the phenomenon of a literary work, which presents a number
of compulsory philosophical concepts. The category of philosophical conceptsincludes
the prose works of the Ukrainian writer and thinker M. Kotsiubynskyi.

The author draws attention to the existential orientation of the prose by
M. Kotsiubynskyi and using the method of comparative analysis draws parallels
with the ideas that were produced by the Russian and Western philosophies of this
time. A special place in the philosophical search for the Ukrainian thinker occupies
the topic of individual solitude, the problem of abandonment of the individual and
attempts to understand this phenomenon from different worldview positions.

It is important that M. Kotsiubynskyi prefers positive perceptions of solitudeas
a condition in which a man can understand oneself and ones own motivation
through self-absorption.
