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Performance as a reflexive act of self—presentation

The article deals with the analysis of performance as a social phenomenon.
The author elaborates the main social-philosophical approaches to the definition
of performance represented by works of E. Fischer—Lichte, S. Frith, E. Goffiman,
R. Schechner and J. C. Alexander. Special focus is on such constitutive
characteristics of the examined phenomenon as reflexivity, openness, creativity and
self-presentation of the performance participants, which are not considered by the
above mentioned authors. Reflexivity is perceived as a criticalness of the performers
and performance itself towards a social reality, openness — as anonidenticalness
to the script, creativity — as a transformative potential of performance, and
self-presentation — as a process of collective creation and self-expression in the
performative action. Based on the analysis of these characteristics, the author
draws a conclusion about the communicative potential of performance, which is
revealed in two dimensions: performance as a narrative and performance as a space
of verbal and nonverbal communication.
