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Hermeneutic socio-humanitarian intension of philosophical
knowledge of V. Dilthey and modern philosophy of history

This article is devoted to the analysis of the formation of hermeneutic social and
humanitarian intentions of philosophical knowledge in the writings of V. Delthey. The
influence of this intention on the development of social-humanitarian concepts of
modern philosophy of history is researched. The influence of social and human horizons
of the philosophical creativity of the German thinker on the cognitive dynamics of the
Jformation of the hermeneutic intention and its cognitive significance for the development
of humanitarian aspects of philosophical sciences is analyzed. The directions and
perspectives of methodological action of anthropological aspects of theoretical
approaches created in the space of philosophy concepts of V. Dilthey, on the sciences of
the social-humanitarian sphere are shown. The directions of intellectual action of human—
minded aspects of philosophic intelligence of the German philosopher on the development
of methodological approaches in the processes of understanding of past epochs are
considered. The ways of application of theoretical achievements of the hermeneutic social
and humanitarian intention of philosophical knowledge of V. Dilthey for the realization of
cognitive possibilities of the modern philosophy of history are singularly.

The article is dedicated to analysis and comparing of the views of
D. Mendeleyev, K. Timiryazev, S. Podolinsky, V. Vernadsky — outstanding scientists
and thinkers of the second half of the XIX"— early XX" centuries, who at about
the same time supplementing and developing ideas of colleagues, tried to give
answers to questions about the place and role of energy in the historical process.
In this context, the creative legacy of the philosopher and dissident of the second
half of the 20" century N. Rudenko is represented by the author as a milestone in
the development of the energy approach to the history of human civilization. The
prospects of turning to energy as a universal timeless and non-spatial indicator of
the development of human civilization are justified. Particular attention ispaid to
the views of the above—mentioned scientists on the energy dimension of agriculture,
labor, money, the problem of autotrophic humanity.
