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determined the main trajectories of the ideological and organizational development
of the CPSU. the liberalization of the USSR political regime during N. Khrushchev's
rule restricted the undivided authority of the party leader and strengthened the
influence of the party apparatus, determining thus the formation of the intra—
party regime of authoritarian—bureaucratic centralism. Its final establishment
happened during L. Brezhnev's rule when the power of the party nomenklatura has
been consolidated. The liberalization and democratization of the USSR political
regime during M. Gorbachev's rule caused the maximum expansion of intra—party
democracy inside the CPSU than ever before, the fall of the party nomenklatura’s
power and the establishment of the intra—party regime of democratic centralism.
