Mithridates’ relationship
with family members, friends, counselors, and soldiers are not represented in
sources and historiography as detailed as wars with Rome. The article gives
information from narrative ancient to Renaissance’s sources, visual sources
which highlight the facts about the history of Mithridates’reign and contacts
with his inner circle and family members. The methodological basis amounted
approaches of comparison, analysis, synthesis. The author identified
advantages and disadvantages of the all sources. There are conclusions of
obligatory comparison the information obtained from sources interpretation.
