Messianism is a characteristic feature of the historiosophical reflection
of the Russian Federation, and the anti-messianic discourse often prevails
over the messianic one. Due to the development of statehood, the authority
and influence of the Russian Orthodox Church are increasing, patriotic groups
claim to revive Russia, the struggle between Russia and America for Europe
and a new Cold War for the Arctic are actualized, nuclear potential of Russia
becomes an essential factor of the PR resource.The religious point of view of
the modern Russians is largely due to the post—bipolar vision: the rethinking
of the geopolitical place in the world, the transition from the II world to
the III or even 1V one, religious and historical politics, the sacralization
and nationalization of the past. Our task is to highlight the specifics of the
conflictogenic potential of Russian messianism, research methods: concrete
historical analysis and interdisciplinary synthesis.
