In the first half of the st millennium AD the contacts of the population
of the forest—steppe zone of Ukraine with the provincial-Roman world were
intensified. They were associated with the formation of the province of Dacia,
whose borders reached the Carpathian Mountains, with the wars on limes,
which involved numerous barbaric tribes, with trade and exchange relations,
and others like that. The establishment of such relationships was due to
bilateral interests: on the one hand, the Roman administration was interested
in political and economic stability in the near—limes territories, and on the
other hand, good—neighborly relations and trade relations with Rome were
beneficial to various strata of the barbaric society, primarily the nobility.
The evidence of such contacts was Roman imports, which in large numbers
were coming to the land of modern Ukraine in the form of coins, ornaments,
amphora containers, prestigious red—lacquer, metal and glass utensils,
household items, etc. The Gunn invasion destroyed the existing system of
trade relations and the political balance of power which caused the ultimate
collapse of the Roman Empire.
