The purpose of the study is to reveal the essence of the cult of
the maternal deity of the early cultures of the peoples of Central Asia.
Historical-chronological and linguistic methods are used in conjunction
with the principles of complexity and objectivity, iconographic analysis of
the semantics of worship was conducted. Scientific novelty is marked by the
theme of the combination of maternity in nature and society. Conclusions
the study suggests that the basis of the cult of the maternal deity in Central
Asia was the need of society to provide community nutrition, maintenance of
abundance and fertility of crops. Taken together, their semantics is presented
as a religious—mythological concept of serving the moisture necessary for
people’s lives. The tradition of honoring the maternal deity in the form of
providing the vital moisture that promotes fertility and nutrition abundance
has been traced since the Neolithic and Bronze Age, and in later mythologues
and religions that have changed each other, at various stages of historical
processes. Honoring the image of maternal deities did not stop, but only
acquired new features, adapting to new religions. The cult of intercession of
waters and channels was quite developed and stable. Even the very existence
of such a phenomenon as a sacred patronage that connected water and canals
with the supernatural forces, speaks of the great significance that the religious
element of the minds of the water was given to.
