In the article, based on written and archaeological data, the close
cultural connection between the nomadic Iranian—speaking nomads of the
Northern Black Sea region and the autochthonous agricultural population of
the Dnipro right bank in the Cimmerian era is substantiated. The religious
aspect of the interaction of two ethnic groups (Cimmerians and Proto—Slavs)
is also highlighted, and it is substantiated by its importance for the further
development of culture in the region. The attention was not drawn to the fact
that the intercultural link between the forest—steppe and steppe populations
influenced the consolidation of the inhabitants of the Northern Black Sea in
the Scythian period.
