Among sources of Nicholas of Cusa's philosophy a particular place
belongs to the mysterious author of Corpus Areopagiticum. As far as it is
known today, the great philosophical synthesis of Cusanus could hardly
become possible without this great predecessor. The purpose of the present
study is to demonstrate, utilising the method of comparative analysis, how the
central points of Nicholas of Cusa’s philosophy are impacted and backed by
the main ideas of Corpus Areopagiticum: the doctrine of learned ignorance,
coincidence of opposites, individuation, etc. The study reveals, however,
that in spite of the great impact of Corpus Areopagiticum on the thought of
Cusanus, the conception of the later can hardly be denied originality. The
author demonstrates how Nicholas of Cusa reinterprets the ideas borrowed
from the Corpus Areopagiticum, and transforms them in order to make them
fit to the purpose of his own design to create a new philosophical conception
which, in its own turn, will give rise to new ways and discoveries in philosophy
and science.
