FEATURES, LOGIC AND PARAMETERS OF OPERATIONALIZATION OF PRESIDENT -
PARLIAMENTARY SEMI-PRESIDENTIALISM IN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES

In contemporary Pdlitical Science, semi-presidential sysem of government is usually under stood as a structure
of inter-ingtitutional reationswhich amultaneoudy providesa popularly eected for afixed term president and a prime
minigter/cabinet collectively responsible to a parlament. Neverthdess different attributes and indicators of semi-
presidentialiam allow arguing that the analyzed system of government is very diver se and heter ogeneous. I ngtitutional
and procedural factors of a typology of semi-presdentialian, which mostly revolve around the issues of gover nment
formation and respongbility and the possibilities of dissolving legidatures, are akey explanation in thiscontext. Thisis
duetothefact that “ adequate” definition of semi-presdentialism should avoid theoretical and methodological problems
of insecurity and endogeneity and also serve as a bads for identification of various types of the analyzed sysem of
government. In this context, the formal ingitutional and procedural typology of semi-presidentialism, in particular
based on consderation of peculiarities of appointment and dismissal of prime minigers patterns of governments
responghbility and capabilities of legidatures dissolution, is primary and dassc. Asaresult, sientigsisolate presdent-
parliamentarism (presdent-parliamentary sysem, president-parliamentary semi-presdentialisn) and premier-
presidentialism (premier-presdential sysem, premier -presdential ssmi-presidentialism). In thiscontext, the problem of
analyzing different features logic and parameters of operationalization of semi-presdential sysem of government,
egpecialy in Europe, isquitereevant, because empirically it is not widespread and theoretically it isextremely difficult.
Therefore, the outlined option of semi-presdential sygem of gover nment congtitutesa subject of the present sudy.
