The article examines the basic theoretical background of the term "international competitiveness™
as one of the most important concepts in the characteristics of national economic system during
nowadays globalization conditions. Analysis of individual scientific paradigms and theoretical
concepts allowed the author to distinguish the main causes and effects in formation of a national
competitiveness: the factor of success in the context ofinternational competitiveness and features
of a country in purchasing sustainable competitiveness in the modern system of international
economic relations. Theoretical developments of various economic theory schools allow to analyze
factors’ impact in the national economy'’s international competitiveness and to identify the most
influential and system-forming factors in this concept.
