HALYCH AFTER HALYCH: PONYZZYA (RUSO-VLAKHIYA) IN THE XII-XIV th CENTURIES
AND FORMATION OF MOLDAVIAN PRINCIPALITY

Attention is paid to the unacceptable phenomenon in modern historiography of close institu-
tional, cultural and religious connectedness of lands of the Carpathian-Dniester interfluve and the
Lower Danube (Ruso-Vlakhiyi) with Galician (Galicia-Volyn) principality in the XII-XIV centuries.
Evidence of this connection provides chirotonia in Halych at the end of 1380’s of the first Moldavian
rulers, subjection of the department in Asprokastron-Bilgorod to Uspenska Kryloska department is
likely to happen between 1303 and 1328, and several other examples of institutional dependence of
the local Orthodox Church from Galician eparchy (metropoly). It is shown that Galician Church had
to compete with the spiritual influences of Constantinople Patriarchate and Bakivska and Kuman-
ska Latin dioceses on the territory of the future Moldavian state. Ruso-Vlakhiya general viceroyalty
is described as a multi-ethnic administrative structure with a majority of Slavic population in the
middle of the XIII century and that during the second half of the XIV century it is turned into the
“two-faced” Christian community, the basis of which are ethnic groups of Eastern Slavs and Volokhs.

The article reviews the history of the coronation of prince Daniel Romanovich and Church Uni-
on in 1253. These events took place against the background of the negotiations on the union of Eastern
and Western churches, which led the emperor of Nicaea John 111 Vatats and Pope Innocent IV. Am-
bassador Pope Abbot Opiza of Mezan came to Russia to conclude a union of church and coronation
Daniel simultaneously with sending of Nicea in Rome Embassy of the emperor, headed by Metropoli-
tan George of Kizik and Andronicus of Sardy for the conclusion of the union of Eastern and Western
churches. Delay the coronation ceremony of Daniel Romanovich has been associated with waiting for
news from Nicaea to finalizing terms of the union. There is no reason to believe that the coronation
of Daniel and the Church Union with Rome meant a complete break in relations with the Byzantine
(Nicaea), Empire and the reorientation of foreign policy of Galicia-Volhynia Russia to the West.
