The requirements for topics, the structure and the design of articles
offered for publication in the collection
"CRIMINALISTICS AND FORENSICS"

Interdepartmental scientific-practical collection "Criminalistics and Foren-
sics" is a domestic scientific, juridical, information publication, included in the list
of scientific professional publications of Ukraine, published once a year, printed in
three languages: Ukrainian, Russian and English, distributed on the territory of
Ukraine and beyond. The publication is intended for forensic experts, investiga-
tors, judges, teachers and students of law and medical schools.

The subjects, the structure and design of articles in the collection must meet
the requirements of normative documents of the Ministry of Education and Science
of Ukraine and the relevant standards.

General requirements

Articles sent to the editorial board of the collection, must meet the profile es-
tablished in the following sections:

- Theoretical questions of criminal procedure, criminalistics and forensic examina-
tion;

- Tactics and methods of crime investigation, forensic technology;

- Forensic examination: developments in the field of expert research, technology,
techniques and methods of forensic examination;

- Use of the results of scientific research and practical data in conducting forensic
examinations;

- An overview of international practices in the field of forensics.

The collection may include other sections, under the decision of the editorial
board.

The Editorial Board takes into consideration the articles having novelty and
including the following elements: a problem in general and its relationship to the
scientific and practical tasks; analysis of research and publications in the field of the
problem; formation of the purposes of the article (formulation of the task); presenta-
tion of basic research material with substantiation of scientific results; conclusions
and prospects for further development and improvement of the provisions of crimi-
nal procedure, criminalistics, forensics and operational-search activity.
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Authors are responsible for the selection and the accuracy of the above facts,
figures, quotations, legal data, names and any other information that can not be
published in public media; for giving the editors the material previously published
in other editions or have already taken for publication. Authors of articles must
guarantee absence in them of unquoted borrowings from the Internet and other
sources.

All materials that do not meet these requirements will not be considered by
the editorial board. Provided materials are not returned.

Articles must be accompanied with reviews and extracts from the meeting
protocols of the academic councils, departments, laboratories, etc. with recommen-
dation for publication.

The Editorial Board performs an external peer review of articles considered
for publication, and reserves the right to select materials for the collection without
written explanation of the reasons for rejection. Articles of Ph. D are not reviewed.

Editorial Board reserves the right to make editorial corrections without par-
ticipation of the authors, if these changes do not alter the essence of the material.

In one issue of the collection may be published no more than two articles of
the same author, the first — as author’s, the second — as co authored, or the two arti-
cles - as co authored.

The collection can contain materials from the point of view of the author,
which is not shared by members of the editorial board.

The structure and the rules for design of articles

When preparing materials for publication in the collection, the authors must
adhere to the following requirements:

1. The texts of articles in Ukrainian or Russian languages should be ac-
companied with annotations and summaries in Russian, Ukrainian and
English languages, documented in a Microsoft Word text editor (2003-
2007).

2. Articles should be sent in 2 copies in the original language, together
with electronic copies and additional spreadsheet file in Word format (if
available), printed on a sheet of A4, font - Times New Roman, with mar-
gins: the upper and lower edge of the sheet - 20 mm, from the right edge
of the sheet - 10 mm, left - 30 mm, size 12-14, line spacing 1.5, Para-
graph indent- 1.25.

3. The article begins with the UDC (Universal Decimal Classification In-
dex), which is located in the left corner of the sheet.

The next lines, in the middle of the sheet shall include the following in-
formation: initials, surname, academic degree, academic title of the au-
thor (s), position and place of work, with single line spacing, font Times
New Roman, bold, size 14. The name of the organization is located in a
new line, font Times new Roman, size 14, aligned to the center line.
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4. Further, in the middle, specify the title of the article, which is located
at 1 line below the name of the organization, uppercase font Times New
Roman, bold, 14 pt, single-spaced and centered.

5. The annotation — a brief description of the content of an article (5-7
lines) should be located under the title of the article. After the annotation,
a text of the article follows, after which the summary is placed - a state-
ment about the essence of the article with the conclusions - in Russian (if
the article is written in Ukrainian language), or in Ukrainian (if the article
is written in Russian) and English, the amount 250-300 words.
Annotation and summary are typed in Times New Roman, size 12, italic,
single spaced. Article title and annotation are written in the language of
the article.

The same type size and spacing is used in the design of tables and cap-
tions under the pictures. The use of other fonts is not allowed.

6. Footnotes in the text should be numbered consecutively and executed
using a graphical editor Microsoft Word menu "Insert" => "Link" =>
"Footnote".

7. Mathematical formulas are typed in the text only with Microsoft Equa-
tion Editor for mathematical formulas (Microsoft Word). Greek letters in
the text should be standard Symbol font characters. The use for this pur-
pose of Microsoft Equation objects is not allowed. Formula aligned to the
center line, should not exceed 5/6 of its width.

8. Flow charts are made using Microsoft Graph Diagram editor (Mi-
crosoft Word). Charts and graphs are carried out only with the help of
Microsoft Excel. At the same time, it is necessary to add a corresponding
Microsoft Excel file to the file containing the text of the article with addi-
tional diagram (chart).

9. Raster illustrations (scanned drawings, photographs, etc.) that are pre-
sented in the text of the articles should be provided separately in PDF
format or on a separate sheet; if the article contains illustrations, they
must be placed in the text, aligning captions in width, with indentation
1.25 cm.

10. In the case if tables are used, they must be placed in the text, and their
width must be 1 cm. less than the width of the line. Above the table there
should be indicated its sequence number (Table 1) with right alignment,
and then the name of the table with center alignment.

11. The objects defined in Clauses 6-8 should be placed in articles with-
out text wrapping. Do not insert objects placed in a separate box or over
the text.

12. When making illustrative material, authors of the articles should take
into consideration that they may be made in black and white and in color,
A5 format.
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13. It is not desirable to use an underscore in the text of articles, you
should use italics or allocate part of the text with long dashes (-), use a
hyphen (-) and only typographical quotation marks ("...").

14. At the end of the article there should be typed "List of References" in
one interval from the last line, Times New Roman font, single-spaced and
aligned in width.

After the list of literature, single-spaced there should be placed summary
of the article in two languages: Russian (if the text of the article is written
in Ukrainian), in Ukrainian (if the text of the article is written in Russian)
and English. Use for summary font Times New Roman, size - 12, single-
spaced in italics.

15. All pages are not numbered. The words in the article are separated by
a single whitespace. It is unacceptable to format text and pictures (place-
ment at the center, creating indents) by multiple whitespaces.

16. After the point, comma, and other punctuation always put a
whitespace, including after and between initials, after and between con-
tractions in the bibliography. Space is also always placed between the
number and symbol, for example: 5 cm.

17. If you use special symbols in the text (X, +, +, X, <, = etc.), you must
use the font Times New Roman: «Insert" => "Symbol" or "Insert" =>
"Special characters "

18. The bibliographic description of publications should be presented as
general list at the end of the article, compiled with the standards JCTY
8302: 2015 "Bibliographic Reference. General provisions and rules of
drafting”, ICTY T'OCT 7.1: 2006 "Bibliographic records. Bibliographic
description: General provisions and rules of drafting" and JICTY 3582-97
"Abbreviations and contractions in the Ukrainian language in
bibliographic description: General requirements and rules."

19. When referring to a particular document or quoting it in the text of
scientific work, there should be given in square brackets the number
corresponding to the number in the "List of References" or the number
and pages, for example, [12], [27] or [12, p. 5-6], [27, p. 61].

References to unpublished works are not allowed.
