Contemporary publicistic speech is a prospective nucleus of language innovations which
mostly appear in the expressive syntactical constructions. That is the reason why watching
structural and semantic changes within the construction seems to be urgent.

The aim of our study is to define the specific nature of nominative theme functioning in a
publicistic text.

Constructions of absolutely different semantic-syntactical nature are regarded today as
segmental constructions. The segmentation theory was developed by a famous French linguist
Charles Bally, who investigated the opposition ‘theme — cause — theme’, that is peculiarities of
splitting expression into two parts. Not regarding such segments as sentences or parts of
sentences, O. Peshkovsky classifies them as isolated words-nouns, nominating a personality or a
subject and provoking in the mind of a reader (listener) certain ideas, connected with them.
Great attention to the study of nominative nature was paid by O. Popov, but he treated this
concept wider and introduced the term ‘nominating themes’. In contemporary Ukrainian syntax
A Zagnitko distinguishes nominative theme and nominative idea, pointing out that the first is
characterized by weak expressive meaning, concentrating attention on the introducing the
notion. Nominating idea, he thinks, includes the whole range of expressiveness, revealed by the
following context. L. Mayorova describes the difference between nominative theme and
nominative idea, pointing out that in the constructions with nominative idea theexpressive
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function has characteristics of philosophic reflection, recollection, exclamation shade. In the
constructions with nominative theme the expressive function serves as the function of the
heading, the function of certain isolation to emphasize the attention of the addressee.

The peculiarity of realization and functioning of nominative theme in the texts of
newspaper-publicistic style is characterized by the genre the text belongs to, its pragmatism. It
depends on the author’s personality and on the content of the published work. Studying the
texts which contain nominative theme shows structural and positional variety of the
nominating complex, which is able to function both within a sentence and within the complex
syntactical whole. Formally, nominative theme is expressed by: a noun in nominative case;
free combination of words with a noun as the main word; a combination of words with a
cardinal numeral as the main word; syntactical rows of coordinative nature. We consider
reasonable to include the following peripheral components of this paradigm to express
nominative theme: adjectives in the function of a predicate; widespread nominative complexes,
the members of which are used for specification or explanation.

About 95% of the investigated micro texts contain nominative theme in the initial
position and only about 5% - in the final position. It can be explained by the pragmatism of the
isolated unity - nominative idea or general content of the message. Nominative theme in the
initial position has distinct text making nature, as it is the starting element of the complex
syntactical whole. It is intended to give further information not as a long line-structure of a
sentence but via independent sentence syntagma, which are aimed at widening, specification,
explanation of what is included in the isolated unity.

The analysis of the definite construction of the expressive syntax brings us to the
conclusion about its text building potential in the texts of publicistic character. The first
attempt to go deeper into the nature of these phenomena calls for the necessity to describe
structure- semantic changes in terms of text building.
