Tytiuk A.K. Mass literature: poetics and features of functioning.

The article is devoted to the study of mass literature, as the actual phenomenon of
contemporary fiction, its place and role in the modern literary process and its functioning are
analyzed. The problem of the correlation of mass and experimental literature is in the center of
attention. It is emphasized that today it is impossible to distinguish clearly mass and elite literature.
An attempt is being made to consider the mass literature in opposition to the elite, popular and
middle-literature. The author gives an overview of critical works of national and foreign
researchers devoted to the phenomenon of mass literature, which becomes an integral part of the
literary process of the XX—XXI centuries. But being one of the most prominent manifestations of
modern culture, mass literature at the same time remains a theoretically badly comprehended
phenomenon. We can state that today in the western and national scientific literature there is no
single established opinion regarding the aesthetic and cultural definition of the concept of mass
literature.
