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NATIONAL IDENTITY AND CULTURE
OF HISTORICAL MEMORY: LINGUISTIC DIMENSION
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The article deals with the problem of relationship between national identity and language component
of historical memory culture of Ukrainians in the light of Ukrainian literary language history. Additionally, it
considers the correlation between Old Ukrainian literary language and New Ukrainian literary language in the
context of changes in language awareness of Ukrainians throughout centuries. The problem is topical, yet
poorly studied in Ukrainian linguistics, which explains its novelty.

The paper focuses on the reasons that cause a false idea of national identity, specifically in its language
aspect. A failure to differentiate the concepts of “Ukrainian language” and “Ukrainian literary language”, as well
as “Old Ukrainian literary language” and “New Ukrainian literary language”, brought a misconception to a
certain part of readership. In particular, a certain part of pupils and students believe that Ukrainians did not have
their literary language or literature prior to Shevchenko or Kotliarevskyi. The language of authors of the 14™-18®
centuries cannot be estimated in terms of language awareness of a modern Ukrainian-speaking person.

The paper describes the Ukrainian character of archaic elements of Old Ukrainian literary language,
which are perceived by language awareness as the elements of the Russian language rather than the elements
of its national identity in the diachronic dimension. This might give a wrong (usually second-rate) idea of
national identity. However, in reality these elements (6030yx, 36i30a, nobioa, etc.) in the corresponding pho-
netic design continue to coexist in modern Russian literary language which inherited the same bookish basis
on which Slavonic Ukrainian language — one of the varieties of Old Ukrainian language — was developing up
to the end of the 18" century. This variable component of language awareness of Ukrainians changed after the
18™ century, though it should not be neglected by assessing the corresponding lexemes from the standpoint of
modern language awareness as being Russian or surzhyk. In modern Ukrainian literary language, these
lexemes were displaced by synonyms mainly from the folk speech.

The present work emphasizes that Ukrainians tend to misconceive key periods of Ukrainian literary
language and assess archaic lexemes from the viewpoint of language awareness of a modern Ukrainian person
rather than from the viewpoint of reconstructed language awareness of Ukrainians of previous eras — all that
leads to a wrong interpretation of important events of the history of Ukrainian culture and the processes of
national identity in the diachronic dimension. It is expected that the development of the culture of historical
memory and ability to approach linguistic phenomena of the past from the standpoint of contemporary
language awareness will contribute to a better understanding of national identity.

Spreading the knowledge on the history of culture and, in particular, the history of language has to be
one of the objectives of state policy in the realm of Ukrainian language and an important component of the
curriculum.

The author applies methods of description, historical and linguistic analysis, as well as her own me-
thod of reconstruction of language awareness.
