Classification of Animation Activity Types in Tourism

In the article the factors influencing the formation of animation in tourism have been analyzed. It has been of-
fered the author's classification of the types of animation activity in tourism.

Animation as a socio-cultural phenomenon and a kind of activity has become the focus of attention of both
practitioners and scholars. It is explained by the following reasons: the innovative content of animation activity, the
variety of technological skills and approaches, wide opportunities to use and implement animation in various areas of
socio-cultural activity, including tourism.

Since the end of the 20th century, social and cultural situation in the world has changed. The rapid develop-
ment of science and technology decreased physical activity in all sectors, which negatively affected the psychological
and physical, spiritual conditions of the personality. Therefore, the actual task was to strength the animation component
in sociocultural practices that would accelerate recreational and cultural development of the individual.

The objectives of culturalization, socialization, recreation of the individual in the process of animation activity
can only be fulfilled with the development of its theoretical and methodological background. The analysis shows that
various aspects of animation have been studied in different countries since the 1960s. The base for the further research
was created by French scholars who had developed fundamental issues of socio-cultural animation. Such aspect of the
problem as classification of forms and types of animation in tourism has not been resolved yet.

With tourist segment (the number of international tourist arrivals in 2014 was 1,138,000, which is 51 min.
more than in 2013) animators offered a kind of complex recreation model, the essence of which is a combination of
active, cultural and communicative forms of specially organized leisure activities. However, current animation is only
being formed as a separate area of tourism.

The structure of tourism determines the classification of animation within it. To facilitate the research of syn-
ergetic links of tourism and socio-cultural animation, and thus the process of animatization in tourism (introduction of
animation technology in all types of tourism), we propose to synthesize these spheres of leisure activities into the inno-
vative socio-cultural notion — animation in tourism.

Regarding the animation component, we classify types of tourism on the following criteria: motivational fac-
tors of tourism (determined by the needs of tourists); specialization of tourism types; forms of travel organization and
service; purposes of travel. For the purpose of stratification of needs and their impact on the structure of tourism we
offer to consider four main blocks: recreational, cultural-educational, professional-oriented and entertainment-oriented
types of tourism.

The animation’s structure is based on two main types of activities: recreation and tourism. Culturalization of
animation is realized thanked to specially designed programs. These programs are focused both on psycho-emotional
restoration of the individual and improvement of his physical condition. Spiritual and creative recreational animation
allows to transfer human psycho-emotional sphere mode from daily energy expenditure into temporary, but extremely
useful for mental mode, accumulation of positive emotions. Moreover, within animation activity the outlook of a man is
expending, and during the phase of active participation in the animated action physical condition of a tourist is im-
proved.

Various forms of recreation animation are used to create animation and recreation programs. Scientifically
based combination of these forms optimizes recreational processes of recreants. In turn, the form which are similar in
content, genre and functional features create a certain type of recreational animation, such as verbal animation, games
animation, sport animation, show animation, music and song animation, dance animation, complex animation.

Analyzing all the factors that influenced type-forming processes we have offered a generic version of the clas-
sification of animation in tourism with its main types and forms.

Recreation animation includes: medical tourism with special evening cultural and entertainment programs;
health tourism with the full range of cultural, entertainment and sport programs within recreational system; eco-tourism
with eco-educational, cognitive games, communication eco-programs; rural tourism with folk music and songs, dance
programs, evenings, village holidays.
