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Cultural diversity: ethnonational aspect

In recent decades and studies of cultural identification processes there have been a departure from the
interpretation of identity as a predominantly national and ethnic transition and the review of its position in the light of
the Other and the phenomenon of multiple and relative, which has no ethnic priority. This approach correlates with the
rejection of Primordial understanding of ethnicity and nation as inherently decades. With its advantages and being
fruitful heuristic in political science sense, it leads to paradoxical culturological consequences.

The article is a researching of the trends of increasing cultural diversity in a globalized world through the prism
of ethnic identity and national identity.

Object of study is the review the trends increasing cultural diversity in a globalized world in the context of
poststructuralist and socio-constructivist critical consideration and narrative ethnic cultures and their components
(according to works of S. Benhabib & V. Tishkov).

Subject of research is the ethno-national aspect of cultural diversity.

In his famous work "Claims cultures", Salem Benhabib views culture as a complex conglomerate of discourses,
constantly modified over time. So, "cultures are the set of elements of human activity on thinking and representation,
organization and interpretation of reality, which splits into parts, conflicted by their narratives" [2, p. XLXII].

We can agree with this approach in political and sociological sciences, but we absolutely disagree with it in the
cultural sciences. First of all the "conflict narratives and self-identifications" certainly are in modern culture, the most of
them are the result of broader cultural processes, particularly those experiencing cultural sphere under the influence of
globalization.

However, the condition of the possibility of the unification is the deep common value foundation of local
groups or ethnic groups, which have the experience of the unification. The unity of national culture is a result of the
dual process. It forms the influence of unify cultural policy, determined by the communication needs of society and
focused on the formation and consolidation of the nation conscious work of its intellectual elites. The necessity of the
forming of a national unity generates future efforts of the national intellectual elite in the development and
dissemination of national idea as the idea of the existence of the nation. Therefore, national identification, opposed to
ethnic one, demands reflection, which means a conscious choice is cultural, ideological, and value-semantic and
symbolic, and then — political.

Summarizing the above-said information, we have made such conclusions. Contrary to popular
poststructuralist, "social-constructivist" and "narrative" understanding of the culture of ethnic and national component
of the object of cultural studies cannot be ignored, it is defined as fiction and negative merely on the ground that the
same culture transformed under the influence of globalization.
