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Totemic feast as a basis for animal cult

Under condition of persuasion, that totemic feast looked in such way as described by the researches, its sense
and structure may be used for the research of folk ritualism, national culture and art. Proving truth of S. Freud’s hy-
pothesis is a primary objective of the present research.

At the beginning of their existence people lived in horde governed by a father. Sons bent to the father and he
possessed all women. Once sons lined up against the father and killed him. However, feeling of guilt that distinguishes
a human from animal, lead brothers to repentance: no longer did they wish to possess women who belonged to the fa-
ther. The process of substitution instead the father chose an animal that became a totem. In such way appeared two main
taboos of totemism: not to kill a totem and not to have sexual relationship with it. But once a year there was a totemic
feast when the taboo was violated: totem was killed, its meat was eaten, orgy with incestuous intercourse was arranged.
After some time repentance came and the tribe esteemed main taboos the whole year long till the next feast.

One may prove or disprove the hypothesis having compared totemic feast with bear holiday of the people of the North
and the Far East. We will refer to the works by B. Pilsudskyi and B. Vasyliev that saw the world in 1914 and 1948 correspond-
ingly. Murder of the worship animal forms the basis of the modern bear holiday. At the beginning of celebration frivolous inter-
course of the people of different sex are strictly forbidden. However after the murder everything radically changes: adults warmed
up by alcohol, in full surrender to the thoughts about sexual intercourse and actions as to satisfaction of sexual needs. Animal
crop seemed via sexual congress to which was dedicated ceremony of the bear holiday — feint and imitation of sexual actions. It
makes possible to connect the mentioned ceremonies not only with totemic faiths but also with magic. Proceeding from the men-
tioned facts, one can state that orgy as element of totemic feast was not a goal in itself; humans’ sexual congress had by all means
to facilitate coitus of zoomorphic divinities necessary for multiplication of animals. The mentioned nations are on the lowest lev-
els of human development, when the need in amusement is extremely strong. Therefore, one can explain events that are special
relict of the ancient ceremonies and that are called for provision of preservation and multiplication of animals. They are expressed
in particular ritual attitude to genital organs of bear, in the use of specially made wooden phalluses while dancing, in performance
of stages of erotic character, as well as songs and dances of shameless content.

Change before and after murder is confirmed by symbols of the feast. In the night before murder of the bear,
empty sheathes hung near the belt of each woman: use of knives was prohibited. But in the morning men brought sabers
and quivers to the ground where the bear was murdered. Saber or knife were considered to be personification of penis,
sheath — vagina, and inclusion of arms to sheathes — a symbol of sexual intercourse. One cannot object that symbols of
nations at the primitive level of development is expressed more considerably and has remarkable practical importance.

The interrelation between totemic religion and exogamy appeared when men began searching brides for them
among representatives of stranger families which belonged to other totems. The result was the invention of the new ta-
boo for totemism. It meant not to have intercourse with totem. Under totem each man understood all women and girls of
his tribe, and this prohibition, maybe a little transformed, exists among nations who honor beast cult. Bear is considered
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to be a mother’s younger brother, and the myth tells about the marriage of a girl and a bear who had stolen her. The bear
met her brother and dying from his arrow he ordered that only brother in law may skin him and lay him to rest. Restric-
tions in eating bear meat were stricter for women of their blood and less strict for women taken from other family. Thus,
according to the myth, fore feet should be eaten by the wife of the bear’s master, while for "sisters", in other words for
women of their blood, all fore part of carcass was prohibited meat. This confirms that bear totem is related to maternal
blood and goes back to antiquity, that particular time when search of bride within the family was changed to exogamous
marriage.

Therefore, composition of totem feast, considered and researched by S. Freud in the work "Totem and Taboo",
correlates with bear holiday of the nations of the North and the Far East. Thus such elements as violation of the main
taboos of totemism — eating meat of sacred animal and incestuous intercourse in the family, as well as repentance for
the done, were in evidence in ancient societies of hunters and stock-breeders. Further, we may use sense of actions and
composition of totem feast for the research of the structure and search of ancient repercussions in the national ceremo-
nies, symbols and pieces of art.
