The article deals with the personification of nature objects in the novels
by W.Golding. It is believed that this type of metaphor is very important for the
process of metaforisation in the works of this outstanding British writer. Such
concepts as SUN, MOON, WATER, MOUNTAIN, TREE are defined with the
help of personification in the author’s novels.

The attempt was made to find out which characteristics of a living being
are used in the metaphorical process of personification. The results of the
analysis prove that nature objects for W.Golding are primarily living beings
which have certain shape, parts of the body, feelings and emotions.

It is interesting to note that among all features of a living being the most
important one is its ability to do something: to see, to utter different sounds, to
eat, to move etc. Thus personification is represented not only by isolated
examples, but creates a bright image of nature objects as living beings. It is

The idea of anthropocentry, scientific language paradigm, the correlation
of a language and a human are highlighted. The development of
anthropocentric direction in linguistics is described, the subjects of which were:
1) to determine how a person affects the language and 2) to determine how
the language affects the human being, his consciousness and culture. The
study of human factors in language is based on a new perspective of
consideration in connection with the study of world view, particularly in relation
to world’s language picture. The role of human factor in the world’s language
picture is clarified. World’s language picture is anthropocentric in its nature and
reflects the image of the world not only in itself, but fixes the rules of human
orientation in the world, sets the stereotypes. The concept “language person”
is determined. The directions of anthropocentric language paradigm are
interpreted. The first direction researches language as a “mirror” of a person,
the second direction is communicative linguistics, the third studies the role of
language in cognitive processes and cognitive organization of a person. The
fourth direction aims to clarify how language lives in a person. Summarizing,
we can say that the culture and language are anthropocentric in their nature,
they are in a person, they serve a person and are meaningless without a
person.
