What is Ecology?

Ecology is the scientific study of interactions of orga-
nisms with one another and with the physical and chemical
environment. Although it includes the study of environmen-
tal problems such as pollution, the science of ecology ma-
inly involves research on the natural world from many vi-
ewpoints, using many techniques. Modern ecology relies
heavily on experiments, both in laboratory and in field set-
tings. These techniques have proved useful in testing ecolo-
gical theories, and in arriving at practical decisions concer-
ning the management of natural resources.

An understanding of ecology is essential for the survival
of the human species. Our populations are increasing ra-
pidly, all around the world, and we are in grave danger of
outstripping the earth's ability to supply the resources that
we need for our long-term survival. Furthermore, social,
economic and political factors often influence the short-
term distribution of resources needed by a specific human
population. An understanding of ecological principles can
help us understand the global and regional consequences of
competition among humans for the scarce natural resources
that support us.

DEVELOPING SPEAKING SKILLS OF STUDENTS IN THE PROCESS OF TEACHING
A FOREIGN LANGUAGE FOR SPECIFIC PURPOSES

The author describes the importance of developing students' speaking skills in the process of teaching a foreign language for
specific purposes. The methods which should be used for developing speaking skills are presented. The exercises and tasks that
encourage students to think and develop foreign language professional speaking skills of a certain branch are described. The methods
that provide interconnection between studying language in a real context of a certain professional branch and developing professional
motivation of students are analysed. It is considered that for the successful development of students' speaking skills, real-life
situations should be prepared to motivate students, give them confidence, expand terminology, making learning exciting and fun.
When teaching a foreign language for specific purposes, attention should be paid to the developing of the students' speaking skills,
which are aimed at mastering the future profession and help improve the level of general and professional culture, and contribute to
the preparation for intercultural communication. The methods, exercises and tasks offered during teaching a foreign language for
specific purposes should be problematic and encourage students to debate and express their own thoughts. The acquired knowledge is
believed to be changed. Consequently, the author proves that innovative teaching methods should be used to teach students how to
think, to find the necessary information, to improve their knowledge that will be needed in the future profession. These methods
allow students to be actively involved in their professional field, which encourage them to search for necessary information, which
promotes creative thinking, enrichment of vocabulary, and development of students' speaking skills. It also causes great interest for
studying, thus contributing to the effective mastering of vocabulary and terminology which is very important for developing students'
speaking skills. The theoretical knowledge acquired in the learning process should be used in practice and give students the
opportunity to develop and improve knowledge of a foreign language and use acquired speaking skills of a foreign language in the
future professional activities.
