Danylchenko T. V. Neighborhood as a factor of subjective social well-being

The role of neighbour’s relations in subjective social well-being experience is
considered in the article. The latter is regarded as subjective individual evaluation of the
success of his/her functioning in social environment. In the psychological literature,
mainly American, solely affective relations between neighbourhood character and sub-
jective well-being experience are studied. In Ukraine neighbour’s relations have not
become a subject of psychosocial researches, but because of public consciousness crisis
they get new significance and become an important component of subjective social well-
being. During the research conducted in the Ukrainian audience it has been revealed that
the most essential factor which influences subjective social well-being experiences is the
confidence of the fact that neighbours will help in case of need. It has been shown that
for men and inhabitants of a big city the pleasure from neighbour’s relations is con-
nected with social noticeability whereas for the respondents who do not communicate
via Internet, the pleasure from relations with neighbours depends on the approving ap-
praisal of their personality.
