Petrovska I. R. To the problem of multiplicity of person’s civic identity

Multiple civic identity is considered as a reatima of belonging to the diffe-
rent civic communities, emotional attachment tamtend interiorization of their values
and norms on condition of their simultaneous défaration and integration. The pecu-
liarities of structural forms of person’s multiptévic identity are considered regarding
individuum’s subjective representation accordingthte connection between his identi-
ties in particular: confluence, intercrossing, deation, and fractionation. In a case

when identities amplify and intensify one another gan talk about a coherent type of

civic identity and confluence as its cognitive tgy of formation (structural form).
When identities are ambivalent, contradictory amavige different normative views,
values, and ideologies one of two possible stragegf “accommodation” is used: inter-
crossing or domination. The structural form of ansitional (liminal) type of multiple

civic identity is fractionation. It takes place wheontradictions are realized, and con-

textual attempts of their integration to the cogeitself-image occurs.
