Arpentieva M.R. Digital nomadism: the identity problems. The article is devoted to the analysis of features of the identity
of the subjects, practicing of digital nomadism, their positive and negative aspects. As positive aspects, it has been described the
desire for freedom and independence, the search for new ways of being and relations, integration into the world of humanity. As
negative aspects, it has been described the refusal to build relations of closeness and permanence, the traditional native culture
and humanity in General moral values, the marginalization. The author emphasizes, that one of the most important moments in
digital nomadism is a phenomenon of "loss of roots", rupture or the destruction of social identity as a result of the refusal of spiritual
and moral values of their culture and humanity, the desire for freedom as the comfort and security that the release from hard work
and responsibilities. The author identifies some of the main types. The first type of people is a "man of the universe" or integrated
type, whose identity is positive, holistic. It's maintained communication with their native culture. The second type of people is
practice digital nomadism as a way to get away from solving personal and social problems. The third type of people is a "crazy
type", whose identity is "a man without roots", fragmented and negative, of people incapable of building strong and deep
relationships neither with others nor with those, who once they came. The leading modes of structuring the consciousness of digital
nomad are freedom and dependence, closeness and alienation, work and leisure, novelty and familiarity, development and
stagnation.
