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The 18th Congress of the European 
Society of Trauma and Emergency Surgery 
was held in May 7-9, 2017 in Bucharest 
(Romania). This international society joins 
over 30 national associations in the sphere of 
traumatology, orthopedics and surgery. It 
includes mostly the representatives of West-
ern and Central Europe. The Society allows 
individual and institutional membership. Rep-
resentatives of Ukraine have been participat-
ing in congresses of ESTES since year 2010 
(held in Brussels). Since 2012 (the Congress 
held in Basel) oral and poster presentations 
have been represented annually. In the year 
2013 our country is represented in ESTES by 
the PE “Pan-Ukrainian Association of Trau-
matology and Osteosynthesis”, at that the 
entire members of our PE are institutional 
members of ESTES. The president of the PE 
“Pan-Ukrainian Association of Traumatology 
and Osteosynthesis”, prof. Kalashnikov A.V. 
is the national delegate from Ukraine to the 
Society and the member of Advisory Board 
of ESTES.  

This year the congress venue was the 
building of parliament of Romania – the big-
gest civil building in the world. Total area of 
premises thereof exceeds 330 square meters. 
It is worth to mention that the congress of 
ESTES took part simultaneously with the 
session of parliament, and entrance to the 
building was common, which fact I consider 
to be rather democratic.  

During the congress 100 institutional 
lectures have been represented by professors 
from different continents; from the abstracts 
being submitted, the editorial council selected 
200  as  oral  presentations and 450 as posters 
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ones. Before the congress and during the pe-
riod thereof there were specialized education-
al courses in polytrauma, US diagnostics, 
European tests etc. 

This year Ukrainian delegation to the 
Congress included 5 members of the PE 
“Pan-Ukrainian Association of Traumatology 
and Osteosynthesis”. Prof. Kalashnikov A.V. 
participated in the session of ESTES Adviso-
ry Board. On the 7th day of May Ukrainian 
representatives (Kalashnikov A.V., Malyk 
V.D., Lutsyshyn V.G.) took part in session of 
Skeletal Trauma and Sports Medicine section, 
and on the 8th day of May – in the session of 
General Assembly of ESTES.  

At the Congress we have represented 
an instructional lection “External Fixation at 
the First State of Complex Limbs’ Injuries 
Treatment” (Prof. Kalashnikov). A reasona-
ble interest among our colleagues has been 
called by the oral presentation devoted to 
distal locking of proximal femoral nail (Kal-
ashnikov A.V., Malyk V.D., Lazariev I.A., 
Stavinskyi Y.O., LitunY.M.). At the Con-
gress, Ukraine also presented three poster 
reports. Two of them have been included into 
top 11 (among 450), and upon proposition of 
organization committee have been trans-
formed into oral ones and represented at the 
session “The Best Posters”. They were: 
“Elasticity Modulus vs Reparative Osteogen-
esis” (Kalashnikov A.V., Iukhymchuk O.A.) 
and “Use of Multimodal Advanced Recovery 
after Surgical Protocol for Patients with Per-
forative Duodenal Ulcer” (Shepetko-
DOmbrovskyi O., Shepetko-Dombrovskyi 
G., Savoliuk S.). 

While communication with foreign 
colleagues at formal and informal meetings, 
we negotiated the matters of cooperation be-
tween the members of PE “Pan-Ukrainian 
Association of Traumatology and Osteosyn-
thesis”, leaders of Kuntcher Society,  national 
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delegates from Austria, Slovenia, Serbia, 
Germany, heads of ESTES sections of poly-
trauma, skeletal trauma and sports medicine.  

In general, the Congress was very 
successful, premises and technical conditions 
for presentations were able to fulfill the sev-
erest requirements. We were also appreciated 
by the capital of Romania, its architecture and 
tasty national cuisine.
