«Stand at Cumberland gap and watch the procession of civilization

marching single file — the buffalo following the trail to the salt springs, the In-
dian, the fur trader and hunter, the cattle-raiser, the pioneer farmer — and
the frontier has passed by. Stand at South Pass in the Rockies a century later
and see the same procession with wider intervals between. The unequal rate
of advance compels us to distinguish the frontier into the trader’s frontier, the
rancher’s frontier, or the miner’s frontier, and the farmer’s frontier.

«There is a famous gap in the range of the Blue Mountains, that wall of

rock and scrub which for a quarter of a century hemmed in this colony of
New South Wales within the coastal plain. Stand at this gap and watch the
frontiers following each other westward — the squatter’s frontier which
filled the western plains with sheep and laid the foundations of Australia’s
economy, the miners’ frontier which brought Australian population and
made her a radical democracy, the farmer’s frontier which gradually and
painfully tested and proved the controls of Australia’s soil and climate.
Stand a few miles further West on the Darling River, and see what these con-
trols have done to the frontier. The farmers have dropped out of the west-
ward-moving procession, beaten by aridity. Only the pastoralists and
prospectors pass on. In the west centre of the continent, aridity has beaten
even pastoralists. On the fringe of the dynamic society, there are left only a
few straggling prospectors and curious anthropologists, infrequent invaders
of the aboriginal reserves.
