Art — business — religion — law: William Gaddis’s postmodernistic searches in
the context of American literature

The William Gaddis’s works are explored in the article in the context of American postmodernism.
The ideological and thematic writer’s creative searches have been analyzed. William Gaddis’s prose
(from “The Recognitions” to “Agapé Agape”) refers to a process of gradual disillusionment with the
American dream at the times of fatal corporatization of the world. The writer’s symbol of this decline
is a mechanical piano as a phenomenon that Gaddis pondered all his life.
