REQUIREMENTS FOR RESEARCH PAPERS

In preparation for publication in scientific and analytical journal of the National Institute for Strategic
Studies «Strategic Priorities» the editorial board of the journal and publishing authors are asked to

comply with the following requirements:

1. The research paper should be written in Ukrainian or

English and formalized accordingly:

e UDC (in the beginning on the right);

o title;

¢ information about the author Ukrainian or English (ac-
cording to the language of the article). Surname, name and
patronymic (nominative), degree, academic rank, position,
place of employment (full length); city; country; telephone
(with area code) e-mail; must be on the right;

e summary must be done in Ukrainian and English.
Summary must be identical in content and structure:
relevance, purpose, results and conclusions. The volume of
each summary should be 1200—1400 characters (including
spaces). Order of formalization for summary: name and
surname; title (identified in bold line); (from indented)
text of summary; (from indented) keywords (three to
eight);

 text of research paper;

e list of sources, including at least 10 titles, which meets the
standards (SSU 7.1: 2006) and its transliteration appropriate
prescribed in Resolution Cabinet dated 27 January 2010
Ne 55 "On regulation of Latin transliteration of Ukrainian
alphabet".

2. The structure of the article should have obligatory elements

(according to the Decree of the Presidium of HAC Ukraine

from 15.01.2003 Ne 7-05/1), namely:

e problem definition and its relationship to important
scientific and practical tasks;

» analysis of recent research and publications in which offers
a solution to the problem and on which the author relied;

¢ author pointed unresolved part of the problem which the
article covers;

e statement of purpose or purposes of article (research
problem);

¢ summary of the main research and explanation of scientific
results;

¢ findings from this study;

¢ prospects for further research in this area.

3. The paper along with a list of sources, tables, diagrams, etc.
should be not less than 10 thousand characters with spaces,
but should not exceed 20 thousand characters with spaces
(0.5 printing. P.p.); pages must be numbered (top, center,
without a number on the first page).

4. The text should be typed using Times New Roman font,
14 size 1,5 intervals; top, bottom and left banks — 2 cm,
right — 1,5 cm.

5. Footnotes and notes must meet the following requirements:
link to the source are made under the rules of bibliographic
description literature (in brackets number of the source with
a link to the page, for example, [7, p. 11]); other footnotes
and notes are made page by page automatically.

6. Illustrative material must meet the following requirements:
charts and graphs should be submitted in Microsoft Graph
or Microsoft Excel; inscriptions and signatures submitted in
language of the article; formula must be properly designed
and made in Microsoft Equation 3.0. and future versions. If
illustrations are scanned, they must be in a format .tiff or .jpg
accordance with a resolution of 300 dpi, and printing quality;
inscriptions on the images and captions must be submitted
language of the article. Size submitted illustrations (in mm)
should not be less than the size of the illustrations in this
publication.

7. Article (file name includes last name) should be typed on a
computer (editor Microsoft Word 2003 or later).

8. Articles of the one author, who is a postgraduate student or
author without scientific degree, must be submitted together
with a review of the academic supervisor or expert on the subject
of the study, who has a degree.

9. Graduate students must put the name and initials of their
supervisor on the first page below, their academic degree and
academic status.

10. Author is completely liable for the content of an article.
Authors bears liability for any kind of plagiarism found in their
submitted materials.

11. The final decision about submitted materials is made by
the Board of Editors. There is a practice of a double check
confidential review of the materials. Reviewers receive
coded articles while their personality is not disclosed to the
authors. All materials are evaluated, according to criteria,
stated in the review form. Review, including all relevant
comments and recommendations, is sent to author by e-mail.
No other kind of correspondence is available. Articles shall
be under consideration no longer than for three months.
Editors Stuff reserves a right to do literary correction and
abridgement of the text, keeping author’s style, without author’s
consent.

12. Submitted materials are not sent back to an author.
Articles, rejected by the Board of Editors without provision for
improvement, shall not be published in other NISS periodicals.
Reviews are to be stored in the communication and publishing
department.

13. Draft of an article, signed by author (e-signature in the
electronic version), and a review (if required) should be sent to
e-mail: publish@niss.gov.ua (contact person — Yatsenko Nataliya
Petrivna).

14. By sending an article to the Editors Stuff e-mail (publish@

niss.gov.ua) author:

e confirms his copyright for all article’s content (including images
or graphics);

¢ allows to process his personal data according to Ukrainian
legislation.
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
