not forget that a significant number of Israeli citizens came

from Ukraine. This affects everything: relations, culture and
cooperation. This ensures that the relations between our countries
are developing rapidly and in all sectors.

History of the Ukrainian-Israeli relations began in 1991, when
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine and Israel exchanged
diplomatic notes On the Establishment of Diplomatic Relations
between Ukraine and the State of Israel. This exchange specified
the date on which the diplomatic relations between the two countries
were initiated. It is December 26, 1991. In 1993, the President of
Ukraine Leonid Kravchuk was in Israel on the official visit. Then the
fundamental document Memorandum of Understanding and the Basic
Principles of Cooperation between Israel and Ukraine were signed.

Over the years of independent Ukraine all its presidents visited
Israel, some even twice. Presidents of our country also visited
Ukraine, both with high-level visits and to participate in forums
and conferences. Many of our politicians and ministers come here
not only as members of delegations, but also for personal reasons,
having friends here.

All the issues of the trade and economic cooperation between
our countries are discussed in the framework of the Joint
Intergovernmental Commission for Trade and Economic Cooperation.
On behalf of Israel the Commission is headed by Stas Misyezhnikov,
the Minister of Tourism, former head of the Financial Committee in
Knesset. On behalf of Ukraine the Commission is headed by Viktor
Baloga, the Minister of Emergency Situations. The Commission
consists of experts forming high-level management of the line
ministries in both countries. Its meetings are held annually and its

S peaking about relations between Israel and Ukraine, we should
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decisions determine the course of action for the diplomats being the
main guidelines for our embassy.

In 2011 an Agreement on the bilateral abolition of short-term
visas came into effect. As a result, the flow of tourists between
the two countries has almost doubled. It is noteworthy that every
day about 40 000 Israelis stay in Ukraine, mostly not for private
matters, but in connection with their work and joint business
projects. This is very stimulating for economic spheres of our
countries and sets the stage for further collaboration. The Embassy
of Israel to Ukraine works on the development of cooperation in
various fields at the national and regional levels.

Thus, in Vinnytsia Israel finances creation of the Municipal
Diagnostic Center with the state-of-the-art equipment produced
in Israel and maintained by Israeli experts. The goal is to provide
practical assistance to Vinnytsia health professionals in the
development of new technologies. This project is implemented by
a special department of the Israel Foreign Ministry, the Israel
Center for International Cooperation MASHAV. We hope that the
Diagnostic Center in Vinnytsia will start functioning very soon.

The representatives of Ukraine at different meetings regularly
raise the issues of health care reform ranging from reorganization of
the health system, creation of the so-called «health insurance fund»
to conducting professional consultations, training and coaching
of medical specialists and nurses in Israel. These problems are
discussed in the framework of the last agreements signed during
the visit of the President of Ukraine Viktor Yanukovych to Israel.

There is no such agency or ministry where Ukraine and Israel
would not have common interests, projects, and where our country
would not cooperate.

The departments operating within the Embassy are reflecting
all areas of our work. These are the Department of Economy, office
of the Ministry of Tourism, Department of the Press Service, the
Administrative Department and the Department of Culture — all of
them deal with specific issues of their competence contributing to
the development of the interstate relations, so as to have the most
effective results.

I would like to draw special attention to the Embassy staff,
without which the work of the diplomats in their positions would
be impossible. Until recently we experienced the lack of Israeli
diplomatic staff at the Embassy. Recently, the office of the Deputy
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Chief of the Mission was headed by an experienced diplomat
Itzhak Carmel Kagan, I have been waiting for for his arrival for
six months. On the Ukrainian side, I am very pleased to have
such a wonderful colleague and partner as Gennady Nadolenko,
Ambassador of Ukraine to Israel. Our ongoing communication and
mutual help eliminate all confusions and make our work as effective
as possible.

Now our embassies and relevant departments are intensively
working to conclude interstate agreements on particular priority
areas of our relations hoping that they will come into force by 2013.
This is the Agreement on Social Security and Financial Protocol
specifying an agreement of a credit line provided by Israel for
initiating and developing business in Ukraine. Negotiations on free
trade between our countries are in progress.

As for my impressions about Ukraine, they are wonderful and
connected usually with me and my family. However, I would like
to say something else. Relations between our countries are at such a
high level that we, the Ambassadors, should only make an effort so
that everything, which is signed and exists in the form of treaties
and agreements between the two countries, will be implemented
practically.
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
