UKRAINE AND IRAQ: ESTABLISHING BILATERAL
ECONOMIC RELATIONS

established on December 16, 1992. While intending today

to develop collaboration with Iraq, which began as early
as in the times of former USSR, we should primarily learn the
‘golden’ experience accumulated by the Ukrainian specialists and
enterprises in the past decades, when specialists from our country
actively participated in construction of the large hydroelectric power
stations upon Tiger and Euphrates rivers, a metallurgical complex
in Baghdad, the railroad lines from Iraq to Syria, collaboration
with Iraq in the oil and gas sphere and other similar projects. In
1970’s and 1980’s a number of Ukrainian oil and gas enterprises
and project organizations worked in Iraq within the scope of the
then inter-ministerial cooperation. For example, Ukrgazproekt JSC
designed 760 km natural gas transportation systems in the Iraqi
territory. According to the projects of the Ukrainian Oil Transport
Institute, the builders constructed Baghdad—Basra pipeline of 550
km in length and oil products storage facility with 170 thousand m?
capacity. In 1989-1990, specialists from the Ukrainian Oil and Gas
Institute drilled nearly 400 boreholes. Out of 800 Soviet specialists
who worked at the beginning of 1990’s at the construction of
the hydroelectric power station in Yousefia, more than 600 were
Ukrainians. In addition, the Ukrainian share in the export of
the former USSR to Iraq in 1980’s reached 70%, and in 1990’s —
commodity turnover between Iraq and independent Ukraine totaled
300 million US dollars per annum.

In his exclusive interview to the Ukraina Dyplomatychna
Yearbook Mr. Shorsh Halid Said, the Ambassador Extraordinary
and Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Iraq to Ukraine, touched
upon transformation of the political capital into economic
achievements and benefits, especially in the field of resolving

The diplomatic relations between Ukraine and Iraq were
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the problem of energy resources diversification and creation of
the reliable power safety system, today’s pressing issues of Iraqi
political life, condition and prospects of bilateral collaboration.

— Mr. Ambassador, what are, in your opinion, the reasons of
the governmental crisis in Iraq; would the existence of various
political blocs be instrumental in recovering from the political
Crisis?

— Over the last 30 years of its history, Iraq experienced quite
a number of critical moments. Eight years of slaughterous Iran-
Iraqi war that claimed more than million people (from both
sides) and exhausted the economy of Iraq followed by invasion of
Kuwait and its serious consequences — ten years of international
economic sanctions, which brought the country on the brink of the
humanitarian catastrophe. It is also important to take into account
the Saddam Hussein regime, which conducted the real war against
own people for many years being first in the human history to use
chemical weapons against the peaceful population.

In 2003, after overthrowing the dictatorship regime, Iraq
started a new stage in its modern history. Nevertheless, all previous
events surely affected the social and political life of the country.
It is very difficult to reconstruct the governmental system of the
totalitarian regime, especially when there is an immediate need to
fight the threat of international terrorism. The primary objective
of the first government was to create new government authorities,
to draft and adopt the Constitution of new Iraq that should be
based on the priority of the democratic principles and observance
of people’s rights. In accordance with the new Constitution
supported by nearly 80% of Iraqi population during the national
referendum, all citizens of the country enjoy equal rights regardless
of nationality or religious beliefs.

Since 2003, there have been already three parliamentary
elections in Iraq. It is the unique phenomenon in the Middle East
region. Sure, a new power made mistakes primarily owing to the
lack of democratic experience by the leading political forces of Iraq.
No matter what, the political processes in the country unfolds:
multi-party political system had evolved, so the «Arabic spring»,
which overtook a lot of countries of the region, is no longer of
immediate importance for us.

Today we have the government formed as a result of elections,
which took place on March 7, 2010. It unites all the most influential
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political parties of the country. Therefore, this is not quite correct
to speak about the political crisis in our country. For example,
we hear passionate appeals against the corruption, for the fastest
development of the country’s economy — this is a natural process of
democracy development in the country.

— What are the main trends in development of political
situation in Iraq during the recent years? Please, describe current
situation in the country?

— As a result of the last parliamentary elections, two most
influential political blocs gained almost equal number of votes.
The process of forming the government delayed for more than half-
year as none of the parties could individually form the Cabinet
of Ministers. All major political parties unanimously supported
the need of the coalition government in Iraq, so that the interests
of any party will not be prejudiced. As a result, the current
government represents all political, ethnic and religious groups of
Iraq. Work of the coalition government implies that the resolution
of any important matter requires the consent of all political forces
and sometimes it takes quite a lot of time.

The present government faces a lot of problems of both political,
social and economic nature that require immediate resolution.
At the end of 2011, in accordance with the agreement between
Iraq and the USA of 2008, the final withdrawal of the American
troops from Iraq is scheduled, and it presents additional problems,
especially now, when the country is on the forefront of struggle
against the international terrorism as well as with former BAAS
party functionaries, who do not agree with the loss of power after
the overthrow of Saddam Hussein regime.

— What is your judgment about the economic relations between
Kyiv and Baghdad?

— There are reasons to note that both Ukraine and Iraq applied
enormous efforts for establishment and cultivation of the bilateral
economic relations in favor of both countries. Within the framework
of the numerous meetings with the Ukrainian top officials we
experienced sincere aspiration of the Ukrainian side to develop and
expand close bilateral collaboration with Iraq in different spheres
and primarily in various branches of economy. In addition, many
Ukrainian companies’ top managers have already visited Iraq
and held meetings with their Iraqi colleagues and discussed the
prospects of deepening the bilateral economic collaboration.
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. Now bilateral economic
drelations between Iraq and
Ukraine develop successfully;
nevertheless, we intend to
bring them up to the new
higher quality level taking into
account that both countries
possess large potential and
demonstrate mutual aspiration
|to deepen mutually beneficial
| relations. Ukraine can meet
the growing demand of Iraq
in food products, in particular
grains, animal products, plant
oil and construction materials.
Iraq, in its turn, is rich on
energy resources, including oil
and natural gas. Ukrainian
companies are capable to become
the competitive participants
of many investment projects,
which are now in progress in
he territory of Iraq.
With regard to the issue

of the Republic of Iraq to Ukraine Shorsh Halid Said of 2011 it exceeded 370 million
US dollars. It is indicative that the number of visas issued by us
to the citizens of Ukraine in 2011 is considerably higher than that
of the last year. Signing the Memorandum about Collaboration
between the Chamber of Commerce of Iraq and the Chamber
of Commerce and Industry of Ukraine at the beginning of 2011
gave additional impulse for development of mutual relations. The
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immediate intents include creation of the Iraqi-Ukrainian Business
Council as well as organization of the fourth meeting of the Inter-
governmental Commission in Kyiv.

Consequently, there are all pre-conditions for our countries to
develop economic and political relations initiated in the times of
Soviet Union. Ukrainian specialists constructed quite a number of
industrial facilities in the country. Iraq was among the very first
to recognize independence of Ukraine. Your country greeted new
political processes in Iraq after the overthrow of Saddam Hussein
regime in 2003, assisted in providing its security, dispatched to
our country 1700 peacemakers who constructed policlinics and
other community infrastructure objects and facilities, participated
in operations for clearing the country from mines. The government
and people of our country will never forget those facts as well as
they will remember 18 peacemakers, who died during that time.

— What is your opinion about the dominant directions of the
Ukrainian-Iraq collaboration at the present?

— Iraq potential especially in oil and natural gas industry and
potential of Ukraine form a solid ground for successful development
of our mutual collaboration. Primary directions of our relations
include trade, economic, military and technical co-operation as
well as relations in the sphere of culture and education. Now three
thousand Iraqi students study in Ukraine and this figure grows
each year.

— What is your opinion about the level of legislative support
for activities of the international investors in Iraq?

— Since the political changes of 2003, the government developed
economic and investment policy based on scientific and realistic
approach directed towards attracting foreign investments and
reconstruction of all sectors of the national economy, particularly
the investment sphere. National Investment Committee was created
to deal with these issues on the continuous basis. In consideration of
the fact that the previous laws of Iraq about investments were out-
of-date and did not meet the modern requirements, the government
adopted in 2006 the Law On investments, which supports foreign
investors and is considered one of the best examples of the investment
legislation in the region. In 2008, it was amended so that it became
more flexible for the improvement of investment activity at an
international level (it provides quite a number of privileges and
guarantees). Currently the government considers the draft law On
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Oil and Natural Gas that will facilitate expansion of investment
prospects in Iraq and offer more investment opportunities to the
foreign companies.

— Do you believe that Iraq will develop new oil and gas
deposits and do the citizens of the country support such approach?

— As for now, Iraq daily produces over 2 million barrels of oil.
Our plans are to increase this figure three times during 5—6 years.

All citizens of Iraq, representatives of different confessions and
nationalities, support plans of the government directed towards
exploration of new and development of the present domestic oil
and gas deposits. This strengthens the potential of country and,
accordingly, is instrumental in increasing welfare of compatriots,
improvement of social guarantees, security level of our country.
Sure, every Iraqi citizen hopes that the security situation normalizes
and the life goes back to normal. Iraqi people are very cheerful by
nature, they accept no forms of the violence and terrorism.

Our people suffered very much during the Saddam Hussein
regime, the times of severe prosecution, and finally after its
overthrowing the people felt taste of freedom and safe life.
However, very soon Iraqi people experienced blind, unprecedented
terrorism victimizing even children, women, and elderly people.

Together with my compatriots, I crave to see Iraq as a stable and
prosperous country. We work towards bringing back investments
and foreign companies to our country that will be instrumental in
complex reconstruction and development of the social sector. Given
huge natural, agricultural, and human resources, Iraq possesses
potential to become one of the most developed countries of the
region.

According to the estimates, the oil supplies of Iraq total over
143.1 billion barrels. By its oil reserves, Iraq occupies the third
position in the world after the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and
Venezuela. In addition, there are quite a number of unexplored
oilfields in the different parts of Iraq. The Ministry of Oil of Iraq
adopted projects aimed towards increasing the production of oil
and gas and organized three rounds of licensing, which allow the
international companies to obtain permission for development of
the Iraqi oilfields. These rounds of licensing will facilitate growth
of oil and gas production, and during next 5 years it will reach 6
million barrels a day or even more. Exploration of new oil and gas
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deposits in the territory of Iraq would also be helpful for gas and
oil production growth.

— What could help the Ukrainian companies to enter the oil
and gas market of Iraq and take its part in development of oil and
gas deposits, oil transportation to Europe?

— The Ukrainian companies are in a good position to invest and
work in Iraq. Together with other foreign firms they may become
strong competitors in obtaining the contracts for development of
Iraqi oilfields, as it is a priority for Iraq to co-operate with the
representatives of those countries, which may provide safety and
stability in the country.

As the Ambassador of Republic of Iraq to Ukraine, I incessantly
work for the sake of expansion and deepening of collaboration with
your friendly country. Iraq belongs to the world leaders by its oil
and gas resources and I strongly support the idea that Iraqi oil and
gas will be transported to Ukraine to meet your domestic needs
as well as to Europe through the territory of your country with
its developed oil and gas pipelines system. This is an important
issue for discussion by the competent public officials and specialists
from the Ministry of Oil of Iraq and the Ministry of Energy and
Coal Industry of Ukraine. They are skilled to determine the most
optimal ways and mechanisms for transporting Iraqi oil and gas to
Ukraine, which in 1990’s studied possibilities of oil transporting
via the Black Sea. There is a specially developed project, so it is
good time to conduct negotiations concerning this important issue.

— Will collaboration between our countries develop at the
regional level?

— According to its Constitution, Iraq is a federative republic
and its each province gained wide authorities that include power
to cooperate with other countries’ regions. So, there are great
prospects for establishing relations between independent provinces
of Iraq and oblasts of Ukraine. This is especially important for
development of economic and cultural relations. In 2011, during
our visit to Kharkiv its State Administration proposed to establish
twinning relations with Iraqi province of Anbar. Iraqi party
accepted this proposal and currently we expect visit of Iraqi
province administration delegation to Kharkiv to discuss the
opportunities for mutually beneficial cooperation. We also conduct
negotiations with other regions of Ukraine.

— Mr. Ambassador, what would you like to say in conclusion?
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— During the period of my mission in Ukraine that started
in June 2010, I gained nice impression of your country and the
Ukrainian people. I believe that there are real opportunities
for development of our friendly relations in all spheres of life,
especially given mutual intent and personal interest of both sides
in this matter.

Avail myself of this opportunity to wish your edition a success.
I read Ukraina Dyplomatychna Yearbook for 2010 interest and I
would like to emphasize that it is very rich in content and raises
important issues of international policy. Especially, I want to note
its diversified materials. So, I am looking forward to your new
publications.
