when we take into account that relations between Kyiv and

German states have existed for more than a thousand years.
However, over the past two decades the contacts between Germany
and Ukraine have grown tremendously, both in number and in
depth: business, education, travel, sports, civic exchange and —
of course — love have all brought our people closer together than
ever before.

The German Embassy in Kyiv has over the years played an
important role in fostering our relations. It was officially opened on
7 February 1992. A few days later German Ambassador Hennicke

Graf von Bassewitz was the first foreign diplomat to hand over his
credentials to the President of Ukraine, Leonid Kravchuk. Much
has been achieved since then. Let us consider just a few milestones
of German activities in Ukraine.

The new Embassy building on Khmelnytskoho street was
inaugurated on 3 October 2002. Its simple yet welcoming desing by
the architects Martini & Grossmann of Rosenheim creates a modern
and transparent structure to represent contemporary Germany in
Ukraine. The ground-braking ceremony took place on 2 October
2000, Chancellor Schrider and President Kuchma attended the
topping out celebration on 6 December 2001. We use our location
in the heart of Kyiv to actively reach out to the public by regulary
hosting events such as live concerts, academic lectures, poetry
readings and political and historical panel discussions, to name but
a few. Our ongoing Dialogue on legal reform has found its place in
legal discussions in Ukraine.
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We also like to group events into clusters, such as the German
days in Crimea in 2010 or the Commemorations to mark the 20t
anniversary of the fall of the Berlin Wall in 2009. It was then that
we installed a piece of the Wall from Potsdamer Platz in front of
our Embassy which is popular with Kyivites and visitors alike as
a backdrop for their photographs. It also serves as a reminder that
the process leading to Germany’s reunification also opened the way
to Ukraine's independence. However, we should keep in mind that
we still have quite some way to go before Europe is truly united.

Of course, our Embassy’s interaction with Ukrainian society is
by no means confined to our premises. We interact with Ukrainians
throughout the country. Our Consulate-General, set up in Donetsk
in 2009, helps us in this task, as do our Honorary Consuls in
Lviv, Odesa and Simferopol. Many other German institutions
are active in Ukraine. In the cultural sphere, both the Goethe-
Institut and the German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD)
have been functioning here since the early 1990’s. Thousands of
young Ukrainians have studied and are studying in Germany,
many with scholarships from DAAD. Regions, cities, schools and
universities in both countries have built lasting partnerships, some
of which have led to the establishment of ,cultural embassies® in
Ukraine: Bavaria House in Odesa, Nuremberg House in Kharkiv
and Gedankendach in Chernivtsi, a cultural centre that takes its
name from a poem by Chernivtsi-born poet Rose Auslander. In
the economic field, the Office of the Delegate of German Business
was established in 1993 to help foster economic cooperation. The
German Advisory Group has delivered economic advice to decision
makers in the Ukrainian and German governments since 1999.
The office of GIZ (the German organization for international
cooperation) implements projects in the fields of energy efficiency,
promotion of small and medium sized businesses and the preparation
of the European football championship EURO 2012 this summer,
which will be a great opportunity to develop Ukraine’s friendly ties
right across Europe.
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
