Summary. The article analyzes the specific changes in the international
political environment in the context of global transformation. Its influence on
Ukraine’s progress and its prospects on the international and regional levels are
identified.

Key words: global transformations, challenges and threats, polycentrism,
sustainable development.
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dramatic structural transformation. Redistribution of influence

and power at the global level, recent events in the Middle
East and North Africa, the emergence of new challenges and threats
to humanity testify to the development of a new international
situation, when the efforts of individual states and political will
are not enough for support and constructive development. More
and more politicians and experts speak about the beginning of
the polycentric world system formation and development, which in
combination with intense globalization creates qualitatively new
conditions for global development.

The purpose of this article is to use the results of the analysis
of current global and regional challenges for identifying main ten-
dencies of their impact on Ukraine, the prospects of its positioning
in the global and regional levels.

Global tendencies of the modern time (social, political, econo-
mic, scientific, technical and cultural) that determine the main di-
rections in the development of humanity are the object of study by
many foreign and local experts and research centers. In recent years
a number of expert reports on the analysis of global tendencies were

The modern system of international relations is undergoing
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published including World Around Russia: 2017, prepared by the
Russian Council for Foreign and Defense Policy, World after the
Crisis. Global Trends—2025: the Changing World of the National
Intelligence Council of the USA, Global Trends 2030 — Citizens in
an Interconnected and Polycentric World and others [1, 2, 3]. The
same problems are considered in the works of the renowned foreign
experts. Such as F. Fukuyama, I. Wallerstein, A. Greenspan, and
J. Stiglitz, Z. Brzezinski, N. Berdsoll; in works of the Russian re-
searchers: Karaganov, M. Delyagin, Y. Yakovtsya, Inozemtseva.
V. Lapkina, I. Pantin, E. Batalov, researches of the Ukrainian
scientists, such as Y. Pakhomov, A. Galchynsky, O. Belarus,
Aleksander Goncharenko, D. Lukyanenko et al. The analyzed glob-
al tendencies identified by domestic and foreign researchers are very
similar, though there are some differences that demonstrate signifi-
cant difficulty in comprehending, research and forecasting political,
socio-economic, cultural and spiritual processes.

In the first place it is noteworthy that the status roles continue
their global redistribution between the existing <old» and grow-
ing new centers of influence. Against the general background of
economic problems in the EU and the USA, China and India are
strengthening their political and economic positions, a number of
countries in Asia and Latin America are rapidly developing as well
as visible becomes growing presence of Islamic world in the inter-
national political arena. The Russian state is also striving to renew
its leadership positions in the world having sufficient set of real and
potential opportunities.

Changes occur in the characteristics of global challenges and
threats to the international security and stability. These changes
are analyzed, new methods and tools for their prevention and re-
sponse are proposed. Traditionally, threats to the national security
were perceived as external threats of a military nature. Today the
non-military challenges come to the fore [4, p. 28].

It is important to point out that with the collapse of the bipo-
lar system in conditions of the relative stability of the global po-
litical situation in the modern era many conflicts have intensified
at the lower levels of international relation and it becomes increas-
ingly difficult to restrain and settle them. Thus, according to the
experts, the threat of global nuclear war has lost its absolute pri-
ority, although the presence of a powerful arsenal of mass destruc-
tion weapons and the danger of nuclear weapons further propa-
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gation continue to pose a serious threat to humanity [5, p. 7-8].
Along with the «traditional» threats, such as international terror-
ism, drug and human trafficking, religious extremism, we observe
intensification of new challenges associated with the growing global
shortage of resources (energy food, water), ecology (environmental
disasters), healthcare (pandemics), scientific and technological de-
velopment (cyberterrorism).

Globalization processes are not limited to the formation of a
unified financial system and the interdependence of the world econ-
omies. The development of modern communications and mass infor-
mation technologies contributes to globalization of many challenges
and threats, so counteraction to these processes requires interna-
tional cooperation and collaboration on a fundamentally new basis.
Humanization of international relations is one of the current trends
evidenced by adoption of the Resolution by UN General Assembly,
which contains the definition of «<human security» notion and con-
firms the right to live in freedom and equality. Although the docu-
ment does not specify the use of force or any coercive measures, it
provides the international community to take «comprehensive pre-
ventive measures to enhance the protection and empowerment of
people» [6]. Against this background, a factor of force in the in-
ternational relations is estimated anew with increasing use of the
«soft» methods of influence in the international relations, par-
ticularly economic, financial, information and other elements of
the «soft power» concept as an important element of success for
any state in the global arena. Under these conditions, the global
mechanisms for coordination of the positions and developing com-
mon approaches to solve modern problems by the leading nations of
the world become increasingly significant. A good example of the
movement towards polycentrism is presented by a system of consul-
tations and arrangements within the G—20, where their meetings
add to other international advisory formats, including the G—8. The
agenda of this year's G—8 summit at Camp David and the G—20 in
Los Cabos and the analysis of the decisions adopted by these inter-
national forums confirmed the common problems existing for both
developed and developing countries and increasing urgency of find-
ing ways to their solution.

Analysis of the current trends in the world development allows
specifying its following priorities:
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— supporting economic stability and global economic recovery,
promoting economic growth, reducing weapons, creating jobs, de-
veloping effective strategies for social protection in the countries
with different levels of income;

— monitoring the dynamics of energy prices, achieving transpar-
ency of energy markets, because excessive difference in the prices
is recognized as one of the main sources of economic instability;

— strengthening food security and addressing instability of the
world commodity prices in the growing population on the planet
(with this in view, it is an urgent task to consider a long term de-
velopment strategy for the food security on a global scale);

— preventing further development of the looming crisis of wa-
ter resources;

— supporting implementation of the environmental programs, a
comprehensive strategy of «green growths» as the basis for econom-
ic development;

— strengthening the fight against corruption.

However, traditional problems of international relations and se-
curity provision do not lose their relevance. Confrontation in the
Middle East and some North African countries, the situation re-
garding North Korea and Iran nuclear capabilities, unresolved con-
flicts in the former Soviet Union (Transnistria, Nagorno-Karabakh,
Abkhazia, etc.) require constant attention by the international
community. At the same time the existing international and se-
curity institutions (UN, NATO, OSCE) are in crisis and they are
searching the ways of self-preservation, further development and
reformation to match the realities of today. For example, the glob-
al recession significantly affected the defense industry worldwide.
One of the first «crisis» decisions made by the national govern-
ments in most countries is the reduction of the army and defense
expenses. These actions support the feasibility of transition to the
concept of «reasonable defense» offered by NATO. This approach
provides to increase the defense and security efficiency through
thoughtful and less expensive solutions based on the use of high
technology and the closest interaction between the national armies
[7, p. 6]. However, the real situation shows that implementation
of this NATO initiative is quite a slow process, while the modern
world development trends require adequate responses by the inter-
national community. The question of transformation of existing col-
lective security organizations, especially NATO, according to the
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requirements of the global challenges still remains unanswered. In
addition, the military-political situation in the world is complicat-
ed by a new round of arms race first, due to strengthening of the
US military presence in the Pacific region and precautionary mea-
sures adopted by the PRC, second, due to the escalating tension
around Iran, third, due to the expected deployment of weapons in
outer space, and fourth, due to the existence of deep contradictions
in the Russian-American dialogue on the European missile defense.

Regarding the above, it is clear that in the midst of the cur-
rent global processes, the Ukrainian government faces the task of
not only effective solution of new challenges at different levels, but
also at simultaneous search to obtain subjectivity in the new world
order to prevent the country sliding into the sidelines of the global
processes. In order to occupy the rightful place in the international
hierarchy Ukraine should be proactively addressing the global cat-
aclysms and contributing to overcoming them at the international
level. However, solving a wide range of issues related to global po-
sitioning of Ukraine requires, in our opinion, finding adequate re-
sponses to the regional geopolitical challenges Ukraine is currently
facing.

One of the foreign policy priorities of Ukraine is to integrate
into the European political, economic, legal and humanitarian do-
main. Political strategy and tactics of the internal and foreign
policy of Ukraine are based on the triune European values: natu-
ral rights, democracy and the rule of law. So slowdown of the dia-
logue with the EU due to political tension and internal conflicts is
highly undesirable for the European future of Ukraine. A key tool
in this dialogue, decisive to sustainable political and economic de-
velopment of Ukraine is the signing of the Association Agreement
between Ukraine and the EU, including a free trade zone. At the
same time, the pressing issue of the European community is to
update the security strategy in the context of the new geopoliti-
cal situation. It becomes increasingly difficult to reconcile the EU
security policy, which combines the national defense policies, the
NATO system, the general European defense policy with rather lim-
ited rights and opportunities. Hence, it becomes really important
to achieve harmonization of the security area around the EU, given
the existence of unresolved conflicts in the post-Soviet area, geo-
political ambitions of Russia and Turkey, instability in the Middle
East and North Africa.
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The above problems are directly related to Ukraine's foreign and
security strategy which determines the present policy of non-align-
ment. There is an understanding that this choice was due to the
need to remove both internal and external tensions around Ukraine
joining a military-political bloc. However, development of the situ-
ation vividly proves that such decision of the government does not
solve the problem of Ukraine’s security at the international level.
Under the new geopolitical conditions no reliable external guar-
antees appear for the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the
Ukrainian state and the provisions of the Budapest Memorandum
prove increasingly weak [8, p. 182]. However, we recognize that the
non-aligned status of Ukraine gives some tactical opportunities: it
allows active cooperation with NATO, European security institu-
tions and the CSTO, satisfies both partners in the West (EU and
USA) and Russia, urges Ukraine to further develop its own defense
industry. Successful Ukraine's presidency in the OSCE in 2013 may
become the highlight of the non-alignment policy, provide a chance
to confirm the status of an influential regional power and initiate
changes that would help further effective reform of this organiza-
tion. Let’s assume that in the medium term the Ukrainian authori-
ties will have to decide on the choice of the state security model
in view of the expected new global changes in the world political
system, increased activity and expansionism of the regional centers
of power with simultaneous activation of the integration processes
in the multipolar world. Although these trends are manifested yet
at the regional level, it is obvious that they will become increas-
ingly important in the processes of global development, formation
of the new balance of global and regional levels of the internation-
al cooperation.

Growing activity of Russia as one of the centers of power and
influence in the new polycentric world system is a striking example
of the above trends manifestation. The proclaimed priority of its
foreign policy is to strengthen its position in the world through a
new Eurasian integration, particularly by deepening the integration
processes in the CIS. Projects of the Customs Union, a Common
Economic Space, formation of the Eurasian Union proposed by
Moscow and designed not only to restore its leadership on the world
stage, but also to overcome the negative trend of its internal devel-
opment. Ukraine can not stand on the sidelines of the processes in
the vicinity of its borders, because the integration processes in the
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post-Soviet space is a manifestation of the global growth of the re-
gional integration associations and trade unions. A system concept
of collaboration with the Eurasian integration associations would
allow Ukraine to minimize losses from its non-accession to such in-
ternational associations. This applies also to overcoming competi-
tion in foreign markets (products of metallurgy, engineering and
instrumentation, agriculture, aviation and rocketry), protection of
competitive sectors of Ukrainian economy, prevention of the labor
resources outflow. However, the current level of technological de-
velopment of the most post-Soviet countries does not allow con-
sidering integration with them as a factor in the modernization of
economy in Ukraine. Concept of collaboration between the mem-
bers of the current and developing integration structures in the
post-Soviet domain, the European Union and its associated mem-
bers would allow Ukraine to acquire the status of initiator of the
formats rather than a consumer of the proposed projects.

A global tendency of increasing activity of the regional centers
of power in the emerging multipolar world can be traced on the ex-
amples of other countries neighboring Ukraine (Romania, Poland,
Turkey and others). For Ukraine this tendency carries serious se-
curity challenges at the geopolitical and national levels because in
fact, we can not exclude the use of different forms of ethnic factors
ranging from the appearance and distribution of official documents
from other states providing ethnicity-based privileges to their
holders («Polish Card»), promoting citizenship of other countries
(in fact, violating the laws of Ukraine), to open support of sepa-
ratist organizations and movements hostile to Ukrainian statehood
that threaten the territorial integrity of Ukraine, its subjectivity at
the regional and global levels.

Relations of strategic partnership of Ukraine with global
players, such as the USA and China have a special significance.
Strengthening of international guarantees of security in order to
preserve the sovereignty, territorial integrity, democratic progress
and economic development of Ukraine is the main uniting strate-
gic goal of its relations with the global powers. The strategic part-
nership with the United States focuses on solving the problems of
strengthening security guarantees for Ukraine and the joint fight
against global threats, support of the European integration course
of Ukraine by the official Washington, its entry into the European
and global markets. However, the Ukrainian-American cooperation
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in the economic sphere, particularly on trade and investment issues,
is not consistent with the declared level and potential of the stra-
tegic relationship. Position of the American side is quite clear: the
growth of economic cooperation should promote modernization in
Ukraine, especially the fight against corruption and improvement
of the investment climate. The proclaimed Ukrainian-American
strategic partnership remains declarative without qualitative change
in this area, while interaction on specific issues at the international
or bilateral level will depend on the political situation and appro-
priateness for the leadership of both countries.

Meanwhile, the strategic partnership between Ukraine and
China specifies mutual economic interest of both parties. Although
growing political significance of China in the international arena
is important for Ukraine (China is one of the guarantors of the
Ukrainian security), pragmatic mutual interest still remains pri-
mary for both states. For the Chinese side it is extremely impor-
tant to optimize international transport flow, to foster development
of cross-border transport infrastructure and to deepen cooperation
in technological areas where Ukraine has powerful basic positions:
engineering, space industry, aviation, ship and engine building,
nuclear power and alternative energy. However, assessing risks of
a large-scale breakthrough in the Ukrainian-Chinese relations in
view of the experience of the Central Asian region, it is evident
that the official Beijing sees Ukraine not only as a huge market for
their products, but also as a foothold for further progress of China
in the European markets that could have negative consequences for
Ukraine in the context of the implementation and operation of a
free trade area with the EU. In addition, Chinese investors are in-
terested in key industries of the Ukrainian economy, specifically
land resources, energy resource and MIC, which are strategic sec-
tors of the Ukrainian economy. Projects proposed by the Chinese
side provide using their own labor resources and materials and do
not focus on creating jobs in Ukraine [9, p. 25].

Thus, it is only consistent and transparent development of stra-
tegic partnership at the regional and global levels that will pro-
vide progressive democratic development in Ukraine, social mod-
ernization and strengthening international guarantees of its securi-
ty. However, successful positioning of Ukraine on the international
arena is impossible without internal consensus within the coun-
try. To achieve this goal it is necessary to solve a number of key
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problems within the country, without which further progress looks
bleak, especially the problem of adaptation of the Ukrainian society
to the realities of the post-industrial world in the areas of energy,
infrastructure and technological innovation [10, p. 75-77]. In con-
ditions of tough global competition the most urgent tasks include
comprehensive modernization of the Ukrainian economy, introduc-
tion of scientific and technical innovations in the industry and ag-
riculture, renovation of industrial capacity, implementation of new
technologies and energy efficiency of all the sectors. It is a pity that
energy dependence of the national economy has long passed into the
category of strategic importance for the development of Ukraine,
for viability of its economy and for satisfying social needs of the
population. Moreover, Ukraine in recent years has been rapidly los-
ing credibility in the European energy matters due to discrediting
policy of external forces and because of the whole range of domes-
tic problems related to excessive energy consumption in production
and in the social sphere, irrational structure of energy balances, in-
efficient production, transportation and consumption of energy. So,
Ukraine badly requires system implementation of a comprehensive
energy reform, which would provide for the development of domes-
tic energy production, finding promising new energy sources, im-
proving technologies in the field of energy, energy efficiency mea-
sures and diversification of energy imports. Obviously, implemen-
tation of these measures is impossible without a coordinated and
effective collaboration with external partners. The key to successful
development and reform of the energy sector of Ukraine is in depo-
liticization of the economy aspects and preventing the use «energy
lever’ as a means of political pressure, which, as experience shows,
only leads to the negative results.

Provision of the national food security is a strategically impor-
tant condition for maintaining economic and social stability of the
state. Due to various reasons (consumption growth caused by the
rapid growth of population, development of biofuel energy sector,
adverse climatic changes, the outdated methods of agricultural pro-
duction, depletion of land and water resources, speculative jumps in
food prices, etc.) a problem of basic food provision acquires a glob-
al scale. The modern concept of food security is no longer limited
to the national level and provision of self-sufficiency for particular
states - it needs implementing potential of the import-oriented food
production.
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Favorable climatic conditions, the potential of Ukrainian farm-
land, broad technological prospects for increasing its productivity
and relatively low population density give Ukraine a certain mar-
gin of safety before the global food crisis. However, it is clear that
it is impossible to stay isolated from the above global trends. The
developed countries have almost reached the peak of their abilities
to obtain the highest possible crop yield using the advanced tech-
nology for increasing the soil productivity. The international com-
munity hopes that Ukraine will expand its export crop production
by maximizing the productivity of crops. We agree that it will fa-
cilitate sizable investments to the Ukrainian agricultural sector and
provide broad opportunities for expansion into foreign markets,
but we should be aware of the risks associated with technological
growth and anthropogenic impact on land and water resources and
on the environment in general. Development of the nature conserva-
tion measures at the state level, introduction of alternative resourc-
es-saving and secure farming technologies and systems, monitoring
the use of land and other natural resources have become an inte-
gral part of the reform in the agroindustrial complex of Ukraine.

The demographic crisis is another global challenge that becomes
more evident in Ukraine. As in the most European countries, one
observes a steady trend towards reducing the total number of the
population in Ukraine, especially the share of the working popu-
lation. This tendency becomes irreversible and soon may result in
economic and social problems in employment, pensions, migration,
changes in ethnic, language and religious composition of the pop-
ulation of Ukraine. The difficulty of overcoming the demographic
crisis is that the improvement depends on the systemic reforms, in-
cluding raising living standards, quality of public health care, in-
creased labor safety and salaries, improved living conditions, adop-
tion of a healthy lifestyle, raising the cultural and educational level
of the population of Ukraine.

Conclusions

Dynamic changes in the international environment over the
past few years developed from expert discussions into the real
politics. The deepening crisis in the European Union, increased
instability in the Near and Middle East, focusing on U.S. foreign
policy toward the Asia-Pacific, the rise of China and India in the
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international arena are the signs of inevitable redistribution of the
world political and economic influence.

Implementation of the strategic tasks of the new global agenda
requires search for innovative solutions, including asymmetric
responses to the existing threats and challenges, since it is more
difficult to resist them with traditional methods. Consequently, the
international community faces problems that cannot be solved by
a single country or a small group of countries, because they need
effective broad international cooperation at all levels. The global
financial and economic crisis in conditions of formation of a unified
financial system and interdependence of the global economies
dramatically increased the importance of concerted efforts by the
international community.

Providing conditions for sustainable socio-economic develop-
ment, international peace and security, effective crisis manage-
ment — these are the unflagging global tasks set by the members of
different international forums — G-8, G-20, BRIX, SCO and other
international structures. However, along with the traditional chal-
lenges and threats (terrorism, weapons proliferation, military con-
flicts), the world faces new serious challenges, which until recently
have not been globally significant, specifically in the areas of ecol-
ogy, health, food security, scientific and technological development,
migration, etc. Consequently, the balance of power is changing, new
problem and areas of cooperation appear. The international actors in
search of greater efficiency are changing leverages.

Ukraine as an integral part of the modern globalized world
faces the whole range of traditional and new global challenges.
Finding adequate responses to the global challenges can be a
trigger to update the country and reach a new level of development.
Ukraine has all chances to take decent place in the new global
world system, given favorable geopolitical position and rich natural
and human resources. Implementation of the socio-economic
reforms aimed at changing the economic development mechanisms,
system modernization of the economy, the dramatic increase of
the technological level of domestic production, competitiveness of
the economy on the basis of protecting national interests should
become the key tasks of the Ukrainian authorities. These and other
activities should be accompanied by large-scale implementation of
the social programs, curbing the demographic crisis, strengthening
security in the political, economic, informational, scientific,
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educational and cultural spheres of life. It is also important to note
that modernization of the public sphere is impossible without active
participation of the citizens in the affairs of state, strengthening
of the public control over the authorities, state support of the civil
society development in Ukraine, establishment of true partnership
relations and collaboration between the public and civil sectors on
the basis of the European democratic values and principles of good
governance.
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
