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becomes second region in the world as to its significance

after Europe and third as to the deepness of the integration
processes after the European Union (the EU) and the Northern
America (NAFTA). High dynamics of the economic development,
establishment of an active political dialogue between the regional
and other states on the bilateral level and in the frames of a
number of multilateral regional forums form a tendency for gradual
bringing the APR to the level of a main center of economic and
political gravity similar to the processes that Europe experienced in
the previous times. Today the region gradually becomes the engine
for development of the world civilization taking over the role for
five centuries played by Europe [1]. According to the world leading
analysis, particularly Z. Brzezinskyi and G. Kissinger, the epicenter
of the global policy, not only the global economy, is moving to the
APR.

After collapse of the Soviet Union a political situation in the
APR ceased to be determined by the bilateral relations of USSR/
Russia—USA, which urged the development of the regional multipo-
larity. The end of the cold war and bipolarity epoch had a dramatic
impact on the political situation and economic tendencies in the re-
gion. Countries of the region began to actively look for new forms
of cooperation, reformatting of the activities of the «old» regional
organizations towards integration and creation of the new integra-

Since 90’s of the 20™ century the Asia-Pacific Region (APR)
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tion-type forums. The APR is attractive today as the world center
of the biggest economic growth outpacing other regions for its eco-
nomic growth rates and implementation of the advanced technolo-
gies. The most powerful economic, political and military states are
located in the region, namely USA, China, Japan, India, Australia,
Russia, Indonesia, Republic of Korea (ROK), Brazil, Mexico,
Argentina and others. Among them the USA, China, Japan, Russia
and the ASEAN group are considered the world and regional cen-
ters of political influence. The largest thee economies of the world,
countries making up half of «Big Twenty» also belong to the APR
[2, 3].

At the beginning of the post-bipolar epoch more than 15 inter-
national organizations of the integration type were operating in the
region. Among them in the descending order of influence are as
follows: APEC, ASEAN, East Asian Economic Council (ASEAN,
Japan, Republic of Korea, New Zealand, Taiwan and Hong Kong),
the ASEAN Regional Forum on Security (ARF), the Association
of Regional Cooperation in the South Asia (SAARC), the Pacific
Conference on Trade and Economic Development, the Pacific
Economic Council, the Pacific Economic Cooperation Council [2].
The Russian Federation (RF) is a member of APEC, ARF and the
last two forums.

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO), the BRIC
Forum, the ASEAN+8 (expanded East Asian Summit — SAS),
the Russia—India—China Triangle, the Conference on Interaction
and Trust Measures in Asia', the Dialogue on Cooperation in Asia,
where Russia is involved, as well as the mechanisms of ASEAN+3,
the China—Japan—ROK Triangle, the US Initiative with the Trans-
Pacific Partnership, the Pacific Islands Forum and others have be-
come more active in the recent times [4].

In 2013 there are 15 years since accession of the RF to the
APR largest regional organization as to the number of members —
APEC, which is an international economic forum created to pro-
mote integration relations of the APR states using the experience
of the EU. However, today it seems quite problematic to create
APR integration structure following the EU style because of APEC
amorphousness, a wide range of participants varying in ideologies,
political and economic systems and legal norms, a lack of common
consolidating values and political goals, a variety of national inter-
ests. Currently, in addition to Russia, the APEC includes 20 econ-
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omies?: USA, Canada, Japan, Australia, New Zealand, Republic of
Korea, Singapore, Thailand, Malaysia, the Philippines, Indonesia,
Brunei Darussalam, China, Hong Kong and Taiwan, Mexico,
Papua New Guinea, Chile, Vietnam and Peru. There are 3 billion
people living in the APEC (nearly half of the global population)
and its combined gross domestic product exceeds 20 trillion US dol-
lars (57% of the world GDP). The APEC accounts for about 50%
of the world trade in goods and services and about 45% of foreign
direct investments. However, APEC is not a legal organization, but
a forum of advisory and consultative nature [3, 6].

Based on the scheme prepared by the Center for Strategic and
International Studies (CSIS, Washington, USA), it is clear that
almost all the regional integration structures created today in the
APR are related and have interests and objectives overlapping each
other (see Fig. 1). In this situation APEC is the largest organiza-
tion as to the number of participants and potential volume of the
internal market [7, 8].

Russia's official accession to the APEC took place on 14
November 1998. in Kuala Lumpur (Malaysia) during the meeting
of the ministers of foreign affairs and economy on the eve of the
next APEC summit. Moreover, the main motive for accession was
the need to integrate the Russian regions of Siberia and the Far
East to the Asia-Pacific economy, expand relations and markets as
well as attract foreign investments. The RF leaders expressed this
action a «real breakthrough of the foreign policy in the Asian direc-
tion», recognizing «the unique role of Russia as a Eurasian state».
However, the tough reality is often quite different from the expec-
tations, and instead of the expected inflow of investments Russia
faced the state default in 1998.

Today, there exist different views on the real success of Russia's
participation in the integration processes of the Asia Pacific region.
On the one hand, the official position of the Foreign Ministry is
that the RF is successfully moving in this direction and in 2011 fi-
nally it became a member of all integration associations operating
under the APR. However, a more balanced assessment of the RF
involvement in the activities of the regional APR structures gives a
less optimistic picture: as a full member the Russian Federation is
now present in 8 out of 40 most important regional organizations
and relies on a stable partnership with one of the sub-regional or-
ganizations (ASEAN). Russian participation in the APR institu-
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tionalized integration structures is usually restricted to member-
ship in universal and functional organizations of regional, inter-
regional and trans-regional levels (7 of 19), such as APEC, ARF,
ASEM, EurAsEC and SCO. Russia is mainly involved in the activ-
ities of the regional structures of wide range, but remains far be-
yond such institutions as Forum Asia — Latin America, Association
of Regional Cooperation of the Indian Ocean States, Association
for Regional Cooperation of the South Asian countries (USA and
Japan are observers of this structure) and trans-regional institutions
focused on practical implementation of specific projects. Among the
latter, it is worth mentioning the Asian Development Bank, and
the RF membership in this bank seems unlikely in the nearest fu-
ture in view of the RF problems in its relations with Japan [13].
The Government Commission on Economic Integration estab-
lished in 2005 and headed by the Deputy Prime Minister of the
Russian Federation is involved in particular practical issues of
Russia cooperation with APEC. However, according to the Russian
experts’ opinion, almost 15 years of the RF involvement in APEC
has not yet exhibited any tangible activities of the Russian econom-
ic diplomacy in this sphere. In 2007 the share of APEC in the to-
tal Russian foreign trade was 18%, whereas in 2010 it increased to
over 23% (the EU — about 50%, the CIS — about 14%), and in
2011 — up 28%°. However, 80% of this trade falls only on 4 coun-
tries in the region: China — 10% of the total turnover, the USA,
Japan and South Korea. A share of Russia in export of the region
countries varies from 0% to 1.3%, while imports — from 0% to 3%.
Although Russia is officially involved in the integration pro-
cesses in the APR (working with APEC and cooperating with
ASEAN as an interactive partner), but this participation is quite
formal, while initiatives to join these integration associations were
launched in the 1990’s, and according to some researchers, are at-
tributed to the residual ambitions of the USSR as a great power.
According to some Russian experts, today Russia lacks a systematic
approach to the policy in the APR, which is manifested, in particu-
lar, by populist attempts to «demonstrate the flag» by the RF top
officials (including the highest rank), particularly visit of Dmitry
Medvedev as the President (2011) and the Prime Minister of the
Russian Federation (July 2012) to the South Kuril islands. Such ac-
tions from the Russian side were very negatively perceived in Japan.
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However, in the last 57 years one also observes a more prag-
matic approach in the RF foreign policy — formation of doctrines
based on the national security gives way to geo-economics, which
acts under different laws than the foreign policy doctrine of the bi-
polar world. Economic changes taking place in today's world de-
velop so that the centers of status consumption are moving from
Europe to the APR. For example, in 2011 the number of million-
aires in Asia for the first time exceeded their number in Europe.
The expert opinion is as follows: in order to retain the global player
in the politics Russia needs a long-term strategy and infrastructure
presence in APR [5].

It is believed that the main reasons of Russia’s lagging behind
in this area are distortions in the regional policy of the federal gov-
ernment of the country, longstanding chronic underestimation of
the importance of Siberia and the Far East development, and in the
first place, low-technology and raw material structure of the econ-
omy in these areas. Russia took a principled policy of «alignment»
of European and Pacific vectors of its foreign and domestic poli-
cy. The Federal Target Program of the Far East and Transbaikal
Area Development for the period to 2013 (approved in 2007), the
Program for Development of Vladivostok as a center for interna-
tional cooperation in the APR as well as of socio-economic develop-
ment of the Far East and Baikal region for the period up to 2025
(approved in December 2009) are large-scale government measures
for attaining this goal. Economic and social growth in these areas
on the basis of developing their rich natural resources could become
a «locomotive» for the country's integration in the APR and the
whole integration process in the region.

Russia is predominantly a European country linked with the
West by its history, culture, democratic values, political and eco-
nomic relations. Problems of the Russian economy modernization al-
so can not be solved without the active cooperation with the West.
However, given a number of factors, primarily geographical, eco-
nomic, geopolitical and cultural, Russia can not be attributed sole-
ly to the West in view of its unique status of the two-continental
Eurasian country. The Russian specifics is that it combines the fea-
tures of Western (European) and Eastern (Asian) civilizations [17].

As it is know, out of 17.1 million km? of its area almost 14 mil-
lion km? of the Russian territory are in Asia (80% of the territory
and 70% of borders), where the most of its natural resources are
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located securing a special place of Russia in the global economy.
Meanwhile, in the Far Eastern Federal District of Russia, which
occupies 36.4% of the country, the population is only 7 million peo-
ple (less than 5% of the total population size) [18].

Recently the key areas were identified, where the Russian state
corporations along with private businesses are planning to intensi-
ty their cooperation with the APR states. First, this is the energy
sector, specifically energy supply, providing of high-tech services
for construction and modernization of the energy facilities, the use
of Russian experience in managing power networks, cooperation in
the nuclear energy sector, as well as in the aerospace, aircraft and
ship building, military, educational, scientific technical, cultural
and humanitarian spheres.

Security issues are also urgent for Russia within the APEC.
Russia put forward numerous initiatives on developing a dialogue
on the energy security issues and cooperation for liquidation of the
natural disasters consequences. Particularly relevant this issue be-
came after the accident at the Fukushima-1 in March 2011 in Japan.

Countries of the Eastern Asian trio, China—Japan—ROK, are the
closest APR neighbors of Russia and some of the most economically
successful countries in the region and the world. Therefore, the RF
goal is in development of close relations with them, both on bilat-
eral and multilateral basis with the APEC being an effective plat-
form for implementing this task. According to Russian experts, the
clash of interests between Russia and China in APEC is unlikely.
Russia can not become a leader in the APEC by objective reasons,
but by cooperating with China, it can enhance the dialogue with
its key partners — countries of the South-East Asia (SEA). China
does not always perceive Russia as a full member of APEC. Russia
is often considered outside the context of the APR integration pro-
cesses. China, like most other countries in the region, views Russia
as a European country rather than as a full-fledged player in the
APR [7].

Japan for its part, is considering Russia more as a partner for
bilateral cooperation than for regional integration forums. The
main directions of the Japanese-Russian cooperation is energy co-
operation (project Sakhalin-2 and the construction of the oil pipe-
line Eastern Siberia — Pacific Ocean, energy resource trading).
The largest in Asia plant for natural gas liquefaction is created in
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Yuzhno-Sakhalinsk (Sakhalin Island, Russia) with participation of
Japan.

For some time APEC ranked first in the strategy of the South
Korea in the APR. The country took numerous actions to improve
the mechanisms of this forum, particularly on trade liberalization in
the APR. Today the ROK priorities shifted toward bilateral FTZ’s,
which is typical for the whole region, so the ROK views Russia as
a possible partner to create another FTZ [7].

Relations with India play an important role in the Asian poli-
cy of Russia. They are of special strategic nature and is practically
free from conflicts during the whole period of their existence. The
most promising and successful areas of cooperation between the two
countries are energy and defense.

Such APR countries as India, China, Malaysia, Vietnam and
Indonesia are traditionally the main regional partners of Russia in
the military-technical cooperation, with almost 80% of the Russian
arms export falling on only two countries — India and China. In
recent years, there is a tendency of declining the MTC volume with
China (by 62%), which is, mainly connected with the intensive
development of China's own military industry. Although in 2009
the Russian defense industry exports to China still accounted for
about half of all sales of the Russian arms abroad. According to the
International Institute for Strategic Studies (IISS, London, United
Kingdom), India purchased weapons in Russia for a total amount
of $ 50 billion and this is a unique world record. [7, 20].

The RF puts every effort to diversify the MTC geography.
In 2003, Russia concluded contracts with three countries of
Southeastern Asia — Vietnam, Malaysia and Indonesia. The total
value of the contracts only for one year was about $ 2 billion. In
2009 Russia concluded a contract with Vietnam for delivery of a
new fighter aircraft Su-30MK2, and in 2010 — a new contract for
12 such aircrafts, aircraft equipment and parts (for 1 billion USD).
Russia also received an order for two newest patrol ships — frigates
Gepard-3.9 to combat submarines, surface and air forces.

Although Russia currently supplies significant volumes of arms
to the East Asia, the military-strategic balance of forces in the Far
East over the past two decades underwent seriously changes not in
favor of Russia. While the armed forces of Russia reduced about
three times, the armed forces of China, the Republic of Korea,
Japan and other countries of the region continue to grow. Even the
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self-defense forces of Japan (300 thouthend people) access in num-
ber the Far Eastern military region, not to mention a numerical su-
periority of the US Armed Forces in the region [18].

Formation of a new Russian foreign policy around ATP need-
ed transformation of foreign policy thinking, which traditionally
centered on the Euro-Atlantic space. Despite the long term histo-
ry of cooperation with China, India and other Asia Pacific coun-
tries, there is still a stereotype of Russia being an external force
in the APR. However, experts believe that a total refusal from the
European orientation could mean a denial of the genetic and cul-
tural roots of the Russian nation, hopes for the democratic modern-
ization. The RF could take full advantage of its «Euro-Asia» loca-
tion acting as a mediator and representative of the interests in the
East-West domain [19].

Russia has a unique geographical position, being both in Europe
and Asia, as the largest European, Asian, Eurasian and East Asian
country. Therefore, an important task of the RF leadership is to
pragmatically use these geopolitical advantages for accelerating in-
tegration of Russia in the APR. Countries of this region account
for 85% of the total foreign trade in the Russian Far East, whose
economic relations with neighboring countries is more intense than
the European regions of Russia. Some researchers see this as a po-
tential danger of complete reorientation of the Asian part of the
country to the regional economic relations and possible Chinese ex-
pansion into the Russian territory. This risk is not caused by «ag-
gressive aspirations» of neighbors, but by the lack of economic and
social development of the Asian part of Russia. According to ex-
perts, a share of the APR countries in the foreign trade turnover of
Russia can be lifted up to 33—-35% as compared to the same share
of the EU Member States primarily by expanding cooperation in
the energy sector [19].

The RF geopolitical location provides quite good opportunities
to participate in the APR integration processes. The Russian Far
East, which entirely belongs to the Pacific area, with its rich natu-
ral resources and relatively well-developed industrial and transport
infrastructure once it is totally modernized can be considered by
the countries of the region as a welcomed and valuable member of
the dynamic processes in the APR to ensure sustainable develop-
ment through collaboration, integration and modernization.
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A characteristic feature of the modern Asia and the APR is the
integration processes on the sub-regional and general Asian levels
often overlapping or complementing each other. Growing activity
of existing multilateral organizations in the region reflects a gener-
al trend towards multilateralism and collective development of the
solutions for expanding and deepening of the integration processes
in the APR region, which are likely to be strengthened. However,
unlike Europe, Asian region is not homogeneous in the cultural,
historical and political domain; its different sub-regions have their
own specificity stimulating rapid growth of various multilateral fo-
rums with absence of a general structure like the OSCE in Europe.
According to experts, there are all grounds to expect that the gen-
eral trend towards multilateralism will remain predominant in the
APR for the future [21, 22].

According to some Russian experts [1], Russia should organize
and occupy a niche in the APR similar to the one the Non-Aligned
Movement occupied during the Cold War and bloc confrontation
period. In this case, this niche along with Russia will be occupied
by a large group of countries that oppose an unequivocal choice
between the USA and China and are not interested in destructive
confrontation between the superpowers, for example, ASEAN coun-
tries.

As for the possibilities and prospects for development of practi-
cal cooperation between Ukraine and the APR countries, consider-
ing the Russian experience of entering the APR markets, one could
recommend to work out a set of activities to support technology-
oriented Ukrainian exports for the APR products non-salable in the
European and North American markets: articles of civil engineering
and energy machine-building, aviation and space industry (aircraft
and rocket building, creating communication satellites), engine and
shipbuilding as well as the MIC. Once the success in these areas is
achieved, it would be advisable to create respective service centers
and joint ventures in the APR countries.

The APR countries are known as large consumers of grain; the
APEC economy accounts for 38% of its world imports [1]. Ukraine
as a major exporter of these products could intensify cooperation
with the region, using its sea port transport and logistics infra-
structure. Russia, for its part as a powerful grain exporter but lack-
ing its own grain transshipment ports in the Far East, could use

the Ukrainian Black Sea ports for shipment of grain exports on a
mutually beneficial basis with Ukraine.

Cooperation of the RF with ASEAN. Potentials for Ukraine

Currently ASEAN states’ created a widely balanced system of
the dialogue partners with the leading countries of the world in-
cluding USA, China, the EU, Japan, India, the ROK and Russia
[2, 24-26].

According to the Russian Foreign Minister S. Lavrov, devel-
opment of the dialogue partnership with ASEAN countries is a
priority of Russia's foreign policy in the APR region, while the
ASEAN-Russia partnership passed a long way for 15 years [21,
24]. Historical origin of Russia's relations with the APR countries
date back to the days of old, to the common history of Ukraine and
Russia — the history of the Kievan Rus, when the medieval monks
of the Kiev-Pechersk Lavra were aware of the existence of countries
in the far South—East Asia (SEA) [27].

The ASEAN—-Russia relations are based on a solid foundation
of modern history. At the final stage of World War II, the Soviet
Union made a decisive contribution to the victory over Japan.
This joint victory of the Soviet Union peoples with people from
Ukraine playing a significant role, brought peace and freedom to
the East Asia countries occupied by Japan during the war. During
the Cold War the USSR and Ukraine as its part developed active
relations with a number of Southeast Asian countries, including
Indonesia and countries of Indochina (Vietnam, Cambodia, Laos
and Myanmar).

Today Russia declares development of ideology-free relations
with the PSA. Priority cooperation areas for Russia with the coun-
tries of «ten» include joint promotion of multilateral approaches to
security in the Asia-Pacific region, increased trade, economic and
investment cooperation, expansion of mutually beneficial coopera-
tion in various economy sectors (energy, space, transportation and
logistics infrastructure, emergency situations, health care, educa-
tion, culture) [28]. In 1996 Russia was officially registered in the
status of an ASEAN dialogue partner. A comprehensive legal frame-
work to support these relations was developed among the ASEAN—
Russia fundamental documents including the Joint Declaration on
Partnership in Peace and Security, Prosperity and Development in
the Asia-Pacific Region, the Joint Declaration on the Development

and Comprehensive Partnership, Comprehensive Action Program to
Promote Cooperation in 2005-2015, an Agreement on Cooperation
in the field of Economy and Development, and other documents.

The first Summit held on December 13, 2005 in Kuala Lumpur
(Malaysia) was a benchmark in the ASEAN—Russia relations. This
Summit identified priority areas of cooperation and was the impe-
tus for practical cooperation in a wide range of issues. The Summit
adopted a comprehensive action plan for development of cooperation
for 2005—2015, covering a wide range of issues on security, econ-
omy and development (counter-terrorism, transnational crime, the
economy and trade, energy and food security, prevention of adverse
effects of natural disasters, tourism, science, technology, culture
and education). Despite the high potential of comprehensive coop-
eration in many practical fields, the parties recognized that the cur-
rent level of economic cooperation between ASEAN and Russia far
behind from the current level of a political dialogue [25]. This is
evidenced by relatively modest amounts of annual ASEAN—Russia
turnover of 10—15 billion USD (ASEAN trade with China amounts
to 232 billion USD). However, both sides know their prospects and
existing disparities, which is the key to gradually change the situ-
ation for the better.

Establishing direct business contacts between specialized struc-
tures of the Association and Russian ministries and agencies is fun-
damentally important for expanding practical cooperation. So, in
order to accelerate the development of cooperation in the field of
high technology, energy, space, agriculture, transportation, chem-
ical industry and metallurgy in 2011 a Roadmap for Economic
Cooperation was prepared during the second meeting of the
ASEAN and Russia economy ministers.

The today’s agenda of the ASEAN—Russia cooperation is to ex-
pand the institutional framework of concerted actions that is sup-
posed to further expand the range of opportunities in the most
promising areas of cooperation, including in the energy sector.

The issues of energy security formed a major discussion topic at
the APEC Summit held in September 2012 in Vladivostok. Joint
activities in this field will enable ASEAN to strengthen its energy
security and Russia — its innovation and financial component of the
fuel and energy complex, possibly from the investments within the
format of ASEAN+3 and ASEAN+S.
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The Russian companies currently are actively working on the
continental shelf in Vietnam, constructing new and modernizing
old power plants. Dozens of hydroelectric and thermal power plants
that produce about 80% of all electricity in the country were built
together in Vietnam in cooperation with the Soviet, Russian and
Ukrainian experts over the past 50 years. Russia is willing to deep-
en cooperation in the nuclear power engineering and safe manage-
ment of radioactive wastes. It is planned to construct the first two
nuclear power plants in Vietnam of the value of 10—15 billion USD
each. Similar agreements are signed with Myanmar.

As it is mentioned, liquidation of the consequence of natural
disasters is a promising direction of cooperation. The first expert
consultations within the ASEAN emergency response were held in
2010 in Singapore.

One of the key problems is coordinated fight against terrorism.
Meetings of the Senior Officials of ASEAN and Russia devoted to
the cross-border crime were initiated in 2004. A special working
group on combating terrorism and transnational crime was created
in 2009, the work plan on joint activities was signed and working
contacts with Russian intelligence service and ASEAN counter-ter-
rorist centers were established.

Cultural and humanitarian relations with ASEAN also actively
develop. In 2010 the ASEAN Centre was opened at the Moscow
State Institute of International Relations with the aim of mutual
dissemination of comprehensive information about PSA in Russia
and about RF in the countries of the Association. A significant po-
tential for cooperation in tourism should also be noted. For exam-
ple, from 2004 to 2009 the number of Russian tourists visiting the
PSA countries increased from 140 thousand to 509 thousand people.

The Second ASEAN-Russia Summit was held on October
30, 2010 in Hanoi (Vietnam). Its main final document, the Joint
Statement, reflects general approaches of the parties to further
cooperation and current international issues. Intergovernmental
ASEAN-Russia Agreement on cooperation in the cultural field was
signed. On the eve of the ASEAN business and investment summit
the meetings of the representatives of business communities of the
ten countries and the RF were held. According to the parties, the
Second ASEAN—Russia Summit was a landmark that gave a seri-
ous impulse to cooperation between the parties at the government
level and between business and social circles, figures of science and
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culture. The RF leaders proposed to prepare a detailed roadmap
of cooperation in the fields of trade, economy and investment [24].

Interest in enhancing cooperation through the ASEAN—Russia
is mutual. Today Russia with its Eurasian geopolitical position,
claims to be a major regional power and global energy superpower,
vast natural resources and critical needs for the economic, social
and demographic development of Siberia and the Far East regions
is very much interested in deepening economic and other practical
cooperation with APR countries and international agencies, includ-
ing ASEAN. In view of the negative consequences of the global fi-
nancial crisis of 2009 that had the most tangible impact on the sit-
uation in the Euro-Atlantic region, Russia, which for centuries has
identified itself as European country, today pragmatically shows
itself as an Asian state.

In 2010, after the enlargement of ASEM with Russia, Australia
and New Zealand, the following criteria for membership in this fo-
rum formed: geographic location of the country in Europe or Asia,
the close political and economic ties with the ASEM countries, the
ability to contribute to the Forum development, approval of the
candidate by the countries of its area. Today the ASEM members
include the European Commission, the Secretariat of ASEAN and
46 countries, among which are the EU members, ASEAN, partners
in ASEAN+3, India, Mongolia, Pakistan, Australia, New Zealand
and Russia. Obviously, the last stage of ASEM enlargement shows
some «dilution» of membership requirements, including the geo-
graphical criterion. In this context an issue of possible participation
of Ukraine in ASEM seems appropriate as Ukraine as a European
country has developed relations with European countries and with
most of the leading Asian countries.

In some countries the key positions in the economy, government
and research institutions are occupied by a significant number of
graduates from the universities of the former Soviet Union, espe-
cially Russia and Ukraine. These people have a positive attitude to
our country and can play a constructive role of economic and politi-
cal lobbies that can be effectively used by both Ukraine and Russia.
Further attracting students from the Southeast Asian countries to
study at the universities of our country is a very perspective task.

According to Russian experts, Russia with its experience in the
implementation of major infrastructure projects is able to offer its
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participation in the modernization of highways, railways and ports
as well as construction of the subway in the PSA countries.

These plans and Russia's experience in the development of prac-
tical cooperation and participation in the PSA integration process-
es can inspire Ukrainian enterprises and private businesses to in-
tensify cooperation with the ASEAN countries regarding certain
historical affinity and mutual complementarity of the economies of
Ukraine and Russia. Unfortunately today we have to state a rather
inconsiderable volume of trade, economic and other practical coop-
eration of our country with countries of the sub-region, which does
not allow bringing our relations to a new quality level. In the case
of activation of the Ukrainian business presence in the region it
would be appropriate to create a consortium of Ukrainian export-
ers and importers to optimize activities in ASEAN and Asia-Pacific
markets for increasing the trade turnover and credit support of the
Ukrainian enterprises.

It would be very promising for the Ukrainian aircraft manufac-
turers to enter the PSA markets, particularly in cooperation with
the Russian aviation industry. In 2010, at the international air show
in Farnborough (UK) representatives of civil aviation signed sev-
eral large contracts and agreements with the ASEAN partners, in
particular with the Indonesian National Air Company to deliver
during 2012-2015 years 30 new aircrafts Dry-Superjet-100 for the
total amount of $ 1 billion, with the Thai Air Company to pur-
chase 12 similar aircrafts, another three aircrafts were ordered by
the Laos air company.

Moreover, in connection with the tragic event — the crash of
the Dry-Superjet 100 during a demonstration flight in Indonesia in
May 2012 and possible suspension of the previously concluded con-
tracts with individual PSA countries, it becomes possible to con-
tinue active promotion of the Ukrainian aircraft of the same class
AN-148 to the relevant markets of the ASEAN countries, as well
as active cooperation between the Ukrainian and Russian aircraft
building industry.

An important task is to transfer the Free Trade Agreement be-
tween Russia and ASEAN into the stage of its practical implemen-
tation. According to the experts estimates of both countries, for
bringing the ASEAN—Russia relations to a higher level it is nec-
essary to make a concrete step towards creation of the ASEAN—
Russia Free Trade Area in future in addition to the similar effective
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agreements of the ASEAN with China, Japan, Republic of Korea,
India, Australia and New Zealand. For some Southeast Asian coun-
tries expansion of cooperation with Russia would help to get access
to some high-tech products of the fuel and energy sector and the
chemical industry as well as to a highly capacious internal market
in Russia [25].

As for the possible benefits for Ukraine, Russia could be a kind
of «springboard» for our state to encourage trade and economic co-
operation with the ASEAN countries regarding the above factors
and a certain level of economic integration between Ukraine and
Russia on the bilateral level and under the CIS.

Among recent important ASEAN-Russia events it is worth men-
tioning the ASEAN—Russia Ministerial Meeting held on July 11-
12, 2012 in Phnom Penh (Cambodia), the meeting of foreign min-
isters of the East Asian Summit (SAS) country members and the
19 ARF session on the security issues. In the course of these meet-
ings their participants summarized the achievements since the previ-
ous meeting in July 2011 and discussed further development of the
dialogue partnership in light of the objectives defined by the sec-
ond ASEAN-Russia Summit (Hanoi, 2010). The main attention in
SAS focused on preparation of the next Summit of the Association
(Phnom Penh, November 2012), as well as on regional security and
cooperation in the energy, finance, emergency, health care and edu-
cation spheres [29].

APEC 2012 summit in Vladivostok: Solutions and Perspectives

This year is the year of the Russian chairmanship in the APEC.
Its culmination fell on the week of the APEC summit, whose pur-
pose was to determine new ways of broad trade-economic and
investment cooperation between Russia and its APR partners.
Significant events took place on September 2—9, 2012 on the island
Russky in Vladivostok including a Meeting of Senior Officials of
the Participating Economies, the Business Advisory Council and
the Business Summit. On September 5—6, 2012 the 24* Annual
Meeting of the Ministers of Foreign Affairs and Trade was held.
The Ministers discussed a wide range of issues concerning the pri-
orities of APEC activities in 2012 proposed by Russia. As a result
of the meeting the Ministers approved the Draft Declaration of the
APEC Leaders Summit and the Joint Statement of the Ministers.
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Meting of the leaders of APEC economies on September 8—9, 2012
was the key event in the week of the Summit [31-34].

The main objective of these representational events in Vladivostok
was to discuss issues of regional integration and cooperation in the
field of high technology, attracting investments from the partners
in APEC as well as large industrial and infrastructure projects in
Siberia and the Far East of Russia.

Meeting of the leaders of APEC member economies Vladivostok
2012 allowed Russia to declare its Pacific and East Asian nature,
to increase its participation in the regional integration processes, to
use this historical chance encouraging development and moderniza-
tion of the Asian and Pacific coasts of the country.

In order to enhance information exchange and to familiarize
the APEC potential partners with real opportunities of the Russian
regions a series of important information, educational and discus-
sion activities were held since December 2011 in St. Petersburg,
Moscow, Yaroslavl, Kazan, Khabarovsk, specifically a meeting of
senior officials on the economy and other promising areas of coop-
eration. More than 90 events including 10 meetings of the line min-
isters took place under the Russian presidency in APEC. Actually,
this year proved record in the history of APEC as to the number
of events.

Russia as the presiding state formulated the main theme of the
Summit 2012: Integration for Growth, Innovation for Prosperity.
Commitments were assumed to facilitate collective efforts of the
APEC members to increase the pace and stability of economic
growth. The above-mentioned priorities of the Russian presidency
should contribute to the achievement of these goals.

The main result of the summit was the Declaration of the APEC
economies leaders, which reflected the results of the forum dur-
ing the Russian presidency. The Declaration formulated the agen-
da for the future. According to Russian President Vladimir Putin,
«Vladivostok summit confirmed adherence of the APEC economies
to the basic principles of free trade and integration. APEC lead-
ers unanimously supported further deepening of the regional eco-
nomic integration» [35]. Leaders of the APEC economies agreed to
increase the portion of gas in the energy balance of the region, ap-
proved list of environmental goods on which duty will be reduced
and confirmed the course for innovative way of economic develop-
ment.
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The US Secretary of State H. Clinton, the head of the US del-
egation to the Summit, said that the United States is interested in
developing partnerships with Russia on the Far East and in Asia in
general. According to her, the USA has no problem with the fact
that Russia plays an important role in Asia. America positively per-
ceives it and would like to strengthen its economic cooperation with
Russia in the region [36].

As a result, we can say that the RF potential as an Asian coun-
try remains largely unrealized. Therefore, Russia is planning to fur-
ther strengthen APR vector in its foreign policy. The leaders of the
country realize the shortsightedness of the attempts to fix economy
only to the Western markets, which took place in the recent past.

It is known that APEC and ASEAN have different short-and
medium term programs. ASEAN has declared its intention by 2020
to create a «triune community» (economic, cultural and security).
APEC for its part declares formation of a unified trading and in-
vestment environment as its main task for the same timeframe.

It is clear that Ukraine can not be an indifferent observer of
dynamic events in the APR with their decisive significance for the
global development in the 215t century. The Pacific Community may
well be created without Ukraine involvement, but is it advanta-
geous to our country? Solutions to this problem should be sought
as soon as possible, bearing in mind that globalization becomes in-
creasingly Asian and its content is transnational.
