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PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF INTERNATIONAL
COOPERATION WITH IRAQ IN ENERGY SPHERE

«Partnership with such center of force as countries of the
Arabic world promises considerable economic benefits — inflow
of investments and implementation of the large scale projects by
Ukraines.

complete sovereignty renewal, search for an optimal model
of development by the Iraqi authorities and people, continuation of
stabilization and normalization in the country after several years of
occupation and civil war. In these terms, the leading world political
and economic centers activate collaboration with Iraq in many
spheres and primarily in the energy industry.

This article aims at analyzing the status and prospects of
international cooperation development on the part of leading centers
of power — the USA, EU, Russia, China, and other countries of
the South-East Asia with regard to collaboration with Iraq in the
energy sector.

Let us mention the area of Ukrainian studies devoted to the
issues of growing the role of economic collaboration with Iraq
in the energy sector. They include a number of publications and
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One of the important current trends in the development of



scientific works by such Ukrainian scientists and experts as
O. Volovych, M. Honchar, V. Gura, D. Kushnir, R. Petyur,
B. Parahonskii, L. Skorokhod, V. Shved and others that examine
the issues of historic and geopolitical grounds for the Middle East
vector in the Ukrainian foreign policy as well as collaboration with
Iraq in power-producing area [1]. The first Ukrainian collective
monograph entitled Asian Direction of the Ukrainian Foreign
Policy: Problems and Prospects. Analytical Estimates published
in 2008 by the National Institute of Strategic Studies exerted
noticeable influence upon scientific development of the mentioned
issues. The authors of Section I Strategic Reference Points of
the Ukrainian Foreign Policy in the Middle East»> (V. Shved,
V. Nagaichuk, S. Nagornyy) focused on studying specifics of
modern geo-economic development process in the Middle East,
prospects for using energy resources potential of the Middle
East region for implementation of the strategic tasks of Ukraine,
problems and pre-conditions for obtaining Iraqi oil. The last most
important paragraph of the afore-mentioned section of monograph,
namely Prospects of for using energy resources potential of the
Middle East region for implementation of the strategic tasks of
Ukraine as explored by leading orientalists Sergiy Nagornyy, Pavlo
Varbanets, Dmitro Serov is of considerable scientific interest and
has the important practical value for collaboration between Ukraine
and Iraq in the energy resource sphere. Analysis of evolution and
dynamics of stabilization of political and legal situation in Iraq,
factor of the Russian policy in the region, issues of spiritual and
political life of the country at the modern stage are displayed
in the works of Russian researchers and orientalists R. Agaev,
O. Voskresenskii, B. Koybaev, V. Inozemtsev, E. Primakov,
V. Yurchenko and others [2]. There are good reasons to mention
also the works of Western European and American researchers and
experts devoted to the political situation around Iraq. Important
tendency in this scientific discourse is growing number of works
devoted to the issues of strengthening influence of the USA in
the region, in particular in Iraq as well as Iraqi reconstruction.
These issues became the research focus of V. Antolis, S. Bouen,
D. Brook, T. Vittes, Ch. Ebinger, M. Indyk, I. Kisov, D. Melon,
K. Pollac, M. Rubin, G. Stensfield, J. Antonio Otal, S. Telhami,
R. Haas, B. Hoffman and others [3].
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There exists quite considerable interest to the works of the
Arabic researchers, such as B. Saalikh, T. Shafik, V. Haddur,
L. Halil, A. Karim, which focus upon the modern condition of
Iraqi oil and gas deposits and issues of adopting the new law
On Oil in Iraq that should regulate the matter of concluding oil
contracts in Iraq. We would like to outline the collective works of
UAE Center of Strategic Studies Iraq: reiteration of colonization
and future role [4], Iraq: research of policy and economy [5], which
examine the issues of renewal of Iraq oil and gas infrastructure and
future collaboration of the country with international companies.
The modern situation and prospects of collaboration of Asian
oil companies in energy industry with Iraq are examined by the
Japanese experts of the Institute of economies, which function
under Japanese organization of foreign trade development IDE
Jetro, Ivasaki Yoko and Sato Akira as well as Chinese researchers
of the World Energy Council of the Asian regional program under
the direction of Zang Guobao, David Yaanghooi Kim, Chong-
Moo Lii, and experts of the Shanghai Institute of International
Relations Yu. Hintyan, Tyan Jongging, Li Waigian and others.

In this connection the article explores modern policy of the
world leading countries regarding collaboration with Iraq in view
of the current experience of Ukraine-Iraqi cooperation in the
energyu sector.

CURRENT ENERGY SITUATION IN IRAQ

Iraq possesses the large oil deposits, which in accordance with
geographical position of the country, may play an important role
in meeting the needs of the European countries in energy supplies.
According to the data of the Institute of Security Studies (Paris),
experts believe that «in 2025, the Middle East region countries,
especially Saudi Arabia, Iran, and Iraq, will provide over 55%
needs of the European Union in oil as compared with the current
45%» 6, p. 117].

According to the experts opinion, the actual oil reserves in
Iraq can soon become two times higher than is estimated by the
Ministry of Oil Industry of this country (presently potential
reserves total 143.1 billion barrels) [7] — specialists might explore
«over 100 billion barrels more in Irag» [8]. It is not impossible that
Iraq may become the largest oil producer after the Saudi Arabia in
the Middle East.
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The northern part of the Republic of Iraq, which contains
enormous oil reserves, is especially promising in its oil industry.
Most oil and gas deposits are located in the Northern and Southern
Rumaila, Kirkuk (Khurmala), Mosul, Halfai, Western Qurna,
Majnun, az-Zubair (Safvan), Nar Umar and East Baghdad with
its oil deposits exceeding 5—6 billion barrels. The most rich oil
deposits, which were explored in the north of Iraq, are listed in
Annex 1. As experts said, in addition to the large oil deposits, the
cost of oil production in Iraq is the lowest in the world: 1-2 US
dollars for a barrel. Besides, Iraq is one of ten countries of the
world with largest natural gas deposits (3,17 trln m?). The specifics
of Iraqi natural gas deposits is that they are the mixed deposits of
oil and natural gas [9, 29-30].

In this context it is really important to make deep analysis
of possible consequences of adoption by Parliament of Iraq of the
law that will determine future of the country — the law On Oil.
The draft law was developed by the Federal Committee of Oil
and Energy of the Council of Ministers of Republic of Iraq on
15 February 2007 and approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of
Iraqg on 3 July of the same year as passed to the Parliament for
consideration. The draft law was considered in the Parliament
staring in September 2008 through 2011 and, as specialists said,
it will be ratified very soon. Adoption of the new law On Oil is
based on Article 111 of the Constitution of Iraq, which «transfers
the large part of plenary powers from the center towards regions»
[10], so exploration and development of the new deposits shall be
within competence of the regional authorities. With regard to oil,
Articles 111—112 of the Constitutions retain the control over the
operating deposits with the central authorities [11]. Taking into
account importance of the new law On Oil, which is directed
towards strengthening Iraq, the government upon its acceptance
will be able to influence the level of oil production and engaged
in the strategic planning of oil production. On March 18, 2009
Vice President of Iraq Tariq al-Hashimi noted that the «Law On
Oil must be directed towards development of energy resources,
production and export of oil and gas and concluding contracts with
regard to providing the best protection of the national interests in
the nearest future and in a long-term prospect» [12]. Currently,
the issue of allocation of oil profits is one of the most controversial
matters of the Iraq domestic policy.
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At the end of 2008, the Iraqi government put forward an
initiative of creating new regional organization of economic
collaboration and security. Baghdad believes that this organization
should be involved in the issues of using energy resources of the
region, settlement of conflicts and other similar matters. At the
present time, Iraq conducts consultations on the issue of creating
new organization with Kuwait, Syria, Turkey, and Iran. It is
expected that the negotiations will involve Jordan, Saudi Arabia
and other monarchies of the Persian Gulf as well.

The structure of law envisages establishment of two severely
controlled and transparent accounts, which shall accumulate
foreign and domestic income. Foreign income includes export
earnings and money, which come from foreign donors, and internal
income includes customs duties and taxes.

The primary purposes, which the law On Oil shall pursue, are
as follows: 1) opening of oil industry for foreign investors; 2) fair
principle of allocation of state profits from the export of crude oil
among the provinces of Iraq. It is expected that the new law On
Oil will help to remove all political and financial shortcomings in
the oil trade system.

In order to resolve the first task, the new law On Oil determines
the terms for conclusion of contracts with foreign companies on
exploration and development of oilfields, regulates the conditions
for concluding the contracts with investors, and also provides for
the revision and re-conclusion of those agreements, which were
signed during the period of S. Hussein regime. In order to regulate
the second issue, the law establishes both the centralized allocation
of state profits from the oil export by the Iraqi government among
all provinces of the country and quite wide powers for the regional
government agencies with regard to the conclusion of agreements
with foreign investors for oil production.

There are good reasons to note that today foreign companies
lost access to Iraqi oil, and only state companies of Iraq possess
the right to produce oil (the North Oil Company and the South
Oil Company). The new law regulates the terms of contracts with
investors as providing supervisory functions for the Federal Oil and
Gas Council. The law On Oil de facto shall be instrumental in
reconciliation between the separated national-religious societies of
the country (Sunnites, Shiites, and Kurds), providing opportunity
to the Iraqi people for participation in determination of future of
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their country, de jure — deprives the government of Iraq of the right
to interfere and terminate contracts in case the contract parameters
do not satisfy the ratified regulation.

The law On QOil provides for: 1) centralization of oil production
within the framework of the Iraqi National Oil Company (INOC);
2) ensuring that the local authorities may directly conclude contracts
with the foreign companies; regulation of conditions, which foreign
companies shall observe to get access to the deposits; specifying
provisions for government collaboration with those companies that
worked in Iraq during the period of S. Hussein regime.

Consequently, after adoption of the law On Oil experts expect
the completion of constitutional process in Iraq and creation of the
legitimate field for international investments. This situation will be
also instrumental in new projects with regard to renewal of Iraqi
infrastructure. In this regard, Iraq will explore new deposits and
strengthen safety, and the collected income from investments will
be invested into the social sphere to address the pressing issues
urgent for the country.

Adoption of the new law On Oil in Iraq was complicated by
the following factors: 1) extremely difficult political situation for
the country, which during the end of 2007 — end of 2011 was ante
factum with the presence of «foreign occupation». Since 2012,
the Arab mass-media de facto almost do not use the «foreign
occupation» term in their messages with regard to this country; 2)
regulation of the issues with regard to use of the national supplies of
oil and other natural resources of the country will be instrumental
in strengthening the trust between Iraqi communities; 3) after war
Iraq decreased the volume of oil production to 2 million barrels a
day.

The period of 2008—2012 is characterized by activation of the
Ministry of Oil of Iraq activity, which announced a number of
service tenders, namely:

- On December 31, 2008, the Oil Minister of Iraq H. Al-
Shakhristani announced an international service tender for the right
to exploit 11 oilfields — Majnoon, Western Qurna, Halfayah, East
Baghdad, Harraf, Quayara, Najma, Badra, Western Qifl, Marjan,
the deposits in Siba province in Basra, whose total productivity
during three or four years will increase up to 2.5 million barrels
of oil a day. Experts specify that three deposits, inclusive of Siba,
are located both in the territory of Iraq and neighbouring Iran
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and Kuwait that requires regulation of the issues related to their
general exploitation. At present, Iraq conducts the corresponding
negotiations with Iran and Kuwait.

- On March 20, 2009, the Ministry of Oil of Iraq declared the
tender for drilling 30 oil wells in the promising deposits of Maisan
province in the south of country. An offer includes the oilfields
Noor, Abu Gurab and super-large Halfayah, which reserves exceed
5 billion barrels, subject to the conditions of <«turnkey» work
commissioning. Acceptance of the requests was completed on April
15, 2009 and the works were completed during 18 months from the
moment of their beginning. The foreign companies-partners were
offered to drill 10 wells on each of the indicated oilfields.

- On March 15, 2009, the Iraqi Oil company Meisan Oil
Campany (MoC) announced a tender for construction of oil
pumping station with capacity of 50 thousand barrels a day at the
deposit of Halfayah.

- In February and May 2010 the Oil Ministry in Iraq conducted
the second round of service tenders on exploring a number of oil
deposits with participation of nine leading companies: Sonangol
of Angola, five Asian oil companies («KazMunaiGas Exploration
Production», PetroVietnam, Pakistan Petroleum, Japan Oil, «Qil
India», two Russian oil companies (Rosneft, Tatneft); and one
British company Kern Energy. In accordance with tender results
there were no American oil company among nine candidates.

-+ On October 20, 2010, Baghdad hosted a tender for development
of three gas deposits: Akkas (western province of Anbar), Mansuria
(eastern part of Iraq), and Subba (south of the country). The
reports of official representatives of Iraqi Ministry of Oil read that
these tenders were postponed once or twice (at first on September
1 and then on October 1, 2010) as some participating companies
requested additional time for more detailed study of the changed
terms of the tender documents prepared by Iraqi authorities. As per
the Arabic experts, the above tenders would definitely be followed
by new ones in the coming years.

THE PRIMARY OBJECTIVES OF USA POLICY IN THE ENERGY
INDUSTRY WITH IRAQ

Today the United States consider Iraq not simply as its strategic
partner but also as responsible, independent subject of international
relations. Characteristic example of this policy was adoption of
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agreement about the long-term strategic partnership with the USA
on October 27, 2008. It was adopted by 144 of 275 deputies of the
Iraqi Parliament.

Scientists express variety of ideas with regard to reasons of
conducting the military operation Freedom of Iraq by the United
States (on March 20, 2003), but in general they outline an
economic aspect as the key factor of the USA war in Iraq and as the
former head of the Federal Bank of the USA A. Greenspan noted,
«Iraqi war was initiated, mainly, for oil» [14, p. 423]. According to
the estimates of the Center of Strategic and International Studies
(Washington, USA), Iraq as well as other countries of the Middle
East, will play dominant role in the world market during at least
two coming decades disregarding all their structural changes. The
estimates of the American specialists prove that dependence of the
United States on the supply of energy resources from the Middle
East region will be doubled during the following 25-30 years [15,
p. 11].

Member of the RF Academy of Sciences, the leader of the Center
of Power Researches of the Institute of the Global Economy and
International Relations of the RF Academy of Sciences N. Simonia
marks that: «...in the last decade of the USA escalation of one-
sided policy, rough pressure and open intervention of “sometimes
armed Iraq” in the affairs of other countries in aspiration to obtain
sole control over oil and the related financial flows in the world
market> [16, p. 17]. The above mentioned policy of the USA in
Iraq resulted in the fact that the United States and Great Britain
obtained the control over larger part of world oil supplies located
in this country [17, p. 240]. The improvement of situation in Iraq
as well as strengthening of co-ordination of US actions after
election of new President of the USA created pre-conditions for
intensification of relationships with Iraq.

No wonder that Iraq and Turkey were selected as countries
that the President of the USA B. Obama visited during his first
European tour on April 67, 2009. During the above mentioned
visit, B. Obama met with the representatives of Iraq authorities
and American servicemen who are deployed in Iraq. During the
meeting the President of the USA mentioned that the people of
Iraq must assume responsibility for the country, that American
soldiers provided opportunity to Iraq to become the democratic
country, and now it is time to transfer all this to the Iraqi people.
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According to the experts, the USA take comprehensive actions with
Turkey assistance for distancing Syria from the alliance with Iran
and including it into the circle of US friendly countries in order
to prevent utilization of the Syria territory and potential in the
activities directed towards expelling the United States from Iraq
and changing the political vector of the Iraqi authority.

So, the primary objective of the American policy in the energy
industry with Iraq is strengthening Iraq as the main strategic ally
of the USA in the Middle East region and its transformation into
the most important resource of long-term energy strategy of the
USA, which envisages establishment of control over the primary oil
deposits of the Persian Gulf countries (above all things in Iraq).
The typical example of such policy of the USA in Iraq over the last
10 years was unprecedented event — adoption of three resolutions
by the UN Security Council on December 15, 2010, which lifted the
sanctions introduced against Iraq after Iraqi aggression to Kuwait
in 1990: 1) about limitation with regard to the UN Program Oil
Exchanged for Food; 2) prohibition with regard to activities in
the area of peaceful nuclear energy and international management
of the Iraq development fund; 3) also it lifted the sanctions,
which limited Iraq in obtaining the chemical and bacteriological
weapon and medium range missiles. This decision was adopted in
accordance with American initiative at the special session of the
Security Council chaired by the vice-president of the USA J. Biden.
The co-authors of this resolution also were Russia, China, Great
Britain, France, and a number of the countries of Asia and Africa.

The present policy of the United States with regard to Iraq
demonstrates its personal interest to this Middle East country and
proves that situation in this country will not get out of control with
the current American Administration. The American servicemen
were able to «quietly» leave Iraq by the end of 2011.

INTERESTS OF THE EUROPEAN UNION COUNTRIES

Recently, one can observe dynamic actions of the leading
European countries, primarily France, Germany, Italy, Great
Britain and others directed towards creation of necessary political
conditions for gaining access to Iraqi oil.

First of all, the EU is interested in the considerable energy
resources of Iraq, its geo-strategic position and promising Iraqi
market. On May 8, 2009 during the Prague energy resources
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summit South Stream is new Silk Way the EU, Turkey, Iraq,
Egypt, Azerbaijan, and Georgia signed the political declaration
about supporting Nabucco project. The declaration reads that Iraq
and Egypt are the primary suppliers of energy resources from the
Middle East region to the EU with Georgia and Turkey being the
main transit countries. Currently, participants launch negotiations
with regard to the construction of a separate gas pipeline from Iraq
to the Southern Turkey, which will be connected to the Naboucco
gas pipeline [19].

During 20092012, the leading EU countries, such as France,
Germany, and Great Britain expressed their intent with regard to
collaboration with Iraq. A number of visits of these countries top
officials to Iraq became the solid proof of their intentions. For
example, the President of France N. Sarkozy began the Middle
East tour exactly from Iraq on February 10, 2009. During the
meeting with Iraqi President J. at-Talabani N. Sarkozy promised to
render to Baghdad considerable economic and political assistance
and called other European countries to renew close relations with
Iraq and assist this country in becoming a part of the international
community. The President of France also conducted negotiations
with the Prime Minister of Iraq N. al-Maliki and specified the
major spheres of co-operation, which interest Paris, namely defense,
energy, oil production, training and equipping of the Iraqi security
forces; on February 25, 2009, meeting of the Iraq Foreign Minister
H. Zibari with the President of European Union Delegation
H. Minkerli took place in Baghdad. The seventh round of negotiations
with regard to Agreement On Ttrade and Collaboration between
Iraq and the EU was held during the meeting. In particular, the
participants discussed certain provisions of the mentioned Agreement
concerning the expanded collaboration between the EU countries
and Iraq. During the last round of negotiations they decided to
discontinue next rounds and turn instead towards implementation
of the contracts and agreements concluded earlier, in other words —
to practically implement the EU collaboration with Iraq.

On February 17-18, 2009, the Foreign Minister of the Federal
Republic of Germany F\V. Steinmeyer made an official visit to
Iraq. He met with the top officials of this country in Baghdad and
Erbil. During F.V. Steinmeyer’s visit, he was accompanied by the
representatives of Germany business community, in particular the
leaders of large business groups and corporations, such as Daymler,
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Simens and others. The main purpose of the visit was to intensify
economic relations between Germany and Iraq. There are good
reasons to mention that the government of Iraq plans complete
modernization of its economy with assistance of influential investors
that include the representatives of the German business and others.

In December 2010, the heads of foreign-policy departments of
Germany G. Vestervele and Italy F. Frattini made official visits
to Iraq and discussed with Iraqi authorities the issues of further
development of economic relations and matters related to the
situation with Iraqi Christians as expressing their concerns over the
cases of attacks on the churches, clergymen and believers and so on.

At the present, the Great Britain attempts to strengthen its
positions in Iraq. A visit to the country by the Great Britain MFA
head D. Miliband on 26-27 February, 2009 became the good
example of this policy. During the meeting D. Miliband conducted
negotiations with the Prime minister of Iraq and discussed the issues
of bilateral collaboration in the energy, trade and other spheres. As
a result of these negotiations, the parties concluded the agreement
about creation of joint venture Qil Service (start-up capital of 90
million US dollars), whose primary activity in Iraq willbe drilling
60 new oil-wells near Basra [20]. On April 30, 2009, the Prime
Minister of Iraq N. al-Maliki made an official visit to the Great
Britain. During the visit, he conducted the negotiations with the
head of British Government G. Bran and discussed the issues
mainly pertaining to collaboration development between the two
countries in the spheres of security and economy. The parties also
organized the British-Iraqi economic meeting with participation of
almost 250 companies as well as the Conference Invest in Iraq and
other activities.

INTERESTS OF RUSSIA

There are good reasons to outline intensive efforts of Russia
aimed towards reestablishing own positions in the oil sector of Iraq.
In order to resolve this issue, the Russian diplomacy has organized
visit of the Prime Minister of Iraq H. al-Maliki to Moscow on April
9—11, 2009, during which the Russian party reached agreement
about returning of own companies to Iraq. The special attention
was drawn to the issues of revitalizing the bilateral cooperation,
expansion of Russian companies participation in implementation
of the large-scale projects in oil and gas area and electric power
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industry. According to the data of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Russia, its priority objectives in Iraq are: 1) renewal
of the agreements of the Russian companies consortium (Lukoil,
Zarubezhneft, Mashimport, Tatneft, Gazpromneft, Stroitransgaz)
with the Ministry of Oil of Iraq about development of an oil
deposit Western Qurna (the total contract value is 3,7 billion US
dollar, period of validity — 23 years) and Western Qurna-2 (Lukoil
is ready to adapt the contract for Western Qurna-2 oil deposit
development in accordance with the new legislation of Iraq);
2) inspection of the pipeline condition in Iraq (Iength of 350 km,
which was constructed in 1952); 3) resumption of works under the
contract on constructing the oil pipeline in the south of Iraq (the
contract was signed in 2003); 4) resumption of negotiations with
regard to units 8 and 9 in the Western Desert (Gazpromneft takes
part in tenders for six oil and two gas deposits in Iraq) [21].

During the meeting of the head of Iraqi government leader
with the President of Russia D. Medvedev, they considered the
issue of writing off certain portion of Iraqi debt, situation with the
contracts concluded by the Russian companies during S. Hussein
regime (Iraqi debt of Russia before Saddam Hussein regime falling
in 2003 totaled 12,9 billion US dollars). At the end of 2004, the
Parisian Club that also includes Russia made a decision about
writing off 80% of the national debt of Iraq (at that time Russia
wrote off 93% of Iraqi deb. They also discussed strengthening the
collaboration of the two countries in different industries, first of
all in energy and military and technical sectors including renewal
of the Russian-Iraqi Intergovernmental Commission and working
group activity [22].

During May 25-26, 2010, delegation of Gazpromneft company
participated in the first meeting of the General steering committee
(further referred to as «Committee» — the supervisory body of Iraqi
oil fields development project) held in the town of Kirkuk (Iraq).
Major purpose of this meeting was to conduct negotiations within
the framework of implementation of the long-term plan through
2020 with regard to increasing the volumes of the energy resources
production in Iraq up to 100 million tons. The parties during
negotiations outlined that Lukoil Overseas company intended to
begin drilling wells at the Iraqi deposit Western Qurna by the end
of 2011 and expected to start oil production already by the end of
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2012; in 2017, it scheduled to reach the level of oil production of
nearly 90 million tons a year.

INTERESTS OF THE ASIAN COUNTRIES

At the latter period, Japan, new industrial countries of Asia
(China, India) and the Asian Tigers (South Korea, Singapore,
Taiwan) demonstrated the increased activity in Iraq. Primary
purpose is to gain access by the Asian companies to development of
the energy resources of Iraq.

There are good reasons to mention consistency and persistence
of Japan, India, and China, which see the Middle East region as
the most important source of meeting the fast growing demands of
those countries in oil products. It is not impossible that the first
contacts of oil companies would be small and concluded with the
representatives of the Asian Tigers countries.

Experts note that the primary advantage of the Asian companies
is the fact that they did not participate in the war with Iraq. In
particular, the Chinese PetroChina company belongs to the world
top twenty oil companies with reserves exceeding the reserves of
the leading western companies Shell, Chevron-Texaco and others.
It is not impossible that British Petroleum, Exxon-Mobil, «Shells,
and Chevron companies will be ousted from participation in the oil
projects in Iraq [23].

As per the Arabic experts, the Asian oil companies (Chinese
Sinopec, Japanese Japan oil, Jogmec, Mitsubishi, Korean KNOC,
Vietnamese PetroVietnam, Pakistani PPL, Indonesian Pertamina,
Malaysian Petronas, Indian Oil India and others) earlier worked
in Iraq and well understood the specifics of country deposits.
Pursuant to this prognosis, the Chinese and Korean companies will
receive contracts on the oil production in the central and southern
part of Iraq (no more than 70 thousand barrels a day), Vietnamese
oil firms — in the south of Iraq (approximately 60 thousand
barrels), Indian — along the border with Kuwait, Indonesian — in
the Western Desert.

On February 23-26, 2009, the President of Iraq J. Talabani
made the official visit to the South Korea. He was accompanied
by nearly 60 top officials including the ministers of industry
and civil construction. During the meeting of the President of
Republic of Korea Li Min Bak and Iraqi President J. Talabani,
they acknowledged that the Korean companies will be able to take
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part in the civil construction projects in Iraq and other economic
projects regarding restoration of the country infrastructure. During
this meeting, the parties signed the agreement of the total amount
of 3.55 billion US dollars about reconstruction of Iraq, pursuant to
which the South Korea receives access to development of the largest
oil-producing region of Iraq — Basra as well as opportunity for the
South Korean companies to render technical assistance with regard
to creation of social infrastructure in Iraq.

As a result of aggressive energy strategy, China succeeded in
entering the promising Iraqi market of energy resources. On March
11, 2009, the Chinese Company Sinopec signed a contract with
the government of Iraq for development of the Ahdab deposit in
the south-east province of Vasit of the total value of 3 billion US
dollars. The contract renders a right to the Chinese company to
development of oil for the period of 23 years. Upon concluding this
contract, the Chinese company began drilling of the exploration
wells.

INTERESTS OF UKRAINE

Presently Ukraine draws a special attention to the issues of
developing ways of the energy resources supply diversification based
on the advantageous geographical location of our country at the
crossing of the world and regional energy transportation lines.

In consideration of the energy security situation of Ukraine,
the uniqueness of Iraq is that in fact this is the only Middle East
country, which satisfies the requirements for diversification of oil
supply via the proper transport corridors. With the above in view,
Ukraine since the first years of independence places great hopes
upon gaining the direct access to Iraqi oil resources. For example,
the Odessa—Brody oil pipeline from the beginning was constructed
mainly bearing in mind its usage for receiving Iraqi crude oil to
Ukraine. The first steps were done in direction of establishing
the necessary political and legal basis for achieving this objective.
In June 1996, Ukraine signed an agreement with Turkey about
construction of the Ceyhan—Samsun oil pipeline, and in December
1997 it was ratified by the Supreme Council of Ukraine.

Implementation of the national interests of Ukraine in Iraq is
carried out in the conditions of extraordinarily difficult political
situation in the region, which is the area of collision and opposition
for the control over the geostrategic and energy resources of the
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country on the part of international community — the USA, EU,
Russia, China and other countries of the Asian region.

According to the Ukrainian researchers, achievement of
Ukrainian objectives in Iraq is complicated by «ineffective
utilization by Ukraine of the opportunities that emerge with regard
to its participation in the military mission in this country. The
relationships with the government of this country develop poorly
while they are critically important for strengthening of Ukraine’
positions in this country after withdrawal of the international
military contingent» [24, p. 141].

Successful achievement of the goal to receiving and transiting
Iraqi crude oil mostly depends on optimum tactic of collaboration
of Ukraine directly with Iraq, with its neighboring countries and
the largest world ecpnomies, which have a considerable influence
upon this country. Development of such tactical line requires deep
understanding of essence of those processes, which take place
presently in this region with regard to oil. It is important to
mention that stability of Iraq will facilitate stability in the whole
Middle East region. The leading researchers outline that «currently
Ukraine needs to be engaged in reconstruction of infrastructure,
exploiting new deposits and providing safety of oil products supply
ways from Irag» [25, p. 78].

Transition of the whole power to the government of Iraq, ante
factum, after calling withdrawal of the American troops from its
cities that successfully took place on June 30, 2009, and de facto
departure of the American servicemen from Iraq on December 31,
2011 requires from the Ukrainian side to considerably intensify
the direct relations, in particular in the field of implementation
of energy sector collaboration between Ukraine and Iraq, with
the President, Prime Minister, the Iraqi authorities, regional
authorities and ministries of this country (to elaborate the first
visit of the President of Iraq since Ukraine gained independence;
to conclude contracts about the supply of necessary amount of
Iraqi oil, to expand the presence of Ukraine in Iraq, to develop
the relations in economic and military and technical sectors; to
strengthen the economic department of the Embassy of Ukraine in
Iraq; to resume activity of the joint Ukrainian-Iraqi Commission on
Trade and Economic Collaboration).

Modern development of situation in Iraq requires from the
Ukrainian diplomacy deep comprehension, study of specifics of new
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situation in the country, which today provides real opportunity
for our country to receive Iraqi oil, and, accordingly, bringing the
necessary initiatives in the policy of Ukraine with regard to Iraq.

Analysis of the content of new law On Oil, potential
consequences of its adoption by the Parliament requires, in our
opinion, elaboration of the priority goals with the purpose of
creating necessary geopolitical, political and legal, technological,
informative and other conditions in order to ensure supply of Iraqi
oil to Ukraine. Final adoption of this draft law will help Ukraine
to determine the ways to conduct the policy on federal and regional
levels in Iraq and with foreign companies.

It is important to note that the future level of oil production
in Iraq allows expecting the considerable volumes of its export to
Ukraine. In order to ensure that Iraqi oil transits through Ukraine
to Europe, it is necessary to:

1) elaborate the optimum ways of receiving Iraqi energy
resources as well as routes of diversification of Iraqi oil and forming
the new areas of establishing supply lines for the oil transportation.

2) use of the export route Kirkuk—Ceyhan—Kirikale—Samsun
that was initially developed by the Ukrainian Oil Transport
Institute. Ukraine should develop a joint project with Turkey Iraqi
«Qil for Ukraine» using the Odessa—Brody pipeline with regard to
the indicated mega-transportation corridor.

In order to reach the first goal, it is necessary to construct
the mega-transportation corridor Kirkuk (Iraq) — Trabzon
(Turkey) — Odessa-Brody (Ukraine). Taking into account the fact
that the Ukrainian oil companies will not be able to construct
the modern oil pipeline independently, it is necessary, together
with an overseas company (for example, with a corporate group
International Tax and Investment Centre that incorporates over
100 front-rank oil corporations, such as: British Petroleum, Exxon
Mobil, ConocoPhillips, Chevron-Texaco, Shell and the like), sign
an agreement On Collaboration with regard to providing the highly
technological equipment and attracting credits in this area.

It is important to notice that in order to reach the second goal,
other route Kirkuk—Ceyhan—Kirikale-Samsun was developed in
the contractual and legal terms (in June 1996, Ukraine signed an
agreement with Turkey about construction of the Ceyhan—Samsun
oil pipeline and others).
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In our opinion, the Ukrainian experience of working in Iraq
and participation in the peacemaking mission in this country is the
solid ground for laying the basis of beneficial economic relations
with Baghdad.
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
