outcome of social, political and economic activity beyond the

borders of certain states and peoples to intercontinental level.
It was considerably increased intensity of relationships in spears of
trade, investments, financial transactions, immigration and cultural
information processes. The people and information interchanging
process was greatly simplified.

Globalization has largely become a natural consequence of human
development — interstate and block integration, disintegration of
the colonial system and establishing of a new type relations between
the former colonies and the mother countries, increasing the weight
of industrial cooperation and opening of a new resource bases in
the distant of developed countries regions of the world, improving
material culture under the influence of the STR, development of
transport and communications, the Internet.

Absolute positive consequence of globalization in the case of
ensuring actions of its advantages for the benefit of all mankind
is likely to increase joint efforts to overcome global problems, put
the civilization achievements of the «golden billion» at the service
of all nations.

At the same time, this is directly related to the issues of our
article, as global social studies (humanities), as it appeared, is already

The processes of globalization have caused mass and ambitious
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barely realizing course and processes of globalization, innovation
phenomena and processes caused by increasing interconnectivity of
mankind, including — related crises that through the mechanisms
of global unity cover almost the entire modern Ecumene.

Above all, it should be noted that the global human scientific
and expert community has failed to give proactive advices on
overcoming the current global crisis and even led to serious
warnings of its impending (though in 1992 the famous economist
and Soviet emigrant Mark Holanski advanced prediction of the
coming global crisis in 2010, the collapse of the speculative
Bretton-Woods dollar economic model of the Western world, the
failure of «market reforms» in the former Soviet Union and a
gradual transition of West to a kind of neo-totalitarian socializm)'.
Significantly, that 650 scientists from various humanitarian sectors
from 58 countries, the authors of the International Encyclopedia
«Globalization» (Moscow, 2006) does not predict nor economic,
nor the related civilization and humanitarian crisis. It concern also
scientific valuation of important dates and historical events of the
recent past, referring to which is so vital for understanding of
macro processes of the modern world development?.

Understanding the inevitability of globalization processes and
entering them in the post-Soviet states we should realize the value
of its diverse influences and the necessity to uphold the national
interests of Ukraine, which requires working mechanisms of public
policy. The essence of the current globalization is «the creation
of structural and functional system, organized in a hierarchical
manner with some supranational center at the head, so-called
«world government» under the aegis of international finance
capital»3.

Giving an analysis the globalization as a man-made process,
the famous social philosopher Alexander Zinoviev accurately said:
«Globalization — is a grandiose process. It embraced all mankind.
The fate of humanity as a whole, all its subsequent social evolution
is at stake... In its social essence it is a natural phenomenon,
generated by large evolutionary turning point that took place
in history in the XX century and ended by the end of the XX
century. This change is that, firstly, humanity start to move from
the era of human association type and level of society into the era
of human association type and level of over-society, and, secondly,

the evolutionary process became projected, the one that can be
corrected»?.

It is appropriate to note that the analysis of the essence of
globalization is usually taken into account the economic and
communications factors although globalization means also tangible
challenge to traditional cultures of the world.

The studies of the impact of the information revolution on the
processes of transformation of modern society, conducted since the
late 1990s by a number of leading international analytical centers,
even gave rise to a new geopolitical concept, which is based on the
idea of the «digital dividing» nations, which arose in the course of
the information revolution and globalization of the world economy.
As referred in the prepared by RAND corporation commissioned
by the National Intelligence Council (USA) report «The Global
Course of the Information Revolution: general issues and regional
differencess (Summer 2003), the <«information revolution» will
force some of the nations to lose some functions of ethnic state
(when saving them as a «great» nations). These mentioned processes
will affect the administration sphere, identification of national
priorities, goals and values. In general, as conclude RAND experts,
globalization and the information revolution will lead to increasing
of existed inequalities between different nations and regions of
the world, and as a consequence — The consequence of foreign
ideological and information expansion, one of the objects of which
is historical consciousness of peoples is, according to Alexander
Zinoviev, «social-political system of colonial democracy» with the
following characteristics:

— this system is not the result of natural evolution and contradicts
to the traditional internal conditions and the development of the
country;

— colonized country is pulled out of its traditional ties system,
and «the idea of liberation and national independence is an
ideological means of human manipulationy;

— a country has visibility of sovereignty, it has been installed
externally equal relationship;

— it is created the Western-style economy centers under the
control of the Western financial and economic structures, economic
exploitation in the interests of the West is carried out by a small
proportion of the population that has a high living standard that
can be compared with the life of the higher circles of the West;
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— in the militarily sense country is demilitarized so that none
of that resistance can be no question, the armed forces act as
«restrain protests and possible suppression of riotss;

— the national culture reduced to the miserable state, and is
replaced by pseudo culture;

— at the mental level «the population served as a surrogate
democracy, loosing control of the government, availability of
entertainment value system that deprives people of the effort over
himself and moral constraints»S.

One of the most important phenomena of the spiritual life of the
people who find themselves under the influence unification effects
of globalization is the national memory of the peoples (nations) as
part of their national consciousness and statehood. We can note
that in modern ethnology approved the submission of historical
consciousness factor as one of the key levers of the creation of
modern nations. Recognized expert in this area, a supporter of
the constructivist theory of nation-building, University of London
Professor Anthony Smith, in his famous book «National Identity»
among the most important features of this social phenomenon puts
«common myths and historical memories» or «myth of common
ancestors» and «common historical memory». In his opinion, «the
opening of the original «ethno-historys» is «cultural background»
of creation of nations and state building’.

It is worthwhile to give the scientist’s reasoning about the value
of postulates of «global» culture and knowledge of the past and
historical traditions. «Globals culture, as wrote Adam Smith, «is
an eclectic culture». It consists of «the many analytical discrete
elements: effectively publicized mass products, mosaic of folk and
ethnic styles and motifs, torn from its context, a few general
ideological thoughts about «<human rights and values», standardized
«scientific» language and communication assessments and all this
will be based on a new information and telecommunications systems
and their computer technologies... It is changeable and shapeless...
Global culture is not proud by history or stories: it uses folk motifs
for exterior designs...of «scientifics-technical culture. But this
culture is artificial by its technical features»®.

Indeed, it is in the collective historical memory the traumatic and
inspiring moments in history are displayed in shadow or activated
depending on the tasks of political activity?. National memory is
an important component of self-identification and consolidation
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of the peoples of Ukraine, into one political nation (civil
community) — Ukrainian nation. Restoration and preservation of
the collective memory about the state tradition, civilization advances,
military and labor courage, historical tragedy is promotes to the
unity of citizenship and mobilizing spiritual forces and building
potential of the Ukrainian nation, its approval as an equal partner
in international relations system, maintaining public order and
territorial integrity of Ukraine, creation of positive social, political,
moral and cultural fields of being Ukrainian political nation.

The term «national memory» refers to the phenomenon of
social consciousness, selectively saved by the nation the unity of
knowledge, ideas and values assessments of the events of the past,
which had a decisive influence on its formation, the identity, the
state, and civilization advances, and consensual perceived in society
as the most significant for its survival, consolidated existence and
constructive development in the future.

National Memory has its base historical memory of a people
(or peoples, as in Ukraine). Historical memory — something
much broader than the national memory, and includes almost all
retrospective information that «naturally»> was burnt in people's
memory, in attributes of his spiritual and material culture.
However, the main difference between the two types of memory
is that national memory it is more national attribute of political
nation (civil community) and has more pointed ambitious social
content, more socially useful by experience and it is subject of
adjustment (update) depending on the historical challenges and
problems facing society.

Accordingly, the content of the national memory of the
Ukrainian state full of targeted, normalized with the constitutional
and legal point of view, science-based efforts of the state and
society, aimed at the identification, preservation and strengthening
of the social consciousness of memory about the most important for
reproduction and political life of the nation events and processes
of the past in the interest of the sovereign nation and civilization
progress. The formation of National Memory aims to develop self-
awareness, conservation and creative use of historical experience
and civilizational heritage, fostering the best features of the
traditional mentality of the nation, promote joint statehood, civil
and productive activities of the peoples of Ukraine joined the
Ukrainian political nation.
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National memory is the major contributor of the vitality of
the people. History has convincingly proved that the spirit of the
people, mobilizing collective historical creativity of people is one of
the most important factors that determine the fate of nations and
states, acting on their own extremely powerful «strategic resource»,
sometimes causing historic victory at seemingly unfavorable
circumstances of substantive agenda, the asymmetry in the ratio of
forces competitive with environment and so on. This is especially
important under conditions, when Ukraine has not yet stopped
interrelated processes of degradation of the productive forces,
scientific, educational, cultural and spiritual spheres, the decline
of traditional social morality; it becomes the threatening steady
population and deterioration of his physical and moral condition.
There are still attacks for a real sovereignty of state.

Under conditions of the globalization of the modern life in
world, the powerful development of electronic and other media,
technology and methods of influence on public consciousness
(including manipulating her destructive information-psychological
influences) markedly increased the extent of threats to information
security and stability component of the Ukrainian state. Application
of technologies targeted informational-psychological influence in
modern conditions can lead to such disastrous consequences for
sovereign statehood, previously achieved direct aggression or a coup.

Undoubtedly, the increasing of contact with the more
globalization world can multiply empirical and methodological
baggage of Ukrainian historical science (under conditions, of course,
her civic and professional self-sufficiency), more closely integrate it
into the global professional space and enrich the process of creative
contacts with foreign colleagues. However, it should understand
that globalization objectively determines by the «centre of force»
the development and implementation of well-defined course, aimed
at the erosion of real sovereignty of nation states, the unification of
the spiritual dimension of human life and in extreme poses it puts
under the a serious question the manifestations of nation’s rights at
their civilization identity, traditional culture, including the national
memory and national pride (the ability to <«sovereign writing the
history» and protection, based on it's own policy choices and
traditional cultural orientations of peoples).

It is became more louder assertion that the new global history
has created out of focus national histories, «overcome nation-
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centrism», go parallel with globalization of national and regional
histories.

Extreme forms of threats that brings globalization pressure at
on the national, historical memory of the people are motivated
information-psychological influences that are in the arsenal of so-
called «Organizational weapon» and apply to national (historical)
memory of a people (society) in order to weaken the real sovereignty
of the state and the moral and psychological stability of people.
Among the techniques that are used for destroying fields of national
memory, are the following:

— artificial erosion of positive, socially significant for the life of
the people and the state of the memory of the past;

— removal or «conversion» content and world-view basis, which
are based on the collective memory of the past;

— introduction into the mass consciousness alien, politically
pointed interpretations of history, leading to the disintegration of
statehood and social life of the people;

— direct fabrication of historical and documentary material,
or hiding «not desirable» historical documentary base, using the
speculative (manipulation) methods of interpretation of factual
material;

— hard to discredit (demonization) heritage and traditions, the
key figures of historical development of the nation;

— attempts to prove to the antagonism outlook in general
and views at the history between the different generations of the
Ukrainian people, which threatens the artificial termination of
civilizational traditions and erosion within the nation;

— establishment of appropriate structures, training, education
and promotion of «intellectual shock troops» «war with national
history», with simultaneous theoretical and methodological
disarmament and moral-psychological confuse of humanitarian
professional stratum;

— desire to deintellectualization, derationalization of mass
consciousness as the main precondition of historical memory
«conversion» — an important component of state and political
loyalty and national and cultural (civilizational) identity.

The importance of the promotion and protection of national
memory as civil and political factor in terms of information security
of the Ukrainian state in a globalized world ever more deeply
understood by specialists. It should soberly realize that the «war of
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memories», informational-psychological confrontation around making
of reliance on history content codes of spiritual sphere of nations -
it's not just the lists of intellectuals or debating club. In this sense, it
is necessary to listen to the authoritative opinion of the His Holiness
Patriarch Kirill of Moscow and All Russia: «We know, including
from the lessons of our own history, that the people who lost
historical landmarks, abandoning the continuity of generations, is
easily converted into an object of social and ideological experiments.
And pay for these experiments are too high»'°.

The opportunistic external influences became the causes of big
problems in historical consciousness of modern Ukrainian society.
Among them should be singled out:

— absence in a significant portion of the population of Ukraine
a sense of national identity and state;

— there are significant regional differences in the historical
consciousness against lack of transparency postulated ideology of
national development («national idea»);

— transformation of historical material on weapons of political
battles, «combat» element irredentist and secessionist sentiment,
political extremism;

— displays, using <historical argument» of national hatred,
chauvinism, national or religious intolerance by individuals,
political parties, NGOs, media;

— preservation of historical consciousness elements of
totalitarianism and other incompatible with the chosen model of
sovereign Ukraine, which actively increasing by a number of
political parties;

— presence in the public consciousness polar, politically biased
and emotionally overloaded assessments of important events of
national history, which makes dialogue between particular social,
ethnic groups;

— a weak level of development of professional research,
significant deterioration in its theoretical and methodological level
and social responsibility of those who develop historical subject for
the scientific level of its products;

— significant reduction in training time devoted to a study of
historical disciplines in higher education, serious methodological
problems of history teaching in secondary school;

— distribution by media among the general public of commercial
or narrow corporate interests distorted, falsified information
product on historical topics.

It must be noted that the manipulation of historical consciousness
of citizens of Ukraine is largely due to the lack of actual and
acceptable for the majority of the national ideology of development
that would fill the ideological and spiritual vacuum created after
radical (often — mechanical and apparent) rejection from ideology
and public morality of Soviet days.

Clearly, the prohibition by the Constitution of Ukraine
obligatory ideology, pluralism of views at the past became the
embodiment of the legitimate rights of citizens and creating the
socially important information. However, instead of playing the last
retrospective research using broad (and currently available) source
base, modern methods of research, much of historians because of
various reasons, are joined to the storey and partly prejudiced
concepts interpretation of complex problems of the Ukrainian
past (World War II, national liberation movement in Ukraine, the
Ukrainian Revolution in 1917—1920, major historical tragedy of the
Ukrainian people in the XX century, such as the Great Famine of
1932—-1933 and illegal mass repressions of the Soviet period in the
history of Ukraine in general, etc.).

Unfortunately, during the period of development of Ukraine
as a sovereign state, politics of national memory, as part of
humanitarian policy, was created mostly situational, exposed to
political expediency and corporate interests. Its was not laid in
it’s foundation acceptable to society, science-based, enshrined
in the legal principles and guidelines regarding the development
and implementation of the national memory as purposeful and
continuous set of activities that are developed and implemented by
the authorities (with the participation of associations) to form a
collective memory through the media, education, science, culture,
etc. commemorative activities.

However, from foreign historiography and works of diaspora’s
authors were widely borrowed concepts which are marked by political
engagement, and were generated by the atmosphere of interblock
military-political confrontation, the Cold War, and more. In the
mass consciousness was purposefully integrated (or intensified by
manipulative methods) a firmly forgotten exactly confrontational,
tantalizing view of the past, negative psychological mood colored
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image (real or fictional) of revenge, hatred, unfounded historical
claims, rigid ethnic nationalism, aversion to certain ethnic groups
others. About how quickly and easily was divided field of social
consciousness of the Ukrainian people, shows similar example —
in post-Soviet Ukraine today there are about 23 thousand sects of
350 directs!!.

To say objectively, artificially planted emotions of hatred and
revenge for certain actors (personal or collective) certain events of
national history could not, of course, be directed to the participants
of the historical process (for obvious reasons, if not take into
account very dubious procedural legal terms tribunal over the
«criminals of history»). Therefore, virtual and extreme negativism
«on the basis of history» splashes by its carriers to their fellow
citizens, fellow builders of common future (isn’t it the main purpose
of destructive technologies manipulating by historical materials?).

In fact it was implantation of the concept of national memory
as the only reservoir of historical tragedies and only negative
events 1918—1991 years. Thus, promoting the <historic initiative» of
President of Ukraine Viktor Yushchenko, scientists reached that on
the pages of prestigious publications and dissertations they seriously
suggested: «in the national consciousness should be built historic
character number: Baturyn-Kruty-Famine-UPA», which should
be the «source of pride for the dearly won independence»'?. The
memory of the achievements in the field of state, culture, science
and art, in the struggle against foreign oppression, examples of
constructive cooperation of indigenous peoples of Ukraine and other
positive historical information remain unaddressed. Thus, from the
social consciousness were «washed» all the factors that form civic
identity, respect for state, national self-respect and pride in the
accomplishments of their ancestors, mobilizing spiritual forces for
a decent future.

Today is more obvious looks contr-productive process of one
of the way’s elements which was dominant in domestic science
over the past two decades. This refers to «a new interpretation
of national history», in practice seen and perceived as excluding
of Ukrainian experience from «imperial context», from <«imperial
Soviet historiographical discourse» as the fight against the «imperial
Soviet narrative». Despite the overwhelming achievements in the
study of certain periods and problems, the concept came still
not very convincing: Ukraine appears only victim of Russian
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imperialism, during almost three centuries it was a colony, exploited
and oppressed by Russians. This is far from scientific evidence thesis
generates negative elements of memory, historical consciousness, has
an inferiority complex, secondary, uncertainty. Constantly spoken
thesis of «disadvantaged», «post-colonial», «post-genocide» nation,
leads to the logical conclusion: if during centuries were not success
and if over Ukrainian not abused just lazy, then where and who
will be confident that the future will be different. As sad famous
Academician of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine Petro
Tolochko, in such a way they teach the big European nations the
feeling of social and psychological incapacity!s.

Demonization of past or cultivation masochism in views on
national history causes deep social and psychological trauma.
Academician of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine
Myroslav Popovych well expressed his thoughts about it: «With
the certain metaphors we can talk about complex or usefulness
of national inferiority, because it is transfer to community
characteristics that belong to the psychic personality structure.
Society can not be mad. However, it can be in a state of psychosis.
There are many accented individuals (those with vivid traits
bordering the pathology) in society and such features as want can
be found in the national consciousness. Marginal same sentiments
occur «in the margins» of history. During the inflation of 90-ies
of the last century, people were full of expectations for the better,
and now optimistic views diminished...»".

Disturbing is the fact that planting only nihilistic attitude
to the Soviet period of history of Ukraine led to threats of
accumulation by radical nationalist forces of neighboring states
«arguments» concerning the revision of existing borders and state
status of Ukraine — it was in Soviet times, Ukraine united within
its borders all ethnic Ukrainian lands and acquired the status of a
UN member.

Under the pressure of targeted external information-psychological
influences and growing of social-political stratification of post-
Soviet nations, beginning from the second half of the 1980’s was
deliberately destroyed rationally permissible exposure limit of views
on history, on the formation of the present and future of Ukraine
and its nationality. In unconstructive (and as usually fruitless)
discussions between the subjects of political life became visible
commitment to ensure that differences in views on history put
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above the need for civil consolidation and ensuring the territorial
integrity of Ukraine.

Unfortunately, the erosion of historical memory under
external influences contributed rooted socio-psychological traits
of intelligence. Almost 100 years ago the famous Kyiv theologian
Vasyl Zenkivsky pointed the features which characteristic for
knowledge workers till now: «The introduction to Western culture,
which has moved far forward, gradually gave us captive to the
West, we are conscious of themselves to the point backward, to the
extent immature, that probably had one - go entirely to the work
of assimilation of Western culture. We were imagine West as a
source of light and culture and we as cowardly disciples waited for
the West revelation awaited miracle ... It went real life, everything
was «real». It was interesting and important — and we have
nothing, nothing... Even to this day remained characteristic of our
intelligentsia that comes from that time — slavery before the idea of
West, some children desire in order to be perceived as quite older,
cultural people. We were captured by West, its more difficult that
the culture of the West does not stand still, but intensely moving
forward. We have seen this movement and inevitably clutching his
«last word» and it still did not keep up...»".

Once again was confirmed the thought of prominent Kiev
philosopher Nicholay Berdyaev: intellectuals were characterized by
weak advances personal rod dislike for independent thought, civic
irresponsibility in public life. «The fact that all in West which was
a scientific theory what should be critical, conjecture or eventually
the truth relative, partial, that does not claim to universality,
Russian intellectuals turned into dogma, for something a model of
religious revelation»'6.

We should note, that despite of legally enforceable right to
pluralism, in history almost disappeared productive scientific
debate around key events and processes of national history - their
conduct clearly interferes predetermined ideological and political
«position» of scientists, which is not conducive to the spirit and
mutual respect between colleges.

It is giving the exaggerated importance to the past, which
comfortably masked irresponsible unwillingness (inability) to give
attractive future for own offspring. In essence, social consciousness
is brought to such state when a considerable part of citizenship
ready to sacrifice by common future in a single state for advocating
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of confrontational attitudes of the past, the desire to continue to
feel «phantom pain» of history.

It is advisable to pay attention to fact that a powerful tool for
preventing understanding between different social and political
forces was «implantation» in their programmatic and ideological
principles irreconcilable views (interpretations) of common past of
the Ukrainian people as a set of processes and events that occur
independently of our will and that our contemporaries, for obvious
reasons, can not give an adjustment. The exacerbated ideological-
political situation in spring 2011 around the Parliament's decision
on the scope of the Victory Banner showed how quickly and
pragmatically historical arguments used to enhance discord in
society, and how limited is the ability of different social-political
forces to seek basic understanding.

It should be noted that total and uncritical «negation of the
past» in Ukraine is going on the background of such termination
dental practice for public awareness and strengthening public policy
formation patriotic disposition and ethno historical mobilization in
our neighboring countries. It is clearly manifested in the internal
politics of the Russian Federation, Romania, Hungary, and Republic
of Poland (RP).

In the ideological-spiritual sphere of Poland — a pioneer
of Westernization and Euro-Atlantic integration among post
communist countries — it was once reigned eclecticism with calls
for the development of capitalism, European integration and at
the same time, criticism of the capitalist system and its spiritual
and cultural influences. In fact, there was erosion of the Polish
nation — both spiritual and demographic. Land was left in search of
«a better life» in the West, including illegal migration, by 2 million
citizens, including young people less than 30 years desire for working
abroad found 60% of respondents, while 22% of respondents stated
the desire to leave the country. Poles were concerned, which were
grown on Catholic values, an old tradition of «noble democracy»
and the struggle for national liberation, called flow not the best
ideological and spiritual influences of the West.

In recent years the situation has changed markedly. In Poland it
is often quoted the words of the last Pope John Paul II: «For us is
unacceptable point of view, according to which the only alternative
after the fall of communism must be capitalism». Church was
agitating for a return of the mental values of agrarian Polish in

XIX century, strong anti-capitalist sentiment among members of
these right-wing and left-wing parties. Decisive role has initiatives
of ultra catholic League of Polish Families, right-wing party <«All-
Polish Youth». From kindergarten begins the learning of national
anthem and national symbols and the schools will teach a new
course of Polish history, delimited with course of world history.
The Ministry of Education of the RP believes that focusing on
the history of the country apart from the world-historical context
will strengthen patriotism. It is provided the visiting by students
and scholars the heroic and patriotic sights, attractions, because
«without a good training is never a good educations. Since autumn
2006, the Army is full of officers of educational work, it is
started the state program «development of love to the country by
modern pedagogical measures», the visiting of theatres, museums,
educational talks, etc. become obligatory!.

Turning to domestic issues, it should be noted that during the
period of development of Ukraine as a sovereign state politics of
national memory, as part of humanitarian policy, was created mostly
situational, exposed to political expediency and corporate interests.
In its foundation was not laid acceptable to society, science-
based, enshrined in the legal principles and guidelines regarding
of development and implementation of the national memory as
purposeful and continuous set of activities that are developed
and implemented by the authorities (with the participation of
associations) to form a collective memory through the media,
education, science, culture, etc. commemorative activities. The
big problem for the formation of civil loyal memory model is the
lack of clearly articulated national doctrine (conceptual vision)
of perspective social development («national idea») as a basic
document that defines the priorities of the national memory.

In addition, due to the long stateless existence of Ukraine,
also the existence of significant regional, socio-cultural, ethnic and
religious differences, sharp social and party-political stratification
of society, and negative external information influences the national
memory of the Ukrainian people came borderlands, colorful
and has transit character. On its formation affects the conflict
character of memory models (first of all — «Ukrainian Soviet»
and «Ukrainian national civil»), absence in a certain part of the
population the conscious of civic identity or advantage over local
identity nationwide. Conceptual uncertainty, organizational and
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legal inconsistency of national memory and its scientific basis is a
major obstacle to strengthening the legitimacy of the national state,
mobilizing spiritual forces of the Ukrainian people to solve strategic
problems of Ukraine.

Due to the existing of civilizational differences between the
historical lands of Ukraine, multiculturalism and multiconfessional
character, Ukrainian citizenship and society rapidly stratified
through ownership, ideological, national, regional, corporate signs,
because «melting pot» of formation of Soviet civil community
has been disabled and the mechanism of creation of citizenship of
independent Ukraine seems was not established.

The National Security Strategy of Ukraine <«Ukraine in a
changing world» (approved by the Decree of the President of
Ukraine from June 8, 2012 Ne 389) in determining threats directly
refers to the «inability of Ukraine to confront new challenges to
national security (phenomena and trends that may, under certain
conditions, become a threat to the national interest) associated with
the using of information technology in the context of globalization».
The key objectives of national security policy in the domestic sphere
is determined by the need to «realization set of policy measures
aimed at consolidation of Ukrainian society and the search for
national consensus on key issues of national development, barriers
cultural, confessional, linguistic, regional nature on the basis
of strict observance of constitutional guarantees the rights and
freedoms of man and citizen»®.

In fact, many people do lose or historical memory or a segment of
consciousness (psychology) has more and more signs of corporatism
or opposition (party-political, regional, etc.), turning views of
history in a kind of mental divide along the lines of «friend or
enemy». Deeping of such social dividing was proved by the results
of SMS-voting in the recent transfer of S. Schuster. To the question
«Can the East and West of Ukraine to find a common ground?»
negative answered of 74% of those who participated in the survey'.

But there are fundamental elements of national memory, which
consolidate conscious citizenship. First of all — a memory of the
victory in the Great Patriotic War. It is one of the main socially
significant factors that could consolidate social consciousness
and provide vital for the people of spiritual connection between
generations. It proves by the study conducted by Razumkov Centre
from 1 to 5 April 2011 in all regions of Ukraine (interviewed 2009
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respondents aged 18 years). Significantly, more than two-thirds
of the citizens of Ukraine (70%) believe the great Victory Day a
holiday, yet 23.6% of respondents believe that day only <«ordinary
holiday». Do not believe the Victory Day holiday only 4.7% of
respondents. Over 66% of respondents believe that war is the Great
Patriotic War?’.

To illustrate serious regional differences in views on the nodal
events of national history we can give a sociological data on the
difference of positive and negative evaluations of historical figures
nationals of Ukraine's regions and age groups (in %, according to
«Ukrainian Sociology Service», «Ukrainian Democratic Circle»,
2006)2".

Fixing significant for statehood existence of Ukraine national
memory segments important both in terms of defending its
territorial integrity. The experience of recent years shows that even
sincere intentions of Ukraine to pursue inter-ethnic reconciliation,
recognition of negative accretions in relations with neighbors in the
past (and sometimes unilateral repentance) does not guarantee for
our state adequate ideological and historical «disarmament» and
rejection of double standards, information psychological aggression
on the opposite side. It is in the historic plane some radical
nationalist forces of neighboring countries looking for «reasons»
for exposure to audit existing borders of Ukraine, established in
1939-1945%2.

In terms of safety of the Ukrainian state, countering threats to
its information component, appropriate measures to counteract them
increasingly understood by experts as one of the most significant,
the most pressing problems in the protection of state sovereignty.

In this regard, it should be emphasized that the state National
memory and sphere of its influence is not a tertiary, <«lyrical»
factor. He is quite fit into any of the defined in Article 7 of
the Law of Ukraine «About National Security of Ukraine» of
threats to national interests and national security of Ukraine,
namely — «attempt to manipulate public opinion, particularly
by false, incomplete or biased information». At the same time,
the above mentioned law considers «the strengthening of political
and social stability in society» among the priorities of national
interest?.

Article 10 of the Law of Ukraine «On the Foundations of
Interior and Foreign Policy» («Fundamentals of interior politics
in the humanitarian field») contains a number of provisions that
are relevant to the scope of historical information, because it is a
«revival of spiritual values of the Ukrainian people, protecting and

expanding its cultural heritage, preservation of national cultural
heritage ... recovery and preservation of the cultural identity of the
regions ... creating conditions for the consolidation of society on the
basis of national spiritual values»*/.

In the annual message of the President of Ukraine in 2011 was
rightly notes that among the systemic problems that threaten to
national security, is the existing «inadequate government response
to the worsening conflict in the political, economic, social, ethnic,
interfaith relations, radicalization of public sentiment ... particularly
inspired from the outside». The key objectives of national
security policy called the need to «create favorable conditions for
strengthening the unity of the Ukrainian society based on European
democratic values, barriers cultural, confessional, linguistic,
regional nature on the basis of strict observance of constitutional
guarantees of rights and freedoms of man and citizen»?.

It seems that in the ideological and political stratification of the
Ukrainian society, the presence of regions with specific, relatively
deep-rooted socio-cultural traditions and mental properties (as well
as differences in views on the past), the center of gravity in the
formation of a unified civic community in Ukraine does not lie in
trying to <establish uniform denominators» in relation to history. It
is considered to be in providing of acting, authority and security,
legal rights of citizens, the development of productive forces, social,
cultural, scientific and technical fields.

However, government policy of national memory does not lose its
value as a tool of civil society consolidation, preservation of national
self-sufficiency in terms of globalization, mobilizing spiritual forces
people to solve existing problems and development strategy of
Ukraine as a full-fledged European state in the XX century.

Moreover, it is globalization’s information-political influences led
to the formation of so-called «New historical culture». Its essence
lies in the fact that the science of history and historical memory from
the instrument of maintenance of social and political interests and
education turned into a separate element of public policy (including
foreign sphere), and interpretation of history became formalized rank
in legally activity that relies on public institutions and specially
created public organizations and movements and so on.

By some estimates, as of 2010, more than 70 countries (former
Soviet States, certain countries from different regions of Africa,
Vietnam and other countries) took care of the problems of
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overcoming the <historical trauma» in the form of development
and implementation of relevant national policies and social and
legal action. The notion of «memory laws» — a phenomenon that
describes how the current generation of people imagines the past
and how to treat it?. Modern tools have made history on the
«information product of mass consumption» significantly disrupted
«monopoly» scientists and «canonical» books. Estimates of past are
seriously affect on the moral and psychological climate in society.
Even virtually created pictures of the past are the effective factor,
which determines the actual preferences and behavior of communities
and individuals, and not always - in favor of themselves.

Moreover, the Ukrainian state can not ignore these processes
and to neglect possible challenges of globalization to humanitarian
security of the state and society ?’. Given the above named, the
decisive factor in the development of national memory in Ukraine
should be:

— development relevant to the current constitutional and
legal framework, the characteristics of ethnic composition of the
population and regional socio-cultural differences of Ukraine the
doctrine of consolidation policy of national memory forming — as
a part of humanitarian policy;

— preparation and implementation of long-term state program
measures the formation and development of national memory, which
would include scientific, cultural, educational, memorial segments;

— intensification of research and development of analytical
problems of the national memory and the mechanisms of its impact
on the state, socio-political, cultural and educational development
of Ukraine as a basis crystallization scientific recommendations for
defending historical humanitarian identity of the Ukrainian people
under adverse impacts of globalization of information;

— caring about the development of liberal education and
humanitarian culture in general, to ensure a high educational level
of the population as one of the prerequisites for protecting his mind
from destructive information-psychological effects that occur within
the framework of globalization scenarios;

— ensure adequate training of specialists (researchers, teachers,
etc.) in the field of historical science, which would optimally
combine the saving of best national scientific and educational
achievements, national-patriotic settings with the ability to
creatively use (synthesize) the best theoretical and methodological
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achievements of world historical science and research achievements
national historical science;

— establishing non-confrontational, responsible civic history
education at all levels of educational system of Ukraine, which
would be based on the values of particular national importance
and take into account the interests of forming a consolidated civil
society;

— increasing government attention, socio-political and artistic
associations Ukraine's media outreach, promotional work in
promoting historical knowledge (with the use of the media,
scientific and popular literature and art, lecture propaganda, etc.)
with an emphasis on instilling pride in civilization heritage of the
Ukrainian people, as a basis for mobilizing potential spiritual forces
people to provide her a good life in the future;

— activation of defending the historical part in activities to
protect Ukraine's information security from external destructive
influences that threaten to the country's sovereignty and territorial
integrity of the Ukrainian state.

Key problems of national memory under interconnected world
will be in the spotlight of the Ukrainian Institute of National
Memory as a research institution that is managed by the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine 28.

Note that in the definition of the functions and tasks of the
public institutions of national memory (in fact — the creation and
promotion agencies proceedings humanitarian policy) Ukraine went
their own way. Offices of National memory, as we know, there were
in a number of post-communist and post-Soviet countries: Polish
Institute of National Memory (IPN) — Commission on Criminal
investigations into crimes against the Polish nation, Institute for
the Study of Totalitarian regimes (Czech Republic), Institute of
National Memory in Slovakia and Romania, Center for genocide and
Resistance in Lithuania, a number of such institutions in Estonia
and more. In the center of their attention exclusively supplied the
study of «communist» past of these states. Chronologically, it is
often limited by the period before the Second World War and the
abolition of the socialist system.

The status and capabilities of some of them can not hit. IPN
which was created in 1998 and subordinated to the Sejm of RP has
approximately 2,000 employees and an annual budget in equivalent
of 5380 million hrn in 2008 %°. The lustration, according to the
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words of its former chairman, Dr. of history Janusz Kurtyka, who
was tragically killed in a plane crash near Smolensk, is «very
painful and important social problems», IPN, however, gives a year
to 150 items of documentary, scientific, reference books.

Ukrainian Institute of National Memory (UINP), pursuant
to the Presidential Decree of December 9, 2010 Ne 1086 and the
Regulation on UINP approved by the Cabinet of Ukraine from 31
January 2011 number 74, is a research institution. According to the
Regulations, the main objectives of the Institute are:

1. scientific and analytical support for the formation of public
policy on national memory;

2. development within their power scientific recommendations of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine in the sphere of humanitarian policy;

3. implementation of national programs of fundamental scientific
and practical research issues of national memory, its influence on
the formation of civil society, the Ukrainian nation;

4. implementation of scientific and practical research of state
traditions of the Ukrainian nation, its struggle for freedom and
unity of Ukraine;

5. study of the tragic events in the history of the peoples of
Ukraine and participate in commemoration of their victims;

6. participation in research and education work, educational
activities related to the problem of national memory.

Accordingly it was defined the structure and function of
academic departments:

— study of theoretical and applied problems of national memorys;

— investigation of the influence of state and civilization processes
on the formation of national memory;

— international studies, ethnic and regional factors of national
memory

— study the impact on the national memory of social, spiritual
and cultural factors;

— study of the historical tragedies of the peoples of Ukraine.

The Institute conducts basic and applied scientific research
issues of national memory, priority in terms of the Ukrainian
nation, the strengthening of civil society, mobilizing spiritual
forces of the people on the state and a civilization work. Now its
scientific potential consists of 12 doctors and 12 candidates. It s
powered Scientific Council and courses, preparing the third edition
of scientific publications UINP «National and historical memory».
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It was submitted the draft Concept of scientific policy of
national memory of Ukraine to the Cabinet of Ministers. As we
can see the scientific support memory policy based on the following
guiding principles:

—compliance with constitutional and legal framework, regulations
defined the task of humanitarian policy of Ukraine;

— independence from short-term political, corporate or imposed
from outside influences;

— pursuit of scientific objectivity in research activities;

— creative accounting contemporary domestic and foreign
relevant theoretical and methodological edits;

— civil transparency and ideological and methodological
pluralism.

The main routes of scientific support of the national memory
are determined by:

— developing proposals to improve legislation on the national
memorys;

— examination of relevant regulations in the field of humanitarian
policy-related issues of national memory;

— recommendations and other policy documents for the supreme
bodies of state power and administration;

— providing of scientific and expert assistance of the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine and other bodies of state power and
governance in international cooperation on humanitarian issues,
particularly with Ukrainian abroad;

— performing of special requests higher authorities and
management, socio-political organizations, citizens of Ukraine and
foreign states;

— fundamental and practical scientific research, preparation
monographs, research papers, thesis papers, reports, reviews,
articles and scientific reference books;

— the holding of scientific conferences, meetings, round tables,
seminars and other meetings on topical issues of national memory;
— monitoring public opinion on issues of national memorys;

— initiating and informational support measures state obeisance
memorable dates, events, historical figures, relevant issues of
international cooperation in the humanitarian sphere;

— popularization of scientific and analytical developments UINP,
educational work, interaction with civil society organizations and
the media.
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In general we can say that the Institute could enter into channel
professional research and analytical activities without ideological
accretions or unusual scientific field administration. Results of
research UINP can become the basis for the development of
information-analytical and recommendations higher authorities and
government of Ukraine in the field of humanitarian policy.

In determining the content of scientific studies was unwarranted
departure from the construction of national memory of the
Ukrainian people to the period 1918—1991 and exclusively to a
number of famous historical tragedies. Active research wide range
of historical factors, processes and events which in its diversity
and complex chronologically-dimensional intersection caused the
formation of national memory models that are inherent in the
modern Ukrainian nation.

In this study of historical factors shaping national memory
extended to periods of formation and ancient Cossack and Hetman
state. Special attention is paid to the study of civilization, nation-
building, socio-cultural, ethnic, cultural and regional factors
influencing to a national memory. It is also initiated the study of
theoretical and methodological aspects of the national memory as a
specific phenomenon of social consciousness peoples, mechanisms of
its impact on the socio-political and spiritual development of modern
Ukraine, taking into account the achievements of world science.

Active work was held in research and analytical support formation
of national memory in Ukraine. By the Presidential Administration
of Ukraine, the Cabinet of Ukraine, the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine, Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Ministry of Education, and
Ministry of Culture, Ministry of Regional Development of Ukraine
and other departments and government agencies was presented
dozens of analytical information and materials on scientific support
for the formation of the national memory. We should also note the
active role of the Institute in the profile research and analytical
support for the international relations of Ukraine.

The previous experience in research activities of the Ukrainian
Institute of National Memory obliges authors to refer another
urgent problem. In last time through the uncritical borrowing of
certain works in foreign authors of postmodern direction, Ukrainian
humanitarian space there attempts to establish the concept of
«memory» instead of <«historical memory» or «national memory».
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This creates a dangerous blurring idea about national memory,
as an important part of social and cultural consciousness, national
identity and civil rights (human communities). This raises the
risk of «separation» of historical memory from leading sources of
its creation as a natural-historical «working» process of being of
particular nation (other communities); achievements of historical
scholarship (at all, of course, limited its abilities for reproduce
and interpretation of past); system of knowledge’s transmission
about the past through education, culture and various forms of
social communication (including obligatory for restoration and
preservation of the nations the process of generations communication
in order to transfer value coloured retrospective information).

Artificial breeding history, historical science and historical and
documentary heritage to the backstage memory of societies reveal a
disturbing perspective of transforming this area into a continuous field
for manipulation through information technology, when the «invention
of tradition» becomes only an artificial product of reformatting
consciousness. Under these conditions, scientific integrity and
qualifications historians are not only a necessary condition for the
creation of national memory, but also to guarantee the preservation of
national statehood and socio-cultural identity of the Ukrainian people
to the relentless challenges of the globalized world.

Thus, understanding the period of Ukraine's independence
gives grounds for concluding that the use of tactical or tendentious
interpretation of historical material turns it into an instrument of
political confrontation, inciting ethnic hatred, xenophobia, ethnic or
religious intolerance on the part of some political groups and NGOs,
difficult dialogue between social, national, regional communities,
jeopardizing the preservation of civil harmony and territorial
integrity of Ukraine, and also opens the way to manipulation of
historical consciousness on the part of external forces.

However, analysis of the scientific development of National
Memory an insufficient degree of development in Ukraine
theoretical and applied problems of national memory, the impact
of state and civilization processes on the formation of national
memory, international, ethnic and religious factors of national
memory; impact on the national memory of social, spiritual
and cultural factors; phenomenon tragedies peoples of Ukraine.
Important prerequisite for ensuring the effectiveness of the
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national memory, removing it from the influence of confrontational
politicized impacts is its scientific approach.

Therefore, realization of the national memory is one of
the priorities of humanitarian policy requires concerted and
coordinated efforts of the state and society, should be long-term, of
an established basis and predetermined by the urgent needs strategy
for Ukraine in the globalized XXI century.
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
