STRATEGIC BALANCE AS A CHANCE FOR UKRAINE IN THE
MULTIPOLAR WORLD

When looking at the modern international policy one remem-
bers the Bismarck’s phrase that the art of a statesman is «in hear-
ing the steps of Providence in the noise of history and to follow it
for a certain period of times. We live in the time of great changes
in the global policy and economy and the greater changes yet to
come. If Bismarck lived today, he would view these steps as his-
torically significant and would advise to see the new historical de-
velopments, comprehend them and use them for the benefit of the
state. In the last 20 years the pendulum of history swings much
faster than in the previous epochs. We are accustomed to staying
on the cross-road, but it is quite possible that decisions to be made
now since the collapse of the USSR will be as significant as never
before. My article is about it.

Moment of History

oment of history is the moment when a new epoch begins
and the states of the world identify their places in it.

Therefore, it is the moment when all emotions, political
envies and ambitions should fade away. It is the moment when
sensible way of thinking and balanced conclusions should be the
only responsible approaches, because successful advances of the
country for the decades ahead depend upon them. This is the
moment Ukraine is experiencing now.

At the beginning, it is important to recognize that Ukraine,
like most of the world states, is on the threshold of a new interna-
tional reality that will be either with «plus» or with «minus» sign.
A period of global economic exuberance in the next ten years is as
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probable as the period of an economic crisis that will lead to revi-
sion of the traditional fundamentals of international life. Ukraine
should be ready for both scenarios. It is essential to bear in mind
that no matter what route the chariot of history chooses; in any
case the forthcoming global changes will have their direct impact
on Ukraine. The point is to foresee the nature of this impact.

Crises (or Renewal) of the West.
Economic Dimension

There is no sense to deny that the Transatlantic West is in cri-
sis, which is probably the largest since the Second World War. The
crisis has three dimensions — economic, geopolitical and ideological.

The economic dimension is most evident of all.

Financial shocks of 2008—2009 and a current crisis in the Euro
zone have shown that the system of social guarantees developed in
the West, is losing its stability with deepening negative demograph-
ic tendencies and mass transfer of production resource to the East.
Once solid financial ground, it is shaking now under the feet of the
whole generations. Companies, production facilities and even the
whole industries are moving to China, India, Indonesia... It is true
for many EU members and the USA as well.

Though the scale of problems is great, the USA is in a better
position for addressing them.

Washington with its more consolidated power than in the EU, a
more mobile population and a dollar as the world currency has more
political moves to address negative economic tendencies. Periodical
public debt level increase is the most radical mechanism including
dollar injections into the market, the move supported by the global
population saving their monies in dollars.

These actions produced a gigantic financial «bubble». Since
January 26 the public debt threshold in the USA has been 16,4 tril-
lions USD. It becomes clearer that this way is dangerous and the
state cannot develop by the same scenario any more. Particularly,
the state has to save more money, to collect higher taxes and to find
new ways for encouraging the national output. Opportunities for
these steps will open with completion of the Iraq and Afghanistan
campaigns. Though, there is no guarantee that reduction of the
public expenditures and increase of the tax burden will not suppress
the economy even more. In other words, the USA has a complicat-
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ed and responsible period in the nearest future and will apparently
concentrate all its efforts for solving domestic problems.

The European Union has similar challenges, but the situation in
the EU is more complicated, at least, for three reasons. First, the
crises developed in the situation when the EU has not yet created
an optimal decision-making mechanism for its grown size. The state
ship during economic storm needs not only an experienced captain
but also a sophisticated navigation system. The EU ship has several
captains, but the navigation system is still unmanageable, though
it has undergone several modifications. A popular concept of recov-
ery through integration deepening sounds logical, but if this deep-
ening reflects the ideas of only one EU member, this may only in-
crease tension.

Second, all bonuses and guarantees of the «social state» being
for many years the EU pride have become so deep in the mentality
of Europeans that any attempts to review them require especially
sensitive efforts not only at the political level but also at the level
of human mentality. In the forthcoming years the EU citizens will
have to sacrifice some comfortable habits and develop more tough
every day habits. This is the way of possible political changes, par-
ticularly upsurge of political forces embracing populist or isolation
ideology.

Third, the EU faces a problem of the Euro zone, whose creation
was accompanied by several mistakes and misbalances. It is a tough
task to improve this situation in view of the above mentioned ob-
servations.

The situation is complicated but not tragic. Economic problems
of the West, both EU and USA, are possible to resolve in practice.
However, this needs to reconsider things that until recently were
viewed as fundamentals. We are talking not only about revision of
the «social state» fundamentals but also about corporative business.
We are talking about new levels of control for the financial mark-
ers (the Dodd-Frank Act in the USA was only the first step on this
path). Finally, we are talking about reconsideration of the place of
the West on the scales of the global geopolitical influence and here
we pass to the next dimension of the crisis.

Crisis of the Leadership

Geopolitical crisis of the modern world is the crisis of the lead-
ership. The two-polar world as well as the unipolar one has fallen
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into oblivion. Currently the world looks rather like the world with-
out prominent geopolitical leader. The USA and EC are solving
their own problems, while the young «tigers» have not yet devel-
oped traditions of their global expansion policy. In terms of geopol-
icy we yet again stand on the threshold of a new reality that may
not be with «plus» sign. There are grounds for optimism though:
for example, the West accepts the forthcoming changes realistically.

Hardly anybody doubts that since 2025 China will be the most
powerful global economy. Some people think that this will happen
since 2018. This situation forces the USA and to a less degree the
EU to revise their global agendas.

The specifics of the situation is not only in the fact that the
West will have to devote the next decades to solving its economic
problems, but also in the fact that other regions of the world are
passing the period of self-establishment, realizing their ambitions
and opportunities in the international arena. Time of impressive
global economic growth (precisely such were the last 20 years) has
created a unique situation where a single global leader is being re-
placed by dozens of regional ones with a global perspective and as-
pirations. Decentralization of the global influence is taking place,
creating a new system of international relations, in which the USA
continues to be an integral part, but rather like a mediator. Judging
by the Washington rhetoric, it is mentally prepared for this role.

The United States will not lose its global leadership, but will
no longer be the sole leader. Maybe, after «ten years of wars» this
role will be beneficial for the USA. It needs a break in order to take
care of its domestic affairs and to restore confidence. We see how
the U.S. presidential campaign unfolds to the accompaniment of de-
bates about whether this century will be «American» and whether
America really needs another «American century». Americans them-
selves have to answer this question. To my opinion, the global lead-
ership pedestal is wide enough for America and for others, but it is
difficult to imagine it without the United States.

Rethinking Western Ideology

The ideological dimension of the changes ongoing in the West
is primarily a rethinking of its place in the world. As mentioned
above, for the USA this means a gradual restriction of the glob-
al leadership agenda and a geographic shift in priorities. Instead,
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for the EU this means changing ideology of what we call the
«European Union».

The ideological impetus of the European unity, which for a long
time has been a distinguishing characteristic of the continent, is fol-
lowed by a decline, partly for cyclical reasons, and partly under the
influence of internal EU problems. Both in political circles and in a
wider circle of voters there is an opinion that the chapter of history
associated with the unity of the continent as a whole is completed
and the project called «United Europe» is finalized. New legal bar-
riers are created in response to new waves of expansion (such as a
provision on mandatory approval by the referenda in a number of
member countries). Accordingly, after the accession of the Balkans
one can expect a long or even very long interval in the process of
the EU expansion to the East.

The fact that the most part of Europe remains outside the EU,
does not cause any emotional or political discomfort with the major-
ity of the European leaders. This is especially true for the European
ambitions of the two big players — Ukraine and Turkey. There is a
stereotype that their EU accession will break the balance of power
in the European Union, destroy the demographic balance and in-
crease financial expenditure, which the EU can not afford. These
concerns are more emotions than rational. However, it is their ir-
rationality that makes the discussion about the European prospects
for Ukraine and Turkey especially complicated.

Broadly speaking, the foreign policy philosophy of the trans-
atlantic West can not resist changing in view of the fact that the
rise of China facilitates several successful models of modernization
in the world. Economic and political «Westernization» is no longer
the only way to success. The modern East is a new, somewhat al-
ternative way whose elements can be borrowed by the rest of the
world. However, the main thing is a cold-eye approach and no eu-
phoria because it is not all that simple in the East.

Rise of the East

Economic growth indicators of China are really amazing: vig-
orous economic growth for three decades (10% annual growth on
the average), 440 million of extremely poor people managed to im-
prove their material welfare, breakthrough from the marginal agri-
cultural country into a modern urban «production resource» of the
world economy.

China managed to find an optimal combination of the commu-
nist ideology, market economy and novelty «state capitalism». It is
optimal at least for China with its excessive demographic resources.
This epoch is not ever-lasting and some Chinese provinces manifest
tension. However, this does not mean that China will lose momen-
tum but it means that China will have to search for new approaches
in order to keep high growth rates, remain attractive for investors,
maintain a positive trade balance and, most importantly, give peo-
ple their own sense of personal involvement in the success of the
state. Viability of the state capitalism model, unexpected for many,
on the one hand, and a new generation of Chinese elite that came
to power, on the other, suggests that China will maintain not only
growth but also the necessary transformations.

Positive dynamics is observed in many other growing markets
in the East. Political stability, predictable rules of the game in the
economy and positive demographic dynamics in the generally fa-
vorable conditions of the global economy open doors to the eco-
nomic breakthrough for dozens of new players. According to the
PricewaterhouseCoopers projections, already in 10—15 years the
leading global economies will be represented by only two western
and three eastern economies. Only six western economies will be
in the first twenty, while the rest will be from Asia, Latin America
and Africa.

States that for centuries were considered sick are becoming the
key to world economic health. This recovery of the East does not
mean the decline of the West. On the contrary, the modern world is
so interdependent that a high level of economic development almost
automatically means a high level of integration with other econo-
mies. Therefore, the rise of the East without a simultaneous «col-
lapse» in the West is not at all a paradox. This situation is the on-
ly possible form of continuous economic growth at the global level.
This time period is unique and it is a chance for Ukraine for which
location on the edge of civilization for centuries has been a source
of challenges, and now may be a source of new opportunities. This
requires a strategic balance in the foreign policy and a key role in
this situation belongs to Russia.

Russia. Country between the epochs

The Russian Federation is our nearest neighbor and the main
trading partner. In light of the historical relations and family ties
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binding our countries Russia for millions of Ukrainians is more
than just a neighbor and a partner. It is a kind of psychological
marker in the self identity and world outlook of millions of the
Ukrainian people. For some it is a second cultural homeland, for
others — a country that suffers from the same post soviet «birth-
marks» like Ukraine itself and from which it is trying to get rid of
by way of the European integration.

Paraphrasing a term popular in the current Russian political vo-
cabulary, Russia is a part of the «Ukrainian world». This explains
both the power of mutual attraction of the two peoples and mu-
tual sensitivity to any differences in matters of foreign policy doc-
trine, internal development and, certainly, bilateral relations. High-
voltage emotional background of relations between Ukraine and
Russia is their most distinctive features, both at the political level,
and at the level of ordinary voters. This leads to the politicization
of many issues and, thus, to speculation on them. In making plans
for a new era, we should ignore the emotions.

Speaking of growth in one part of the world and the crisis in
the other, it is difficult to attribute Russia either to the first or to
the second category. It regained its status of a global player and
an independent voice. It has no inhibitions in its dialogue with the
West and East. On the other hand, Russia, like Ukraine, is still
between the epochs. Time will tell for how long. I would distin-
guish four factors affecting Russia's position on the international
arena (and maybe facilitating its changes).

First, in the epoch of growing global competition for resources
Russia with its mineral deposits and other natural <«heritage» ac-
quires a special status. Smooth functioning of a huge segment of
the global economy depends on the Russian energy resources. This
is not necessarily a role of the energy appendage. This is rather a
role of a global player who enters a new era with a good head start
as compared to others. Now it depends on Russia itself how to take
advantage of this head start.

Second, vectors of interaction are settled today so that Russia is
needed by both the West and the East. Hence, there is a new tonal-
ity in relations with the EU and «reset» in relations with the USA
(my understanding is that it will be resumed right after comple-
tion of the presidential campaign in both countries). Hence, there
is an active dialogue and trade of Russia with China, India and
other growing markets. The Russians may miss the Soviet Union,
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but objectively, from a geopolitical point of view, the end of the
world bipolarity is favorable for Russia. The Soviet Union was ei-
ther an enemy or a friend for the world. The modern Russia is a
global player and almost all are interested in its loyalty. At least
Russia should not be an enemy. For Ukraine, this latter point is
particularly relevant.

Third, Russia manifests renewed national consciousness, based
primarily on the realization of the former greatness of the Russian
nation and the desire to bring this greatness into a new era. This
realization, which some call a new Russian nationalism is the com-
mon denominator that unites the modern Russian authorities and
most of its internal critics. External critics see it as a restoration of
the imperial spirit. However, objectively it gives Russia an oppor-
tunity to focus on developing as a unified whole. For Ukraine, it
is important that this development should not have an anti-Ukrai-
nian component.

Finally, the fourth factor is that Russia is still expecting the re-
sults of the proclaimed policy of modernization. The RF is striving
to renovate its role of the regional leader and it has all prerequisites
to become such leader for a great majority of the post-soviet states.
However, in order to implement these prerequisites Russia needs to
become a champion of effective economic transformations for its en-
circlement. Completion of the presidential election gives a chance
for such transformations and hopefully they will be successful.

Way of Ukraine

Ukraine entered the third decade of its independence amid an
expressed slowdown of the western expansion, rise of the East and
renovation of the national spirit in Russia.

Expansion of the West (USA global leadership and the EU ex-
pansion) is the factor traditionally important for many Ukrainian
politicians. Some of them developed the whole philosophy on the
Brzezinski’s idea that Ukraine is the key for the RF «imperial sta-
tus» and this is our major geopolitical value, without a second
thought about this value in case the West stops worrying about
this «imperial status». As Grebenschikov once sang: «If your way
is shown by the chalk on the asphalt road, where will you go when
it snows?».

When the one-polar world is being replaced by the multi-po-
lar one, we may say that the snow fell. Surroundings of Ukraine
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underwent cardinal changes as compared to the late 90’s. Russia
changed; the West reviewed its priorities. Do we need to change
ours? No, but we need to change the ways of their implementation.
It is better to be the building site for the East and West than
the battlefield between the two. In order to attract the world by
this quality our foreign policy should be inseparably connected with
the business interests. This should be a policy of paving new trade
ways and a policy, where the citizen is in the absolute priority.
Which foreign policy concept meets the needs and requirements
of modernization in Ukraine in the best way? The EU was the an-
swer to all questions until it financed, cared and directed transfor-
mation in the accession countries. Today the EU subjectively does
not have a desire (and objectively does not have the resources) to
see Ukraine as an accession country. The situation may change in
the future, but now we have to accept this reality, which will have
a direct impact on the European policy of Ukraine in the nearest
decades. So, the foreign policy has to be formed accordingly.

Modernization of Ukraine

There are two models of successful modernization in Europe.
Let’s call them conditionally Polish and Turkish. The first model is
based on the concept of the state that declares a policy of reforms
by the European standards, mobilizes the resources for their imple-
mentation and implements them receiving enormous support from
the EU at each step of this implementation. The second is the same
but the EU support is not a decisive moment.

The Polish model means modernization according to the
European criteria in the process of the EU accession. The Turkish
model means modernization according to the European criteria un-
der conditions of uncertainty as to the future European member-
ship.

Under current conditions Ukraine needs the European policy
approaching Polish but close to the Turkish one with pronounced
Ukrainian specificity.

First, this specificity is in the fact that EU accession of Ukraine
remains a dream, but this dream depends not only on our develop-
ment but also on a number of objective components of the European
development (financial conditions of the EU, its reformation suc-
cess, attractiveness of further expansion etc.).
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Accordingly, since modernization of Ukraine in compli-
ance with the European standards depends on ourselves, while
Eurointegration — on ourselves and on the others, the focus
should be made on modernization, in the first place, and on
Eurointegration — in the second.

Second, despite of consistent support from our friends in the EU
(which we appreciate) our Eurointegration will not be accompanied
with generous subsidies, euphoric political statements and least of
all by the consensus. No matter what successes we will achieve,
there will always be <«a country X» (one may even guess which
country) that would create barriers for us guided by its own egoistic
considerations. There will be situations when something that was
accepted by our predecessor as advance we will have to recapture.
New Europe will be more egoistic. There will be situations when
even sincerely pro-European Ukraine will not have influential «ad-
vocates». We should be ready for this.

Why Eurointegration?

A question arises: if political environment has changed so dras-
tically and if ideological impulse of the European expansion is be-
ing evidently exhausted does Ukraine ever need to associate with
the EU? It needs and here is why.

First, the ideological impulse of the European expansion is slow-
ing down but it may well be compensated by the impulse of eco-
nomic growth. A statement that Europe needs consolidation of the
technological resource of the West with the energetic resource in
the East is fully relevant. This may explode into a new form of the
European unification with the involvement of Turkey and post-so-
viet countries, in the first place based on the four European free-
doms — a movement of people, commodities, capitals and services.
Many Ukrainian electors do not need a deeper level of integration.

Second, the EU is important for us not so much as a comfort-
able home to where we want to move, but rather like a guideline
on how to build own comfortable home. The European integration
in this case is a scheme for implementation of the European recipe
of success on the Ukrainian ground. As to achievement of indica-
tors, which in crisis do not look like the recipes of success, we have
yet time to think about. Ambivalence of the EU (which always has
been in place irrespective of our critical dialogue) gives us a free
hand in this respect.
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Third, Europe even with all its current problems is a success
story for the majority of Ukrainians. This is a sign of hope, which
the Ukrainian political elite has been impressing to the Ukrainian
electors for twenty years. The idea of the EU membership is firmly
rooted in the consciousness of the Ukrainian electorate. The EU
orientation has become a commonplace for all political leaders in
Ukraine. To remove this footing means to introduce an element of
dismay in the domestic political life.

Therefore, the European policy of Ukraine has to preserve
its priority status but to become more practical and pragmatic.
Modernization of Ukraine and openness to Europe (in light of al-
ready agreed Free Trade Zone and Action Plan on the visa regime
liberalization). At the same time the European policy is a part of
the broader concept related to the modernization of the country. It
answers the question of where to go and only partially to the ques-
tion of how to get there. Real strategic balance of other directions
among other factors may answer this question.

Russia as a chance and a challenge

In the modern world an issue of successful reforms is primarily
an issue of successful investment policy. From where do the invest-
ments come? Why not from Russia? It is close to us historically and
culturally. Trade with Russia is rapidly growing. It has free capital
and it has an interest.

The point is that this interest is not so much economic, but rath-
er emotional. The RF may receive investment dividends from any
growing economy of the world. Even the anticipated Eurasia Union
may well function without Ukraine despite of common perception.
However, there is an impression that some Russian politicians con-
sider that only return of Ukraine to their zone of influence will give
them a sense of coming back to the normal state of affairs. This is
a hindrance. We are ready to invest our economic potential to the
partnership, but we are not ready to sacrifice our striving to build
Ukraine by the European criteria. This is the first.

The second, partially due to mental habit and partially under
purposeful political influence some Russians better accept the idea
of Ukraine as a sort of «foreign project»> than the idea of Russia-
friendly but independent Ukrainian state. This is not a sound
groundwork for the perspective relations. This groundwork should
be improved and the notion of «norm» should be expanded.
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On the other hand, striving for partnership with Russia is a
constant of our foreign policy. As part of the «Ukrainian world»
Russia will always be one of our poles of attraction. In good cir-
cumstances, it may be Ukraine's most friendly, understanding part-
ner both in attaining economic goals and in strengthening the na-
tional security. Even if the circumstances are bad there is no need
to fall into hysteria and negativism. We should be what we are,
that is, the European democracy, and we should purposefully and
openly develop partnership with Russia in the sphere where Russia
is ready to cooperate.

It is now that the decision is being made whether the times are
good or bad. In no small measure it depends on our joint capacity
to settle the «energy» differences on the basis of the long-term stra-
tegic interests and standards recognized in the world.

So, Russia, whose partnership may be the answer to basic ques-
tions of the foreign policy strategy of Ukraine is, in fact, only part
of the answer.

Expanding the horizons

We exist between two magnets of influence, each with its own
mutual attraction and its own lines of tension. In addition to these
two directions, whose priority is unquestionable, the bipolar world
requires partners without hidden agendas or desire to impose their
own will. We can find such partners outside the traditional limits
we set for ourselves. We have to seek partners interested in eco-
nomic dividends and political benefits they can receive from coop-
eration with Ukraine. At the same time they have to be ready to
accept Ukraine as it is, i.e. independent, democratic, partially pro-
European and partially as a «thing in itself».

Let us take Turkey. It is the most dynamic economy in Europe,
which is, first, nearby and, second, interested in Ukraine. Third,
the situation with a dialogue with Europe is, if not particular-
ly identical, than very much alike in both countries. Fourth, the
Turkish modernization model (based on the European principles but
implemented independently) is very close for Ukraine.

The latter argument, to my opinion, is the most important.
During the last decade we witnessed successful implementation
of reforms and amazing internal and external transformation in
Turkey under the leadership of its Prime Minister Erdogan. After
a long period of uncertainty, crisis, corruption and discord the
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Turkish people consolidated and made a breakthrough in the new
national reality. Those who have seen in numerous Ukrainian-
Turkish governmental contacts, including the contacts at the lev-
el of the President Yanukovych and the Prime Minister Erdogan,
something more than just diplomatic routine, are right. It is really
more than routine. This is, first, the emergence of a new regional
tandem and second, the adoption of experience, which can be re-
ally useful for Ukraine including experience in integration of the
national economy in the world without mediation from the existing
integration associations, but directly and independently. China is a
more remote but promising partner. There were years, when trying
to beat time on the European direction, we were clearly behind in
the Chinese. It would be not easy to bridge the gap, but we have
no other alternative. China is a global player and in the field of the
European policy China has all chances to be calm and unobtrusive
player, which especially interesting for us.

It is good that Ukrainian power is finally consolidated. Even
better, that it does not have strong ideological coloring and is aimed
primarily at straightening things out in the state. Paraphrasing
Kissinger, China, like other countries of the world, finally has a
«fax number», which should be dialed when it seeks to have a dia-
logue with official Kyiv.

There were two things that struck me during my trips to China
in the recent years. First, China is aware and understands the spe-
cifics of Ukrainian political life. Though we did not have articu-
lated policy towards China, the latter did not exclude us from its
interests.

Chinese interest to Ukraine is another thing. This interest is
as expressed and ambitious as ours. Evidently, Ukraine has a po-
tential of the investment El Dorado. However, traditionally (some-
times reasonably and sometimes due to the specifics of the national
character) we are afraid that the investment boom will spill over
to the «sale of Ukraine» and end of the national sovereignty. I am
confident that inflow of the Chinese investment capital is positive
for Ukraine. It should not be feared but widely welcomed because
this factor will provide additional stability to the economy and con-
fidence in the future.

The same is true for Brazil that I visited a couple of weeks ago,
Vietnam where I was this week and the Gulf countries that I vis-
ited and will visit again. The same is true for other states on the
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foreign policy map of Ukraine testifying the evident — Ukraine is
expanding its horizons.

Employing own resources

The Ukrainian discourse on the subject «EU or Russia» is sur-
prising in many things but most of all in thinking at the level of
political «horrorss». «If we don’t access the EU, Russia will swal-
low Ukraine», — some politicians warn. «If we access the EU, they
will transform us into the rape field for producing ethanols> — oth-
er politicians panic. To my opinion, Ukraine is too large and has
its unique individual nature to be either swallowed or transformed.

We need to think self-sufficiently. We are not humble and have
assets to offer. We are not too small to expect that someone’s um-
brella will hide us from all problems. If the new world, we are en-
tering, is the world of battle for the resources, the nature was gen-
erous in proving Ukraine with them including most valuable such
as food, water, energy... The point is whether these resources will
work for the benefit of Ukraine or will become a «sweet spots for
the others.

Broadly speaking, there are three factors in the world that de-
termine strength or weakness of the nation — economy, demogra-
phy and natural resources. The nation may have poor demography
but be strong thanks to innovative economy and resources. The na-
tion may have economic problems, which may be solved at the ac-
count of positive demography and resources. But if economy, as
in Ukraine, has not been reformed for many years, the demographic
situation is poor and the resources are not used, it only means that
urgent changes are badly needed.

This explains the large-scale reforms of the Presidential agenda
and unwillingness to waste time for the stalemate situations in the
Ukrainian political discourse.

[llustratively: according to the UN estimate, the global food de-
mand will grow by 2050 by 70%. This means that 219 thousand of
new eaters will appear at the dinner table. I would say that these
are 219 thousand of additional arguments for Ukraine not to lose
time and think self-sufficiently, as a global player, which at least
in one sphere, the food resources, has a potential of really global
caliber.
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Strategic Balance

It is evident that Ukraine is natively European. It should ori-
ent on the European values and be firm in its European essence.
Likewise, Ukraine historically and culturally is close to Russia, was
in the past and will be in the future. However, under conditions
when the world becomes more and more Orientocentric, Ukraine
should look further — to the East, to the West and to the South.

Mainstreaming of new strategic directions of the national for-
eign policy will give us space for diplomatic maneuver, investments
and partnership, in which the problem of «double bottoms» may
not be so crucial, as often happened in other areas. It will give us
strength to hold our line in relations with Russia and not be in the
role of the EU petitioner.

Ukraine needs a strategic balance, but the balance in a broader
sense than «balancing». The more support points the Ukrainian for-
eign policy has outside the EU-RF line, the more sustainable and
confident it would be.

This is true both for the best and for the worst scenarios for
the next years.

The best scenario is the one projected by the Swiss Bank Credit
Suisse: in the next five years the total global GDP will grow by
30%, up to 345 trillion USD. According to the bankers, this will
happen, in the first place, at the account of the Chinese «economic
miracles> and powerful growth in the Pacific Asia, Latin America
and Africa.

The worst scenario is if the western financial «bubble» bursts
with all its consequences for the world economy. In such situation
only countries with the developed production sector will survive.
First of all, these are young, energetic growing markets.

Ukraine needs not just a counterbalance to its traditional for-
eign policy dichotomy. It needs involvement in the global develop-
ment, if it is positive, and «insurance police» if the global dynamics
will be negative. Under current conditions, neither obscure prospect
of the EU membership, no the EU-RF stretching separately taken,
provides Ukraine neither former, nor latter. Until Ukraine exists
in the limited geopolitical dimension, implementation of its poten-
tial will also be limited. It will be rather an object than a subject.
If we more actively expand a foreign policy sphere at the account
of new players, the better conditions we will have for implementa-
tion of our plans and more new dynamics will be around Ukraine.
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Realizing this necessity, to my opinion, is the most evident les-
son of the first twenty years of independence. Only realizing is not
enough and this is another lesson. We need agenda-driven multi-
level state strategy, first, economic and second, political. We need
unity of idea, rhetoric and action. We need to understand that
Ukraine may have a European dream but under conditions of new
international reality the way to its implementation will somewhat
differ from the way of the new EU member states. This going to be
a way of internal transformation according to the European crite-
ria in the strategic partnership with the EU and Russia but also at
the account of developing relations with those regions of the world
where there is a positive development, real interest in cooperation
with Ukraine and respect to its intentions.

Finally, balance is not multi-vector nature. Balance means in-
ner strength and clear understanding of what we want in combina-
tion with the ability to «hear the steps of Providence in the noise
of history». Hugo once said that balance is the main law of the
material word like justice is the main law of the spiritual world.
Ukraine needs it in order to become modern European state devel-
oping in unison with the rest of the world.
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
