significant events in the recent history of bilateral relations:

20t anniversary of establishing the diplomatic relations and
20t anniversary of signing the Good Neighborhood, Friendship and
Cooperation Agreement. Since that time on the Moldavian-Ukrainian
relations based on the principles of mutual understanding, support
and mutually beneficial cooperation had undergone a noticeable
boost in their development.

The anniversaries of these prominent events are not just festive
days in the calendar but a good reason to draw some conclusions
of the past historical period and — what is more important —
define clear-cut objectives and priorities of further evolution in
relations between our countries in the diverse areas of the strategic
partnership.

Over the past two decades after declaration of its independence
the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine have achieved substantial
and outstanding results, confidently striding on their path of
building sovereign democratic states, implementing profound
structural transformations in all strata of social life and self-
affirmation on the international arena. Our countries consistently
strive to get integrated in the European Union and today are
uncontestable leaders in the framework of the European «Eastern
partnership» policy. It goes without saying that achieving the goal
of European integration takes a lot of efforts but, at the same
time, constitutes a valid stimulus to further reforms and social
modernization in line with the European standards. The final goal
of these transformations is to create favorable conditions for the
sustainable economic growth and development, garner new foreign

In 2012, Republic of Moldova and Ukraine celebrated two
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investments; promote an appreciable increase in the life-style and
strengthen democratic institutions.

In this context, I would like to highlight the role of the Mutual
Declaration of the Moldavian and Ukrainian Foreign Affairs
Ministers about mutual efforts to promote European integration,
which was signed in July 2011 during the visit of the Ukrainian
MFA chief Kostiantin Grishchenko to Kishinev. According to
this document the foreign affair departments regularly hold
mutual sessions and meetings and improve their cooperation in
the framework of the European Partnership, Energy Community,
facilitate work of connecting the national power gridlines in
both countries to the European Network of Transmission System
Operators for Electricity (ENTSO-E), join the common European
air space, create the free trade zone and liberalize the visa regime
with the EU.

Over the last years, our countries have made a significant progress
in developing the bilateral Moldavian-Ukrainian relations that are
underpinned by a powerful legislative basis composed of more than
120 documents in different disciplines. Today we can confidently
ascertain the intensification of political dialogue, in particular on
the level of state and government heads, parliamentary speakers,
ministry and departmental chiefs. Most prominent example is the
official and working visits paid by delegations at different levels
over the recent years. These visits have resulted in a number of
agreements, which fortunately are not just paperwork but real
actions that are daily implemented.

In 2011, after the long suspension period the joint Moldavian-
Ukrainian Trade and Economic Cooperation Committee has
resumed its activities: so far, this body proved itself to be the most
efficient mechanism to promote cooperation in different branches,
to address concrete issues which are substantial for the bilateral
cooperation.

Significant headway has been achieved in demarcation of the
Moldavian-Ukrainian state border, constructing and modernization
of the border infrastructure, performance of mutual control and
security supervision at the state border areas. The countries also
successfully develop their relations on border issues in the framework
of the three-lateral Moldavian-Ukrainian-European mechanism, in
particular with the European Union Border Assistance Mission
(EUBAM). One of the best examples of the efficient border
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cooperation between the border and customs control services of our
countries is the successful implementation of the pilot joint border
control project at the border check-point Brichen-Rossoshany that
had been highly evaluated by our European partners.

In February 2012, during Premier-Minister of Republic of
Moldova Volodimir Filat visit to Ukraine the parties signed
the foundation documents for the European region Dniester
incorporating border areas of Moldova and the Ukrainian Vinnitska
Oblast. Creation of this European region opens new prospects for
the further development of the trans-border cooperation between
our countries — through implementation of the joint economic and
social infrastructure projects and through expansion of the cultural
and humanitarian exchanges. Using all the available potential of
trans-border cooperation in the framework of the Lower Danube
and Upper Prut European regions established jointly with Romania
back in the late 90’s of the last century provides new opportunities
for increasing the level of social and economic development in
trans-border areas of our two countries. Noteworthy, the financial
support for achieving these objectives can be sought after in
different European assistance programs.

Ukraine is one of the most important foreign economic partners
for Republic of Moldova that over the last years unwaveringly ranks
third in the overall trade balance of our country, following Russia
and Romania. Last year the volume of the mutual trade between our
countries exceeded the landmark figure of one billion US dollars.
Also, the counties promote two-lateral cooperation in the area of
mutual investments and creation of mutual enterprises. Just for
reference: today over 270 enterprises with Ukrainian investments
are officially registered in Republic of Moldova, with total capital of
15 million US dollars whereas over 140 enterprises with the
Moldavian investments operate in Ukraine, with the total capital
of 30 million US dollars.

It should be admitted though that as all other counties across
the globe we also have issues in the mutual cooperation that remain
to be unsolved. In my perspective this is absolutely natural situation
in relations between two neighbor states and most important here is
that we possess political will to address and eliminate these issues
in the shortest terms possible. Both Moldavian and Ukrainian
leadership have this will.
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I have already mentioned the activity of the Inter-Government
Trade and Economic Cooperation Committee. The last 13t session of
this body took place last November; today the respective Moldavian
and Ukrainian ministries actively work on implementation of the
agreements and treaties that have been concluded in the framework
of this committee, especially on solving the outstanding issues.
In this respect I would like to emphasize the fundamentally new
approach that the parties have outlined in the summary protocol of
the 13" Committee session. Our countries have agreed to resolve
all problematic issues based on the so-called «package approachs».
This means the constructive approach we will adopt to tackle the
such issues as determining the ownership rights for the Moldavian
and Ukrainian facilities located respectively in the territories of
Ukraine and Moldova, functioning of the Dniester hydraulic power
complex, ensuring protection and sustainable development of the
Dniester river basin ecosystem, demarcation of the Moldavian-
Ukrainian state border in the area of the important economic
facilities and in the area adjacent to the Moldavian village of
Giurgiulesti. The work that our countries had so far completed on
this issue allows us to set high hopes for successful resolution of
other similar problems in future.

Another important branch of the Moldavian-Ukrainian
cooperation is the cultural and humanitarian exchanges. We are
interested in promoting them even further, in particular in such
key areas as expansion and strengthening of cultural relations,
implementation of the student exchange programs, support and
development of our respective communities. In this context I would
like to highlight the plans of mutually setting up and holding the
Culture Days in our countries that will be a perfect opportunity
for the citizens of Moldova and Ukraine to better understand and
appreciate the rich cultural heritage and traditions of our two
nations.

The governments of our two countries continue working on
preserving and developing the ethnic and cultural identities of
our national communities that live in the territories of Republic
of Moldova and Ukraine, a sort of a friendship link between two
neighbor ethnicities. To demonstrate the scale and significance of
this work let me bring up some concrete statistics: according to
the 2001 Census, Ukraine was home to about 260 thousand ethnic
Moldavians, who resided mostly in Odesa (over 120 thousand) and
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Chernivtsi (about 70 thousand) Oblasts and according to the 2004
Census over 450 thousand of ethnic Ukrainian called the Republic
of Moldova their native country. One of the spectacular results
of the state ethnic community support programs is the successful
operation of national and ethno-cultural associations: Moldavian in
Ukraine and respectively Ukrainian in Moldova. In most of villages
and townships where the communities are characterized by a
compact dwelling patterns they have their own folklore ensembles,
hold the traditional national culture festivals, teach and train in
Moldavian / Romanian and Ukrainian languages in nurseries and
schools.

I would also like to emphasize the important contribution that
our outstanding predecessors have made in strengthening relations
of good neighborhood, friendship and cooperation between our
countries and peoples that have a long-standing and rich history
based on mutual spiritual and cultural values. In this context, I
think it would be appropriate to recall a prominent ecclesiastic and
public man, the Kyiv Metropolitan Petro Mohyla (Petru Movila),
the son of the Moldavian king Simon Movila and the dynastic
marriage between the daughter of the Moldavian king Vasiliy Lupa
and the son of the Zaporozhie Army Hetman Bogdan Khmelniskiy.
Moldova is the historical motherland for famous politicians and
prominent public figures of modern Ukraine: Serhiy Tigipko,
Anatoliy Kinakh, Ivan Vakarchuk and others.

Another important fact is the cooperation between Moldova
and Ukraine in the process of settling the durable Dniester
conflict. The Moldavian authorities highly appreciate the pro-
active and positive role that Ukraine plays in fixing up the
Dniester problem by establishing a special status of the Dniester
Region based on respect to Republic of Moldova’s sovereignty and
territorial integrity. We appreciate the efforts that the Ukrainian
authorities make in supporting and promoting direct dialogue
between Kishinev and Tiraspol, in particular in arranging the first
meeting between the Maldivian Premier-Minister V. Filat with the
new Trans-Dniester's leader E. Shevchuk that took place January
27, 2012 in Odesa. We also appreciate Ukrainian support of our
initiatives to demilitarize the Security Zone and to transform
the current peace-keeping operation into a multi-national civil
mission under the international mandate. However, regardless of
the positive dynamics in the process of the Trans-Dniester conflict
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resolution, in particular setting off in 2011 the official 5+2 talks
and revitalization of political dialogue between two Dniester river
banks there is a lot of ground left to be covered. Here, the Republic
of Moldova counts of achieving a progress on this issue during the
Ukrainian 2013 OSCE voting.

As a representative of the diplomatic service I would like to
stress the tight and fruitful collaboration between the foreign
affairs ministries of our countries. Traditionally we hold political
consultations on the level of deputy Foreign Affair Ministers of
Republic of Moldova and Ukraine where we discuss all issues related
to bilateral relations. This exchange of ideas is extremely beneficial,
in particular to what the diplomats call the «synchronizing the
clocks». This well-tried mechanism helps us to timely work out
proposals and suggestions for the leadership of our states on the
Moldavian-Ukrainian issues.

Summarizing the last 20-year phase in the history of relations
between Moldova and Ukraine we can assert without any
reservations that we have made a considerable progress in
promoting our bilateral relations on various disciplines. However it
is quite evident that the available potential of cooperation between
our countries is far from being exhausted. Taking advantage of all
capacities we have for further development of collaboration between
our countries both on bilateral and international levels, with
the purpose of improving the quality of life for our citizens and
implementing our mutual foreign policy choices: this is the sense of
Moldavian-Ukrainian partnership for future.
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
